GETTING STARTED

Install/Replace Backup Battery

This unit uses a backup battery system to provide continuous alarm
operation and clock settings in the event of a power failure.

If the Backup Battery has been installed and a power failure occurs or
the AC cord is accidentally disconnected, the display will not remain lit,
but the current time and alarm time setting will be temporarily
maintained. Otherwise, you must reset the time and alarm setting.

1. Please make sure the AC cord is connected. Otherwise all settings
may be lost during battery replacement.

2. Open the battery compartment cover located on the bottom
of the unit.

3. Insert 2 x "AAA" (UM4) batteries (not included), checking that the
polarity (+ and - ends of the batteries) matches the drawing inside
the battery compartment. We recommend the use of alkaline
batteries for longer life. Different type of batteries or new and used
batteries are not to be mixed.

4. Close the compartment cover.
