The main area 2 displays messages or set-
tings.

The status line 3 is divided into three
areas.

Left side:
The selected operating mode is given. In
this example: CD.

Center:

A status display for the selected operating
mode is given. In this example, the playing
time of the track.

Right side:

General status information is displayed,
regardless of the selected operating mode.
In this example: The strength of reception
for the telephone*.



Menu functions and submenus

In the menus, it is possible to switch func-
tions on and off and open other submenus
using the soft keys.
