(1 91 cm) extra
on ventilating opening toward the front of cabinet
directly above the hood. Be sure to minimize openings
through outside walls or the cerling. These will have to
be sealed later.

TO TURN ON:

Touch the "ON" pad. The fan will start at the highest
speed. Touch the "UP ARROW" and the fan will start at
the lowest speed.

TO DECREASE SPEED:

Touch the "ON" pad again momentarily. Each time the
"ON'" padis touched and released. the motor speed will
decrease |fthe 'ON" padis continuously depressed. the
speed will be reduced to the slowest speed. If the "UP
ARROW?" is touched first, use instruction No. 3.

TO INCREASE SPEED:

Touch the "UP ARROW™ momentarily. Each time the
"UP ARROW ' is touched and released. the motor speed
will increase. If the "UP ARROW is continuously de-
pressed. the speed will increase to its highest speed.

Speed may be increased or decreased anytime during
operation.

TO TURN FAN OFF:
Touch the "OFF " pad.

1. TO TURN LIGHT ON:
Touch "HI" for full light.
Touch "LOW" for half light.

TO TURN LIGHT OFF:
Touch "OFF".

For best results. remove and clean often. The filter may be placed in the dishwasher or washed in hot sudsy water.

EXTERIOR SURFACES:

Clean the range hood with a mild detergent and soft cloth. Do not use abrasive cleansers or soapy steel wool pads.
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OPERATING CHARACTERISTICS

If a power outage occurs. the foliowing things may happen when power is restored:
1. The fan may come on.
2. The light may come on
3. Both may come on.
4. Nothing will happen and the unit may be operated normally.

These conditions are normal for this type of digital electronic circuitry. When power is first applied to
digital circuitry. it comes up at random either in the high mode or low mode. In the low mode nothing is
energized but if it comes up in the high mode either the fan and:or the light will be energized.

Touching the OFF pads will reset the circuitry and allow normal operation of the unit

Toeliminate the possibility of the fan or light coming on due to a power outage and restoration during an
extended absence from the home. power to the unit may be shut off at the breaker box.
