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OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS
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1 ON/OFF POWER BUTTON
Press this button to turn the unit on or off.

2 VOLUME / LEVEL CONTROL
To increase the volume level, press the �VOL +� button. The
volume will increase and the level will be shown on the display
panel from a minimum of �VOL. 0� to a maximum of �VOL. 40�.
To increase the volume quickly, keep the button pressed. To
decrease the volume level, press the �VOL -� button. Keep the
button pressed to decrease the volume quickly. The display will
automatically return to the normal indication 5 seconds after the
last volume adjustment or when another function is activated.
These buttons are also used in conjunction with the Select but-
ton 3 to adjust the bass, treble, balance, and fader levels as
described in 4 , 5 , 6 and 7 .

Pressing the button again will deactivate the feature (the �LD�
indication will disappear from the display panel).9 AUDIO SETTING MEMORIES (P1/P2/P3)
Three pre-set buttons are provided on this unit to store desired
audio level positions into memories which can be easily recalled.
To set any of the 3 audio memories, use the following procedure:
1. Use the Select button 3 and Level control 2 to adjust the
setting of the volume, treble, bass, balance and fader to the
desired positions.

6 LEFT/RIGHT BALANCE CONTROL
To adjust the left-right speaker balance, first select the Balance
mode by pressing the Select button 3 so that the �BAL.� indi-
cation appears on the display panel.

PRE-SET SCAN TUNING (PS)
During radio operation, press this button momentarily to scan
the 6 stations pre-set into the memories of that band. The unit
will stop at each pre-set station for 5 seconds before continuing
to the next pre-set station. Press the button again momentarily
to stop Pre-Set Scan operation and remain on the selected fre-
quency.
Pressing the button for longer than 2 seconds will activate the
Auto-Store Tuning feature which will automatically scan the band
and enter up to 6 strong stations into the 6 pre-set memories
(the indication �AST� will appear on the display panel to show
that Auto-Store Tuning is in progress).

cnTIME/FREQUENCYSELECTOR(T/F)
This unit can be set so that either the clock time or radio fre-
quency/cassette/CD changer functions will normally appear on
the display panel. Pressing the Time/Frequency Selector button
when the radio frequency, cassette mode, or CD changer track/
disc indication is shown will change the display to show the time.
The time will then be the priority setting and the display will au-
tomatically return to time display 5 seconds after any other ra-
dio, cassette, CD changer, or audio function display.

If the unit is set to time display priority, pressing the Time/Fre-
quency Selector button will change the display to show the radio
frequency/cassettemode/CD changer indication and this will then
become the priority setting to which the display automatically
returns 5 seconds after any other function is activated.

Located on the chassis behind the front panel, a light-emitting
diode (L.E.D.) will flash when the panel is removed. The flashing
light serves as a visual warning to the would-be thief that the unit
has been disabled by removal of the front panel.

cpRE-SETBUTTON
ARe-Set button is located on the front of the chassis (front panel
must be removed to access the button). The re-set circuitry is
provided to protect the microprocessor circuitry and should only
be activated under the following circumstances as it will erase
the time and radio station pre-set memories.
1. Upon initial installation after all wiring is completed.
2. After the position of the frequency step switch on the bottom
of the chassis has been changed.

3. If there is a malfunction of any of the switches on the unit,
pressing the Re-Set button may clear the system and return
to normal operation.
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cqFRONTPANELRELEASEBUTTON
This knob is used to release the mechanism that holds the front
panel to the chassis. To detach the front panel, press the button
so that the left side of the panel is released. Grasp the released
side and pull it off of the chassis. To re-attach the panel, position
the right side of the panel in place first and then press the left
side of the panel until the mechanism locks it into place.

NOTES ON USE OF FRONT PANEL
1. Make sure the front panel is right-side-up when attaching
it to the chassis as it cannot be attached when up-side
down.

2. Do not press very hard on the front panel when attaching it
to the chassis.

KHz. FM channel spacing. Slide the switch to the appropriate position using a small screwdriver
blade. The Re-Set buttoncp on the front of the chassis must then be pressed to activate the change
of channel spacing.
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cs&ctDISCSELECT(+-)
These buttons are used to select the desired disc for play. To
advance to a higher number disc, press the + button cs . To
return to a lower number disc, press the - button ct . The num-
ber of the disc in play will be shown on the display panel.

cu TRACKSELECT ( / )
These buttons are used to quickly select the beginning of a par-
ticular track. With eachmomentary tap of the ForwardTrack Select
button ( ), the next higher track number will be selected as
shown on the display panel. Similarly, with each momentary tap
of the Backward Track Select button ( ), the next lower track
number will be selected. The number of the track in play will be
shown on the display panel.

dl CUE/REVIEWFUNCTIONS
High-speed audible search to any section of the disc can bemade
by the Cue and Review Functions. Press and hold the Cue button
( ) to advance rapidly in the forward direction or the Review
button ( ) to advance rapidly in the backward direction. In either
case, the rotating disc symbol on the display panel will turn faster.
Release the button to resume normal play from the selected point.
When the Cue button ( ) is held down and the end of the last
track is reached or the Review button ( ) is held down until the
beginning of the first track is reached, the Cue or Review function
will stop and the rotating disc symbol will stop turning until the
button is released.
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CD CHANGER CONTROLS
Built into this radio are controls to operate an optional CD changer.

Adjustment of the audio functions (volume, tone, balance, and
fader) for the CD changer operate in the samemanner as they do
for radio play. The following controls will operate the CD changer
when it is installed and connected to this radio.

During radio or tape play, press this button to select operation of
the CD changer as indicated by �CD� on the display panel.
