Theft protection system

Removable front panel

To prevent your car audio system from
being stolen, it has been equipped with
a removable front panel (release pan-
el). Without the front panel, the car au-
dio system is useless to thieves.
Protect your car audio system against
theft and take the operating panel with
you each time you leave the vehicle.
Never leave the release panel in the car,
even when it is well hidden. The panel
has been designed so that it is easy to
remove.

Notes:
« Do not drop the release panel.

« Do not expose the release panel to
direct sunlight or other heat
sources.
