2) In the direct path of cool air from an air
conditioner;
3) When the unit is moved from a cool place to a
warm place.

DUST

Due to dust or lint adhering to print paper, or to
extreme variations in temperature, a small degree of
color smearing or lines may be visible in prints.

Storage
