What you can do with RDS

RDS (Radio Data System) allows FM stations to
send an additional signal along with their regular
programme signals. For example, the stations send
their station names, as well as information about
what type of programme they broadcast, such as
sports or music, etc.

Another advantage of RDS function is called
“Enhanced Other Networks.” The EON indicator
lights up while receiving an FM station with the
Enhanced Other Networks data. By using the
Enhanced Other Networks data sent from a station,
you can tune in to a different station of a different
network broadcasting your favorite programme or
traffic announcement while listening to another
programme or to another source such as CD.
