The 91331 IP
telephone provides communications over
an IP Network usng the SIP IP telephony
protocal.

Getting Started

This section describes phone behaviour and
stat up screens you may see when the
9133i phone is firg plugged in, or when it
is restarted.

When You First Plug in Your
Phone

The 9133i automaticaly beginsthe sart up
Ssequence as soon asit is connected. The
phone goes through this process the first
time you plug in your phone and every time
you restart your phone. The first screen the
phone displays is the Aastra splash screen.

Aastra 9133i

Updating Your Phone

After displaying the Aastra splash screen,
the 9133i checks settings and lboks for new
configuration and firmware updates for the
phone from the server. If a new update is
found, the phone displays the message
<Updat i ng Config> or <New
Fi rmvare>. This may teke a few
moments while the phone downloads the
latest updates.

NOTE: New updates to your phone can be
automaticdly scheduled from the server.
This is set up on the phone system by your
sysdem adminisrator  and should be
scheduled during nortbusiness hours  or
dow cdl periods.

Important! Do not unplug or remove
power to the phone whileit is checking
or ingalling firmware,

Start up Screens

After the phone displays the Aadtra
gplash screen or dfter downloading an
update, the phone displays the ldle
State screen:

Thebadic | dle State screen ligs your
name, extension, and today's date and
time. This screen is shown whenever
your phoneisnot in use.

Incomplete Config.

If your phone displays a <No
Servi ce> message without any
extenson or user name at the end of the
dart up sequence ingtead of the ldle
State screen, this means your system
adminisrator has not st up your
extenson correctly. Contact  your
system administrator for assistance.

No Service

The <No Service> or <Network
Di sconnect ed> prompt appears on the
display and the tdephone datus light turns
on when the phone is not propely
connected to the network, or the account
has not been configured by the
adminigrator. The phone dso displays the
default time and date of 12:00am Jan 1%,
2000. Check that the cables are tightly
connected to the phone and to the wall jack.
The phone should automaticaly detect
when the connection is reconnected and
will diglay the <Net wor k
Connect ed> prompt temporaily. If
changes have been made to your phone
Sftings, you may need to restart your
phone. See the following section *Setting
Your Options’ for indructions on how to
restart your phone.

Options 8 and 9 are generdly considered to
be adminigtrator level options, and require
a password to access. The Default setting
under option 10 Phone Status dlso requires
a password. Some options should only be
st up or changed by your sysem
adminigrator. For more information, refer
to the 9133i Installation Guide or contact
your system adminigirator.

Restarting Your Phone

You may want to restart your phone to
check for updates for your phone on the
server. You may occasondly need to
restart your phone to set changes or updates
to your phone or network settings.  You
may aso need to restart your phone if you
have been asked to do so by your system
adminigrator, or should you experience any
unexpected behaviour.

To restart your phone:

Programmable Keys

There are 7 programmable keys on the
9133i phone, located beneath the
Deete key, to the far right of the did
pad. They can be programmed as speed
dids, or can be set up to quickly access
festures such as Cdl return (*69) or
Voicemal. Your sysgem adminigtrator
can aso configure these keys into extra
line keys, or set one up as a Do Not
Disturb (DND) key.

Multiple Line and Call
Appearances

The 9133i has 3 hard ling/cdl appearance
buttons each with a corresponding datus
light. It can accommodate up to 9 lines that
can be configured across the 3 line keys
and the 7 progranmable keys through the
configuration files.

Making Calls

This section describes ways to make cals
on your 9133i phone, using your handset,
speakerphone or headset.

Dialing a Number
Firg, take the phone off-hook by:

lifting the handset

pressing %" or
pressing aline/cdl appearance
button.

At the did tone, enter the number you wish
to cdl. If you ae undble to make cdls
within certain area codes, check with your
gystem  adminigraor  for  any  tall
regrictions placed on your extenson that
may redrict your access to long distance
area codes or diding prefixes.

When your party picks up, atimer appears
on your display that records the length of
your call.

