INTRODUCTION

The Quad 9L Active is a powerful, compact powered loudspeaker system with
an impeceable build quality and a sonic presentation which belies its small size.
The loudspeakers may be connected to any audlo source which has a line or
headphone output. You can also connect the system to a computer or games
console, via the digital USB input for an enhanced audio-visual experience.

A small, handy remote control allows you to control the system volume level and
also switch between the USB and the analogue inputs thus avoiding the need to
disconnect inputs when changing sources.

Please read these instructions fully before connecting and using your Guad 9L
Active. The instructions will help you to install the equipment properly and get
the maximum enjoyment from your new system.

POSITIONING YOUR LOUDSPEAKERS

HIFISTEREO OPERATION

For standard Stereo applications the loudspeakers should be mounted on a stable surface
such as a wall shelf or table 1-1.5 metres above the floor and 2— 3 metres apart, central to
the listening position. For reliable remote operation there must be a clear line of sight
between the listener and the master (Left) loudspeaker.

Optional table stands are available. They provide a stable support and angle the speakers up
slightly for maximum dispersion.

Their bass extension depends on proximity to a wall, though they should be kept out of room
corners and the finned amplifier heatsinks should be clear of the wall and away from any
delicate wall coverings or fabrics.

Ideally the loudspeakers should be at ear level to a seated listener, though this may not
always be possible. Facing the loudspeakers slightly inward will improve stereo imaging.

THE LOUDSPEAKERS AS NEAR-FIELD MONITORS

Place the loudspeakers on a stable surface such as a wall shelf or table where they are
unlikely to be knocked overand central to the listening position. Ensure the finned amplifier
heatsinks are clear of the wall and any other delicate surfaces. For reliable remote operation
there must be a clear line of sight between the listener and the master (Left) loudspeaker.

If the loudspeakers cannot be placed at ear level to a seated listener. They may be angled a
few degrees up or down as necessary.

The loudspeakers are screened so they may, if needed, be placed close to a standard CRT
screen without any harmful effects.

If you are using the system with a game console, avoid placing the loudspeakers on the floor.
Optional table stands are available. They provide a stable support and angle the speakers up
slightly for maximum dispersion.

Switch the ON/OFF switches on both units to the “O” (Off) position.
Connect the supplied IEC power cords to separate mains points. Do
not switch the power on at this time.

Connect the supplied USB cable from the 9L Active to a spare USB input on your
computer.The USB connection is for connection to a computer. Refer to the User manual
for the device to determine suitability before connecting other devices to the 9L Active.

USING THE HANDSET

The handset is a very simple but essential tool for the
proper operation of the 9L Active.

The only means of switching between digital and
analogue sources and altering the volume is via the
handset.

Additionally, we strongly recommend that you use the
Mute function before changing between sources to
prevent any unpleasant surprises!

OPERATION

ANALOGUE OPERATION

Switch on the mains power.
Switch the source componenton.

Switch the Mains ON/OFF Switch on the Master Unit to ON. Now switch the Slave Unit on. The
power indicators will glow blue.

Play some music.

If you are using a source, the output of which is controlled by the Volume Control (such as a
headphone or preamplifier output), set the source component volume control initially to mid
position.

Use the volume buttons on the handset to control the level. You can also control the volume from the
source component if you wish.

If you change analogue inpults (i.e. plugging or unplugging the front 3.5mm jack connection) mute
the speakers before you do this.

Switch the loudspeakers and the source component off when you have finished.

DIGITAL OPERATION

Switch on the computer and let it boot up.

Switch on the mains power to both loudspeakers. The computer will recognise the 9L active and
load the appropriate drivers.

Set the volume on the computer control panel halfway and play some music via your chosen media
player.

If the loudspeakers do not come on press the LINE/PC key on the remote to activate them.

Proceed as for analogue operation.

When you have finished: Set the loudspeakers to mute before switching the computer off and/or
disconnecting the USB cable.
