HOW TO INSTALL BATTERIES

1. Open the battery compartment cover. Use two “AAA” size penlight batteries (supplied) for the

remote control. The batteries may last approximately one
year depending on how much the remote control is used.
For best performance, it is recommended that batteries
should be replaced on a yearly basis, or when the remote
operation becomes erratic.

BATTERY PRECAUTIONS
These precautions should be followed when using batteries
in this device:

2. Install two “AAA” (penlight size) batteries. 1. Use only the size and type of batteries specified.

To turn on the TV, press POWER.

The VOLUME can be adjusted to a desired level by
pressing VOL (VOLUME) + or —.

The sound level will be indicated on the TV screen by
GREEN BARS AND A NUMBER. As the sound level
increases, so do the number of BARS AND THE
NUMBER on the screen. The same is true for decreas-
ing the level.

Set the TV/CABLE menu option to the appropriate
position. When shipped from the factory, this menu
option is in the CABLE setting. See “TO MEMORIZE
CHANNELS” on page 9.
