. Tips on everyday care and use

To control temperature: Al first, set Cold Conlrol
on “3". Walt 24 hours for the entire cabinat to cool.
Then adjust control. if needed. Selling "MIN" Is
warmest.

Defront: When ¥ frost forms. Yo start defrosting,
push defrust bulton at the center of cold control
knob. Remove food..-Do nol touch freezing plate
with bare hands. Do not use electric defrost
gevices or hair dryers o melt frost. They may
damape plaslic parts.

When defrosling is compieted, refngeralor
restarls coaling operstion automatically, After
defrosting diseard the water In drip iray. Replace
foed.

For all eleaning: Mix 2 tablespoons beking soda
with 1 quarl warm water. Or use mild soap. Na
strong cleanars. scouring powder or pads. Do not
pul the drip tray In dishwasher. Vacuum the Wwbing
on oulside back when dusty.
