2 DC IN jack Plug the AC adapter into this jack and into a power outlet.

# Button Description
1  POWER ON Press to turn the speakers on or off.

2  Press to navigate up in a docked iPod or iPhone menu.

3 MENU Press to open or close a docked iPod or iPhone menu.

4 Press to navigate down in a docked iPod or iPhone menu.

5  (repeat)
Press to repeat the current audio track. Press twice to repeat the 
entire album or playlist. Press three times to turn off the repeat 
option.

6  (previous)
Press to skip to the previous file. Press and hold to search 
backwards through an audio or video file on a docked iPod or 
iPhone.

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Setting up your dock
Connecting power

You can use the AC adapter or batteries to power your dock.

To connect the AC adapter:
• Plug the AC adapter into the DC 5V jack on the back of your dock and 

into a power outlet.

To install batteries:
1 Remove the battery compartment cover on the bottom of your dock.
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2 Insert four AAA batteries (not included) into the battery compartment. 
Make sure that the + and – symbols on the batteries align with the + 
and – symbols inside the battery compartment.

3 Replace the battery compartment cover.
Note: When you operate your dock on battery power, it does not charge a docked iPod 
or iPhone.

Installing remote control batteries
To install remote control batteries:

1 Slide the battery compartment cover to open the battery compartment.

2 Insert a CR2025 3V battery (provided) into the battery compartment 
with the + side up.

3 Slide the battery compartment cover back into place to close the battery 
compartment.

Docking an iPod or iPhone

To dock an iPhone or iPod:
1 Select and insert the correct adapter for your iPhone or iPod. Each 

adapter is labled with the specific device it is used for.
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2 Insert your iPhone or iPod into the dock.

3 Press  to turn on your dock speakers.
4 Press  on the remote control or on the docked iPhone or iPod to start 

playing a music or video file.
5 To control playback:

• Press  to pause or resume playback.
• Press  to turn off the speaker sound. Press again to turn the sound 

back on.
• Press  or  to go to the previous or next file.
• Press and hold  or  to search backward or forward in a file.
• Press  (repeat) once to repeat the current file. Press twice to repeat 

the entire album or playlist. Press three times to turn off the repeat 
feature.
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• Press  (shuffle) to play files randomly. Press again to turn off the 
shuffle feature.

6 Press  to turn off your dock speakers.

Using landscape mode
To use landscape mode:

1 Select and insert the correct adapter for your iPhone or iPod. Each 
adapter is labled with the specific device it is used for.

2 Insert your iPhone or iPod into the dock.
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3 Pull out on the speakers to extend them.

4 Rotate your iPod or iPhone to the left to use it in landscape mode.

Problem Solution
Sound is not clear or there is no sound Make sure that the iPod or iPhone is inserted correctly and that

If you have connected a device to the LINE IN jack, make sure 
that it is securely connected to the jack.

No power Make sure that the AC adapter is connected securely and 
correctly.
If you are using batteries to power your iPod dock, make sure 
that the batteries are installed correctly. If the batteries are 
depleted, change the batteries.

Sound is too low or too distorted Press the VOLUME – button to turn down the volume. You may 
need to turn down the volume on the docked iPod or iPhone.

Too much distortion If you are using batteries, the battery charge may be low. 
Replace the batteries.

Cannot exit standby mode when playing music 
from an iPod

Make sure that there is no cable connected to the LINE IN jack.

Battery life is too short Remove the batteries from the battery compartment when your 
iPod dock is not in use.

Cannot control the iPod dock using the remote 
control

Make sure that a battery is installed in the remote control.
Make sure that there is no obstacle between the remote control 
and your iPod dock.
Replace the remote control battery.

iPod menu navigation does not work correctly Make sure that you iPod or iPhone is not in landscape mode.
