For a sharper image, adjust the focus by rotating the focus ring located on the
front of your webcam.

Helpful Hints

The following hints will help you achieve the best results with your webcam:

Webcam placement

. Position the webcam so that the subject is centered.
. Place the webcam on a steady surface.

Lighting

. Use sufficient lighting.

. Place the light source behind the camera and facing the subject.
. Do not aim the webcam directly at the light source.

Maintenance

. Keep the webcam away from moisture and extreme temperature.
