yepp does not work and the LCD displays nothing.
o Check the battery capacity
o Check to see if the battery is inserted to the right poles (+, —)

In PLAY mode, music is not played after pressing the PII button

o Check to see if MP3 or WMA files are saved in the built-in memory.
o Check to see if the HOLD button is locked.

Files cannot be downloaded.

o Check to see if the driver is installed correctly in the computer.
