Installation

1) Plug included Ethernet cable into an open LAN port on your router
2) Plug other end of Ethernet cable into SmartLinc Ethernet jack
3) Plug SmartLinc into unswitched AC outlet
SmartLinc status LED will turn on dim, solid white
4) Verify proper connection between SmartLinc and router
LED on router port into which SmartLinc is plugged will turn on
SmartLinc Ethernet jack LED will turn on green

5) If using INSTEON app, launch app on smartphone/tablet and follow onscreen instructions to configure SmartLinc

Use Web-Based SmartLinc Interface

If you do not have an iOS/Android smartphone or tablet, set up SmartLinc with the web-
based interface to control your INSTEON network from any web browser, including web-
enabled mobile devices.
