You must charge the battery before using the PVR.
1. Insert the Battery

Close the battery cover. Connect one end of the AC Adapter to the
DC IN jack of the PVR, the other end to a wall outlet. The red LED
will light during battery charging. Charge the battery for at least 3
\hours before using for the brst time.
