Connect the AC adaptor cable plug into the jack on the left of the unit, then plug the AC 
adaptor into the wall outlet. When connected to the AC adaptor, the iP37 charges your 
iPhone/iPod.

1. Plug one end of an audio patch cord (available at www.ihomeaudio.com) into the headphone or line-out jack on your 
audio device and the other end of the patch cord into the iP37 Line-in Jack.

2. Press the       Button to turn the unit on and begin playback on your external audio device.The button will light up to show 
iP37 is on. 

3. Press the + or – Button Volume to adjust the volume. You may need to adjust your device’s volume too. 
4. To switch off the unit, just press the       Button again. Remember to switch off your device too.

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Trouble Shooting
