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Battery Installation
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« Locate the battery compartment
door on the table top.

« Insert three “C” (LR14) alkaline bat-
teries, as indicated inside the bat-
tery compartment.

Hint: We recommend using alkaline
batteries for longer life.

 Replace the battery compartment
door and tighten the screws with a
Phillips screwdriver.
Do not over-tighten.

Battery Tips

* Do not mix old and new batteries.

» Do not mix different types of batteries: alkaline, standard (carbon-zinc) or
rechargeable (nickel-cadmium).

* Remove the batteries during long periods of non-use. Always remove
exhausted batteries from the toy. Battery leakage and corrosion can dam-
age this toy. Dispose of batteries safely.

« Do not dispose of batteries in a fire. The batteries may explode or leak.
< Never short circuit the battery terminals.
» Non-rechargeable batteries are not to be recharged.

« Only batteries of the same or equivalent type as recommended in the

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The table top is two sided with spinning disks on one side or
building block fun on the other!

« Stack the blocks on any of the pegs on the table top.
« Press the “action” button for spinning disks and fun music.
