COOL DOWN indicates that the
dryer is in the COOL-DOWN portion
of the cycle. (See “Cool Down times”
on this page.)

SMOOTH GUARD indicates the
dryer is in SMOOTH GUARD. (See
page 6 for more SMOOTH GUARD
information.)

CLEAN SCREEN

Clean the lint screen before
each load. If you neglect to clean
the lint screen, the CLEAN SCREEN
light will glow. This light lets you
know the air flow is being restricted.
Restricted air flow causes longer
drying times and can become a
safety hazard.

Turn off the dryer and clean the
lint screen as shown on page 10.

PAUSE/RESTART Pad

The PAUSE/RESTART Pad allows
you to stop the dryer to check the
load, clean the lint screen, or to pro-
vide additional cycle selection time.

When PAUSE/RESTART is
touched, the dryer stops and the
indicator light for the cycle you were
using flashes. The dryer will re-
member where it was in that cycle for
up to 15 minutes. To restart the dryer,
touch PAUSE/RESTART again.

if the dryer is not restarted
within 15 minutes, it will automat-
ically shut off.

Cushioned Heat

The dryer automatically reduces
the heat settings in REGULAR
HEAVY and PERM'T PRESS cycles.
During the last 7 minutes of each of
these cycles the dryer temperature
immediately reduces to a lower
setting. COOL-DOWN takes over
automatically after Cushioned
Heat is finished. This helps prevent
overdrying.

Cool Down Times

In all cycles, the heat shuts off
before the dryer stops tumbling. This
cool down time helps:

e Keep wrinkles from setting in.
* Make handling the hot load items
easier.

DRYING TIPS

Mixed Loads

When drying a load with different
kinds and weights of fabrics, use the
setting suggested for the lightest
fabrics.

NOTE: Overdrying can cause
shrinkage, static cling and damage to
some fabrics.

To help reduce wrinkling, take
the load from the dryer as soon as
tumbling stops. This is very important
for permanent press, knits and
synthetic fabrics.

Drying Times

Drying times will vary depending
on one or more of the following:
* Amount of moisture in the clothes.
¢ Type and weight of the fabric.
® Size of the load.

® Room temperature around the
dryer.

¢ Temperature of the wash rinse
water.

* Amount of lint in the lint screen.
¢ Dryer temperature selection.

See your “DRYER GUIDE” for
more information.

Using the Drying Rack

The drying rack lets you dry items
that you may not want to tumble.

For example; sneakers, stuffed toys,
knitted wool, etc.

The rack does not move, but the
drum turns around the rack. Make
sure nothing hangs over the
edges of the rack.

To Use the Drying Rack

1. Fit rear legs of rack into indenta-
tions in back wall of dryer.

2. Lower front so legs rest on dryer
opening.

3. Put wet items on top of the rack.
Leave space between items so
air can reach all surfaces.

4. Close the door and set the time
desired for drying.

Drying Time Selection

The drying time will depend on
how much moisture the items hold.
The following chart suggests CYCLE
Selections with temperature settings
that match the different kinds of
items that might best be rack dried.

LINT SCREEN

Clean the lint screen before
each load. A screen blocked by lint
can increase drying time and may
be a FIRE HAZARD.

WARNING: DO NOT run the
dryer with the lint screen loose,
damaged or missing. Doing

so can cause overheating, can
damage fabrics and can be

a FIRE HAZARD.

1. Open the lid and pull the lint
screen straight out.

2. ROLL the lint off the screen with
your fingers. Do Not rinse or
wash the screen.

3. Push the screen firmly back into
place.



LINT REMOVAL

Lint can gather inside the dryer
and create a fire hazard. This lint
should be removed every 2to 3
years, or more often, depending
on dryer usage.

WARNING:

¢ Avoid electrical shock hazard.
Unplug the power supply cord
or turn off the electrical power.

¢ Avoid injury or damage. Do not
put hands inside the cabinet.

Replacing the Drum Light

1. Open the dryer door and remove
light bulb cover by turning it
clockwise.

2. Remove the light bulb by turning it
counterclockwise.

3. Replace the bulb with a 40-watt
appliance bulb only.

4. Replace the light bulb cover and
lock it in place by turning
counterclockwise.

CAUTION: The bulb cover must
be securely in place during
dryer operation to prevent over-
heating and possible damage
to fabrics. Operating the dryer
with the bulb cover removed
can cause the dryer to fail

or create a FIRE HAZARD.
