Selecting a cycle 
Dryer cycles are designed for the proper drying of different kinds of 

fabrics This dryer has 3 cycles 

REGULAR HEAVY-The heat is off AIR - No heat This cycle is useful 
during the last 5 mlnufes of tumbling when drying heat-sensitive items or 
The load is cooled down for more when fluffing pillows and bedding 
comfortable handling or dusting sheers and curtains 

PERMANENT PRESS-The heat IS off 
during the last 70m1nutes of tumbling 
to help keep wrinkles from setting 
In Clothing wrinkled from packing 
In suitcases or closets can be 
smoothed out by tumbling them In 
this cycle for about 20 minutes

End-of-cycle signal 
The dryer sounds a signal to let you know 

when the cycle is finished. The signal cannot be 
turned off and is not adjustable. 

The signal is helpful when you are drying 
permanent press, synthetics and other items 
that should be taken out as soon as the dryer 
stops.

Lint removal 
Lint can gather inside the dryer and create a fire hazard.This lint 

should be removed every 2 to 3 years, or more otten, depending on 
dryer usage. 

ELECTRIC DRYERS GAS DRYERS 

Cleaning should be done only by a qualified person. 

WARNING: 
l Avoid electrical shock 

hazard - unplug power 
supply cord or turn off 

electrical power.

Remove back panel [electric] 
or lower access door (gas). 
Avoid damaging wires, 
thermostats, funnel or igniter. 
Remove lint from shaded area - 
see art-with a soft brush or 
vacuum cleaner. 
Replace panel; reconnect and 
re-level dryer. 
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Remove loose and sharp objects from 
pockets and cuffs before drying - pins, 
buckles, etc. Close metal zippers. 

Wipe off all spills with a damp, soft 
cloth. Spills allowed to remain may 
dull or damage the finish. 

Never leave wet or damp laundry 
in your dryer. 

Sharp or heavy objects should 
never be put on or in the dryer. 
Check pockets for bolts, nuts, etc 

Some pretreatment products can 
damage dials, consoles and finish. 
Do not use these products on or 
near your dryer. 

Cleaning dryer interior 
Before cleaning interior, 
unplug power supply cord 
or turn off electrical 
power to avoid electrical 
shock hazard. 

Garments which contain unstable dyes, 
such as denim blue jeans or bright- 
ly colored cotton items, may discolor 
the dryer interior. If the interior 
is discolored, clean with one of the 
following methods to avoid staining 
later load items. 

Powdered laundry detergent and 
very warm water 

Make a paste with detergent and 
very warm water. Apply paste to a 
soft cloth and scrub area until all 
excess dye is removed. Wipe thor- 
oughly with a damp cloth. Tumble a 
load of rags. -OR- 

liquid spray household cleaner 
Spray on stained area. Rub with a 
cloth until all excess dye is re- 
moved. Tumble a load of rags.

Performance problems often result 

from little things you can find and fix 
yourself without tools of any kind. 

It your dryer does not run: 

l Is the power supply cord plugged 
into a live circuit with the proper 
voltage? [See page 9.) 

l Is the door closed tightly? 
l Did you push the START Button? 

l Is gas turned on? If not, turn Control 
Knob to OFF. Turn on gas; wait 5 
minutes; reset controls and start. 

l An electric dryer uses a circuit 
breaker or 2 fuses. If one fUSe iS 
blown, the dryer may run, but not 
heat. 

If drying time seems long: 

l Have you checked your home’s 
main fuses or circuit breaker box? 

l Have you checked the electric 
company for a power failure? 

If your dryer does not heat: 
l The AIR setting is without heat. 
l The last minutes of heat settings are 

without heat.
