You are personally responsible for
making sure that your dryer...

e is installed by a qualified installer.

s is properly maintained.

e isinstalled in an area protected
from the weather.

e is properly installed and leveled in
a well ventilated room* on a floor
that can support the weight.

Safety first

ALWAYS unplug the power sup-
ply cord or turn off electrical
power before altempting to
service the dryer. Shut off the
GAS VALVE if yoursis a gasdryer.

ALWAYS shut off the gas valve
before leaving on vacation.

NEVER use flammable fluids
(dry-cleaning solvents, gasoline,
kerosene) in or near your dryer.

ALWAYS hand launder or air dry
fabrics treated with flammable
fluids before putting them into
your dryer.

NEVER dry items containing
wax or paint in the dryer.The
fumes can create a FIREHAZARD.

The PERMANENT PRESS Cycle helps
provide the special care that perma-
nent press and synthetic fabrics
need...a period of heated drying
followed by a 10 minute cool down.
The charton page 4 suggests time
and temperature settings for different
kinds of loads.

The EX HEAVY, HEAVY, MEDIUM and
LIGHT cycles describe the loads
they are designed to dry. The chart
on page 4tells whatis meant by
EX HEAVY HEAVY MEDIUM and LIGHT
loads.

Ateach setting.the dryer will run
about long enough to dry the load
described by the sefting. Example:

The HEAVY Cycle is designed to be
long enoughto dry aload of heavy
fabrics (towels, jeans, corduroys, etc.)

The PERMANENT PRESS Cycle has
10 minutes of cooldown time at the
end ofthe cycle.

All other cycles have 5 minutes of
cooldowntime.

Overdrying cancause
shrinkage, static cling and
damage to some fabrics.

To help reduce wrinkling, take
the load from the dryer as soon
as tumbling stops. This is very
important for permanent press,
knits and synthetic fabrics.




Drying tips
FLUFF AIR

The dryer does not heat when the
Temperature Selectoris set on FLUFF
AIR.This setting can be used to fluff
bedding, plastic tablecloths, foam
rubber pillows, stuffed foys, sneakers,
etc.

Drying plastic or
rubber items with heat

may damage the items
or be a FIREHAZARD.

1. SetTemperature Selector on FLUFF
AlR.

2. Turn Control Knob to the number of
minutes you want in the PERMANENT
PRESS Cycle.

3. Push START Button.

Mixed loads

When drying a load with different
kinds and weights of fabrics, use the
cycle suggested forthe lightest
fabrics. When the dryer stops, remove
dry items and reset the control.

TUMBLE PRESS® Setting

The TUMBLE PRESS sefting removes
wrinkles from dry clothing such as
items that may have been packed
in a suitcase, closet, oritems not
removed from the dryer.

1. Set Temperature Selector on PERMT
PRESS/HEAVY HIGH.

2. Set Control Knob on TUMBLE PRESS.
3. Push START Button.

The load will tumble in heated air
for 5 minutes. The heat shuts off and
the dryer continues to tumble the
load for 10 more minutes.

For best results, TUMBLE PRESS only
a few items at a time. Putthem on
hangers or fold them as soon as the
dryer stops.

Drying times

Drying times will vary depending on:

« amount of moisture inthe clothes.

e type and weight ofthe tabric.

e size of the load.

e room temperature around the
dryer.

e temperature of the wash rinse
water.

e amount of lintin the lint screen.

e dryertemperature selection.

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Lint screen

Cleanthe lint screen before eachload. A screen blocked by lintcan

increase drying time and may be a FIRE HAZARD.

Openthe lid and pull the lintscreen
straight out.

DO NOT run the dryer with
the lint screen loose,
damaged or missing.
Doing so can cause over-
heating, can damage fabrics and
can be a FIREHAZARD.

ROLL the lint off the screen
with your fingers.

DO NOT rinse or wash the screen.
Push the screen firmly back into

place.

Lint removal

Lintcan gatherinside the dryer and create a fire hazard. This lint
should be removed every 2to 3 years, or more often,depending on

dryerusage.
