¢ is installed by a qualified installer.

e is properly maintained.

e isinstalled in an area protected
from the weather.

e is properly installed and leveled in
a well ventilated room* on a fioor
that can support the weight.

Safety first

ALWAYS unplug the power sup-
ply cord or turn oft electrical
power before attempting to
service the dryer. Shut off the
GAS VALVE if yours is a gas dryer.

ALWAYS shut off the gas valve
before leaving on vacation.

NEVER use flammable fluids
(dry-cleaning solvents, gasoline,
kerosene) in or near your dryer.

ALWAYS hand iaunder or air dry
tabrics treated with flammable
fluids before putting them into
your dryer.

NEVER dry items containing
wax or paint in the dryer.The
fumes can create a FIREHAZARD.

FIRE HAZARD and DAMAGE to

¢ drying heat-sensitive mate-
rials with heat (see page 4).

¢ operating the dryer with the
lint screen loose, damaged or
missing.

* allowing lint to build up inside
the dryer (see page 9).

To restart the dryer close the door,
select cycle, if necessary, and push
START.

The Cycle Control Knob should point to OFF when the dryeris notin use.

The automatic cycles

The automatic cycles allow you
to select the degree of dryness you
prefer forthe clothes being dried.

The Control Knob moves and stops
several times until the load reaches
the dryness setting you selected.
Then the knob automatically moves
to OFF and tumbling stops.

Timed drying
Use the TIMED DRYING Cycle forany
load you want to dry by time. For
example: small loads, large bulky
items, items to be fluffed or dusted
with the FLUFF AIR heat setting.
e Turn the Control Knob to the number
of minutes you want — from 10 to 60.
¢ The last 5 minutes of this cycle are
without heat — a cooldown time.
This helps make the load easierto
handle.

This setting can be used to fluff
bedding. plastic tablecloths, foam

rubberpillows, stuffed toys, sneakers,

The TUMBLE PRESS setting removes
wrinkles from dry clothing such as
items that may have been packed
in a suitcase, closet, or items not
removed from the dryer.

The load will tumble in heated air
for 5 minutes. The heat shuts off and
the dryer continues to fumble the
load for10 more minutes.

For best results, TUMBLE PRESS only
a few items at a time. Put them on
hangers or fold them as soon as the
dryer stops.
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When drying a load with different
kinds and weights of fabrics, use the
cycle suggested forthe lightest fab-
rics. When the dryer stfops, remove
dry items and reset the control.

To reduce wrinkling, take the
load from dryer as soon as
tumbling stops. This is important
for permanent press, knits and
synthetic fabrics.

Drying times

Drying times will vary depending on

¢ amount of moisture inthe clothes.

¢ type and weight of the fabric.

e size of the load.

e room temperature around the
dryer.

e temperature of the wash rinse
water.

e amount of lintin the lint screen.

e dryertemperature selection.

Lint screen

Cleanthelint screen before eachload. Ascreen blocked by lintcan
increase drying fime and may be a FIRE HAZARD.

Openthe iid and pullthe lintscreen
straight out.

& Doing so can cause over-
heating, candamage fabrics and
canbe a FIREHAZARD.

Lint removal

ROLL the lintoff the screen
with your fingers.
DO NOT rinse or wash the screen.

Push the screen firmly back into
place.

Lint can gatherinside the dryerand create a fire hazard. This lint
should be removed every 2to 3 years, or more often, depending on

dryer usage.

e An electric dryer has two fuses, if
not a circuit-breaker.If one is
blown, the dryermay run, but not
heat.
