Safety first

ALWAYS unplug the power sup-
ply cord or turn off electrical
power before attempting to
service the dryer. Shut off the
GAS VALVE if yours is a gas dryer.

ALWAYS shut off the gas valve
before leaving on vacation.

NEVER use flammable fluids
(dry-cleaning solvents, gasoline,
kerosene} in or near your dryer.

ALWAYS hand launder or air dry
fabrics treated with tiammable
fluids before putting them into
your dryer.

NEVER dry items containing
wax or paint in the dryer.The
fumes can create a FIREHAZARD.

Drying times

When drying a load with different
kinds and weights of fabrics, use the
cycle suggested for the lightest

fabrics. When the dryer stops,remove

dry items and reset the control.

Drying times will vary depending on:
e amount of moisture inthe clothes.

e type and weight of the fabric.

s size of the load.

e room temperature around the

dryer.
s temperature of the wash rinse
water.
e amount oflintinthe lint screen.
s dryertemperature selection.

To reduce wrinkling,take the
load from dryer as soon as
tumbling stops. Thisisimportant
for permanent press, knits and
synthetic fabrics.

Lint signal
- If you neglect to clean your lint
g screen, the lint signal will sound. The
—_ (whistle tone) signal lets you know
the air flow is being restricted.
g \\ Restricted air flow reduces drying
\ efficiency.
Turn off the dryer and clean the lint
screen as shown on page 9.



Lint screen

Cleanthe lint screen before each load. A screen blocked by lintcan
increase drying time and may be a FIRE HAZARD.

Openthe lid and pull the tint screen ROLL the lint off the screen
straight out, with your fingers.
DO NOT run the dryer with DO NOTrinse or wash the screen.

Lint removal

Lint can gatherinside the dryer and create a fire hazard. This lint
should be removed every 2 to 3 years, or more often, depending on
dryerusage.
