Read this "Use and Care Guide”
and your "Dryer Guide" carefully for
important use and safety information.

You are personally responsible for
making sure that your dryer...

¢ is installed by a qualified installer.

¢ is properly maintained.

e isinstalled in an area protected
from the weather.

¢ is properly installed and leveled in
a well ventilated room* on a floor
that can support the weight.

Safety first

ALWAYS unplug the power sup-
ply cord or turn off electrical
power before attempting to
service the dryer. Shut off the
GAS VALVE if yours is a gasdryer.

ALWAYS shut off the gas valve
before leaving on vacation.

NEVER use flammable fluids
(dry-cleaning solvents, gasoline,
kerosene) in or near your dryer.

ALWAYS hand launder or qir dry
fabrics treated with flammable
fluids before putting them into
your dryer.

NEVER dry items containing
wax or paint in the dryer.The
fumes can create a FIRE HAZARD.

FIRE HAZARD and DAMAGE to

some materials can result from:

¢ drying heat-sensitive mate-
rials with heat (see page 4).

¢ operating the dryer with the
lint screen loose, damaged or
missing.

¢ allowing lint to build up inside
the dryer (see page9).

The automatic cycles

The automatic cycles allow you
to select the degree of dryness you
prefer for the clothes being dried.
The Control Knob moves and stops
several times until the load reaches
the dryness sefting you selected. Then
the knob automatically moves to
OFF and tumbling stops.

Timed drying

Use the TIMED DRYING Cycle for
any load you want to dry by time. For
example: small loads, large bulky
items, items to be fluffed or dusted
with the FLUFF AIR heat setting.

» Turn the Control Knob to the number
of minutes you want - from10 to 70.

= The Iast 10 minutes of this cycle are
without heat = a cool-down time. This
helps make the load easier to
handle.

The dryer does not heat when the
Control Knob is set on FLUFF AIR. This
sefting can be used to fluff bedding,
plastic tablecloths, foam rubber pil-
lows, stuffed toys, sneakers, etfc.

The TUMBLE PRESS sefting removes
wrinkles from dry clothing such as
items that may have been packed
in a suitcase, clioset, or items not
removed from the dryer.

The load will tumble in heated air
for10 minutes. The heat shuts off and
the dryer continues to tumble the
load for10 more minutes.

For best results, TUMBLE PRESS only
a few items at a time. Put them on
hangers of fold them as soon as the
dryer stops.

Gentle Heat

The dryer automatically reduces the
heat sefting in HEAVY HIGH and PERM'T
PRESS MED cycles. The last 7 minutes
of each of these cycles gradually
reduces the dryer temperature to
lower heat sefting. This helps prevent
over drying.

The dryer sounds a signal to let you know

— The signal is helpful when you are drying

Lint signal

Clean lint screen before each load. If you
neglect to clean your lint screen, the signal will
sound. The (whistle tone) signal lefs you know
the air flow is being restricted. Restricted air flow
reduces drying efficiency.

Turn off the dryer and clean the lint screen as
shown on page 9.




Lint screen

Cleanthe lint screen before eachload. A screen blocked by lintcan
increase drying time and may be a FIRE HAZARD.

Openthe lid and pull the lint screen ROLL the lint off the screen
straight out. with your fingers.

WARNING: DO NOT run the DO NOTrinse or wash the screen.

Lint removal

Lint can gatherinside the dryer and create a fire hazard. This lint
should be removed every 2 to 3 years, or more otten, depending on
dryerusage.

Cleaning dryer interior

WARNING: Before
cleaning interior, unplug
power supply cord, or

turn off electrical power to
avoid electrical shock hazard.

Garments which contain unstable dyes,
such as denim blue jeans or bright-
ly colored cofton items, may discolor
the dryer interior. If the interior

is discolored, clean with one of the
following methods to avoid staining
later load items.

Powdered laundry detergent and
very warm water
Make a paste with detergent and
very warm water. Apply paste to
a soft cloth and scrub area until all
excess dye is removed. Wipe thor-
oughly with a damp cloth. umble
aload of rags. —OR -~

Liquid spray household cleaner
Spray on stained area. Rub with a
cloth until all excess dye is re-
moved. Tumble a load of rags.

Vacation care

¢ Unplug power cord or turn off elec-
trical power.

¢ For gas dryers, close gas valve,

* Clean lint screen.

Performance problems often result
from liftle things you can find and fix
yourself without tools of any kind.

If your dryer does not run:

¢ Is the power supply cord plugged
into a live circuit with the proper volt-
age?

e |s the door closed tightly?

¢ Did you push the START Button?

e Have you checked your home’s
main fuses or circuit breaker box?

If your dryer does not heat:

¢ The AIR setting is without heat.

e The last minutes of heat seftings are
without heat.

e Is the gas turned on? If nof, turn the
Control Knob to OFF Turn on gas.
Wait 5 minutes. Reset controls and
start.

¢ An electric dryer uses a circuit
breaker or 2 fuses. If one fuse is
blown, the dryer may run, but not
heat.
