For best drying results and energy
savings. sort dryer oads carefully.

Separate loads according to
*he type of fabric ana weight. For
example
e Dry heavy fabrics (denims, towels,
cottons! separately from ight fabrics
[permanent press, synthetics).

e Separate lint givers (fowels, sweat-
shirts, etc ) from lint takers (synthetics,
blends, permanert press;

e Keep dark colors ard lignt colors
separate.

e Keep colorfast items away from non-
colorfast fabrics.

Allow room for items to tumble
freely. The load will dry faster with fewer
wrinkles

When drying permanent press,
dry smaller-than-normal loads for the
pest wrinkle removal.

Use a mesh bag fo hold small
items such as baby socks.

Read the Dryer Guide for more
hints on sorting and loading.

Lint Screen

The lint screen is under the lid on
top of the dryer.

Ciean the lint screen before each
locd. A screen that's blocked by lint
can cause longer drying times.

CAUTION: Do not operate
the dryer with the lint screen
removed or not securely in
place as it may cause over-
heating, possible damage
to fabrics and dryer parts or
create a fire hazard.

To remove the screen, open
the lid and pull the screen straight out.
Roll the lint off the screen with your
fingers. DO NOT rinse the screen or
wash it. Wet lint is hard to remove.

When replacing the screen,
push it firmly into place. Close the lid.
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cycle and cycle time.

dryer is running, turn the Cycle Control
Knob, either way, so it points to the set-
ting you want.

NOTE: The Cycle Control Knob should
point to OFF when the dryer is not
being used.

Modern dryers are designed
with drying temperatures needed *o
safely handle modern fabrics. Cool-
down times have been added to heat
settings. You might notice slightiy
longer drying times.

The time it takes to dry @
depends on:
e 'ne kind of fabric, its weight. and the
size ¢ the load A large load of jeans
will take a iof longer to dry than a
small load of light synthetics,
e 'The comount of moisture in the lood
Towels hold a lot of moisture; synthetics
don't. Synthetics dry faster.

finses help save on erergy and wrin-
kles, but a cold load will take slightly
ionger to dry than a warm one.

e Amount ot int on the screen A fuli
nnt screen slows the air flow and can
make drying time ionger

e Poom temperature. The dryer heats
room air. If the room air temperature is
not above 45 F (7.2 C). drying fime will
be longer and removal of wrinkles may
e poor.
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e Proper instaliation and exhaust sys-
terms For the fastest possible drying
time, installing and exhausting your

dryer properly is important. See instal-

iation instruchons.

Be careful not to overdry. Over-
drying can cause shrinkage,

damage to some fabrics and
static cling.