Using Handsfree Speakerphone

The handsfree feature dlows you to spesk
to someone without using the handset or
headset. Your phone must be in ether the
Speaker or Speaker/headset audio mode.
You can st your desred audio mode
through #7 Headset Setti ngs inthe
options lis. For more information, see the
section “Customizing Your Phone” in the
9133i Installation Guide.

To did usng handsfree, first press
=% ' and enter a number a the
dia tone.

To answer acdl on your phone
using handsfree, press

=% or theling/call
appearance button.
If you arein Speaker audio
mode, lift the handset and
press —* " to switch
between handsfree and handset.
If you arein Speaker/headset
audio mode, press —*/% " to
switch between handsfree and
headset.
When the handset is on hook,

press ' to disconnect the
cdl.

When handsfreeis on, the
spesker light turns on.

Using a Headset

The 9133i accepts headsets through the
modular RJ22 jack on the back of the
phone. Contact your telephone equipment
retaler or disributor to purchase a
competible headst.

NOTE: Customers should read and observe all
safety recommendations contained in
headset operating guides when using
any headset.

Advanced Volume Controls for
the Headset Mic

On the 9133i, there are 3 options for the
headset microphone volume.
To change the volume:

1. Press— ™" to enter the options list.

2. Use "9 1o scroll down the list of

or
Press 7 to jump directly to this option,
and press ® to sdlect.

5. Press B to save changes and= to
exit.

6. If you do not wish to save changes,
press € to return to the previous
screen.

NOTE: By default, the volume for the
headset microphone is set to medium.

Making and Receiving Calls Using
a Headset:

Plug the headset into the jack.

3. Press —*/% " to obtain a dia tone or
to answer an incoming cal. Depending
on the audio mode sdected from the
options menu, a dia tone or an
incoming cdl will be receved on
dther the headset or the handsfree
speakerphone.

Answering an Incoming Call

To answer thecdl:

For handsfree  operation, press the
%% ~“key or the lingcal appearance
button for the incoming call.

Press the —*/2— putton for handsfree or
headset operation.

Lift the handset for handset operation.

NOTE: The audio mode setting you have
selected in the options list under 7. Headset
Settings determines if the call goes to
handsfree or headset operation. For more
information, see the section “Customizing
Your Phone” in the 9133i Installation Guide.

If the phoneis aready connected to acall,
pressing the line/call gppearance button for
the new incoming cdl automaticaly places
the connected call on hold and answersthe
new call. To reconnect to a party, pressthe
line/call appearance button for that call.

If you cannot answer the cdl, the
cdler goes to voicemal if voicemal
has been configured for your
extenson.

NOTE The Bl button can be
used to cancd the cal pickup
procedure.

Sending an Incoming Call to
Voicemail

You can snd an incoming cdl
directly to  voicemal without
answering the cdl. To do this, press
the ™*~ | key without picking up the
handset. If youre dready on the
phone your incoming cdl should go
directly to voicemall.  Your phone
screen will display a voicemail icon,
t=3, dong with the number of
waiting messages,

if you have unheard messages
(example: = x4).

Handling Calls

When you are connected to acal, you can
use the hard keys on the phoneto place a
cdl on hold, transfer acall, or conference.

Placing a Call on Hold
When you place acdl on hold, only your
phone can retrieve the call.
Toplaceacdl on hald:
1. Connect to the cdl (if not dready
connected).

The ling/cal appearance light will begin to
flash dowly and dafter a short time the
phone will beep softly to remind you that
you dill have a cdl on hold. The screen
digplays “Call Hel d” with the line
number the cdl is held at the phone.

NOTE: The phonewill not beep to remind you
that you still have acal on hold if you
are connected to another call.

When on Hold

To let your cdler know that they are ill on
hold, music plays softly (if this has been &t
up for your sysem). The cdllline
gopearance light for the line you ae on
remans solid to indicate that you are dill
connected.

Automatic Hold

When juggling between cdls you do not
have to press the hold button to go from
one cdl to the next. The phone
automaticaly puts your current cal on hold
a soon as you press a new ling/cdl
gppearance button. If you have more than
one cdl on hold, you can reconnect to a
hedd cdl by presng the lingcdl
gppearance button where that cal is being

held. Press' “**  to disconnect the call.
Transferring Calls

Blind Transfer

A blind trandfer is when you trander a cdl
directly to another extenson without
conaulting with the person recaving the
cdl. To do this damply complee the
trander immediady after you have entered

the number, but before the phone begins
diding out.

Consulted Transfer*

You dso have the option to consult
with the person you ae trandfering
the cdl to, before you complete the
transfer. To do this, remain on the line
until the recaving paty answers the
cdl. After oconallting with the
receving paty, you can ether
complete the trander or cancd the
transfer to go back to the origina cdll.

To transfer a call to another
extension:

1. Connect to the cdl you wish to
trandfer (if not aready connected).

2. Presst X ' You will her a
dial tone as a second line opens up.

3. Enter the extenson number of the
person you wish to transfer the cdl to,
or did the outsde number of the person
you wish to trandfer the call to.

4. To complete a “blind” trander,

press'— *fr_again  before the phone
begins diding. Hang up to complete the
trandfer.

5. To complete a “consulted” trandfer,
reman on the line to spesk with the
paty before pressng - X ggain.
You can switch back and forth between
the cdls by pressng ther
corresponding  ling/call gppearance
buttons  before  completing  your
trandfer.

6. To complete the transfer, press

L _X¥er _Jonce more. To cancd the
transfer, select Cancel on the display
screen.
*PLEASE NOTE: if you are using a Nortel
proxy server, the Transfer key does not
support Consulted Transfer. However, you can
place a consulted transfer through the

Conference button. If you are using a Nortel
proxy server, place a conference cal as



described in the following section. After al
parties are connected, you can hang up,
leaving the remaining two parties connected.
See your system administrator for more
information.

Conferencing Calls

The 9133i phone system supports up to 3
paties (incduding yoursdf) in a conference
cal.

To create a conference call:
1. Connect to the fird paty you wish
to include in the conference (if not
aready connected).

2. Press" o' ' A new line opens

3. Enter the extenson number, or did
the outsde number of the person
you wish to add to the conference.

4. Wait for the new paty to answer.
You can consult with the new party
firg before adding them to the
conference.

5. To add the new paty to the
conference, press— £ ' again.

6. To drop a paty from the
conference,  press fon!_once
more,

You can use the "% ol keys to

scrall through and see the numbers and

names (if avalable) of the parties in the
conference cdll.

To conference two calls you are
already connected to:
1. Beginwith active cdlson two
different lines
2. Press &’ ' A new line opens

3. Pressthelinekey of the call
you wish to conference
with.

4. Press " ggan. The
two lineslink into a
conference cdll.

NOTEE When a name is
displayed, pressng ®drops the
displayed party from the call.

Ending Calls

To end a cdl, you first need to reconnect to
the cdl if not aready connected (for
example, if your cdler is on hold). Press

the | T button to end the cdl. If
connected through the handset, you can
also place the handset back on hook to end
the cal.

Managing Calls

The 9133 has severd features that make it
easer to make and manage calls, and to
keep track of your caller history, aswell as
your business and persond contacts.

Directory List

The Directory Ligt isyour persond phone
book, conveniently stored within your
phone. Y ou can enter up to 200 entriesinto
the 9133 Directory by adding them
menudly, or by saving the number and
name from other lists stored on your phone,
Each entry can contain amaximum of 16
letters and numbers.

Accessing Your Directory

Programmable Keys

Speed dids can be programmed to did
directly to another person’sline or
extension, or sat up to quickly access
features such as Cdl return (*69), or
Voicemall.

NOTE: Quick access featureslike Call
return and Voicemall must first be
configured on your PBX in order to work
on your phone. See your system
adminidrator for more information.

Do Not Disturb (DND)

One of your programmable keys can
be

configured into a Do Not Disturb
(DND) function. This is done through
the adminigrator level configuration
files only. Tak with your sysem
adminigrator if you would like the
DND feature set up on your phone.
See the 91331 Administrator’s Guide-
Sample Configuration Files for more
information. Once DND has been
configured, your progranmable key
switches DND on and off. If your
phone shares a line with other
phones, only your phone is affected
by switching DND off or on.
