INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS .

.. Before Using Your Wine Cooler

. Remove wooden support at the bottom by removing the 4 screws holding it to the

metal frame. Use a wrench.

. lInsert both leveling legs provided thru the uncovered holes at the front to desired

height.
. Remove the exterior and interior packing.
. Check to be sure the following parts are included:
« 7 Slide Qut Wooden shelves
s 2 leveling legs
a 2 Keys
« 1 Bottom Meta! Rack
« Instruction Manuai

. Before connecting the appliance to the power source, let it stand upright for
approximately 2 hours. This will reduce the possibility of a malfunction in the cooling

“system from handling during transportation.
. Clean the interior surface with lukewarm water using a soft cloth.
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+ Installation of Your Wine Cooler

Place your appliance on a fioor that is strong enough to support the appliance when it
is fully loaded. To level your appliance, adjust the legs at the front of the appliance.
Locate the appliance away from direct sunlight and sources of heat (stove, heater,
radiator, etc.). Direct sunlight may affect the acrylic coating and heat sources may
increase electncal consumption. Extreme cold ambient temperatures may also cause
the appliance not to perform properly.
Be sure provide minimum 10 ¢m (4"} distance from back-wall and

mirumum 25cm (107} distance from tap for installation position.
Avoid locating the appliance in moist areas. Too much moisture in the air will cause
frost to form quickly on the evaparator.
Plug the appiiance into an exclusive properly installed-grounded wall outlet. Do not
under any circumstances cut or remave the third {ground) prong from the power cord.
Any questions concerning power and or grounding should be directed toward a
certified electrician or an authorized Avanti Products service center.

A'Warning »

Improper use of the grounded plug can result in the risk of electrical shock. If the power
cord is damaged, have it replaced by an authorized Avanti Products service center.

IMPORTANT SAFEGUARDS

Do not store food in wine cooler, as interior temperature may nat get cool enough to prevent spoilage.
As a natural result of condensation, in summer months or areas of high humidity, the glass door may
build up moeisture on the outside. Just wipe it away.

» TEMPERATURE CONTROL.:

s The first time you turn the unit on, set the temperature control to "MAX" position.

« The settings of the temperature control are “OFF”, “MIN", "NORMAL" ang *“MAX". After 20
minutes, adjust the temperature control setting to "NORMAL". The setting of “NORMAL"
should be correct for home or office wine cooler use.

« Totum the wine cocler off, turn the temperature controi to “CFF".

NOTE:

Please use flat screwdriver or coin

to set your temperature control.
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« Tuming the temperature controf to “OFF~ position stops the cooling cycle, but does not
shut off the power to the wine cooier,

s If the unit is unplugged, power lost, or tumed off, you must wait 3 to 5 minutes before
restarting the unit. If you attempt to restart before this time delay, the wine cocler will not
start.

) = The green light indicates the wine cooler is properly connected to the electrical power.

- : o The range between “MIN® and "MAX" is from 45¢ F to 65¢ F, which is ideal for the storage

of wines.
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» OPERATING YOUR WINE COOLER

Its recommended you install the wine cooler n a place where the ambient temperature s between
72-78 degrees Fahrenhet If the ambient temoerature is abave or belgw recommended
temperatures, the performance of the urut may be affected. For example, placing your unit in extreme
celd or hot conditions may cause interior temsoeratures to fluctuate. The range of 45-65 degrees
Fahrenheit may not be reached.

Recommended Temperatures for Chilling Wire

Red Wines: 80-65- F
Dry/White Wines 50-59¢ F
Sparkling Wines 4549 F
Rose Wines 49-51- F

Also. there is a 8 to 10e F vanance between tre top and bottom shelves of the wine chiller. Therefore,
if you want to place a mix of white and red wires. you may want to place the white wine bottles on
the bottom shelves and the red wines on the top shelves.

» SHELVES:
To accommedate different size bottles, they can be moved up or down by sliding them out the tracks
first. Shelves are designed to accommaodate maximum amount of bottles,

» DOOR LOCK;

For safety and security, your unit is equipped with a door lock and key. Door will not lock yntil the key
is removed. This eliminates the risk of accidental child entrapment. Two keys are included with your
lock.

CARE AND MAINTENANCE

> Cleaning Your Wine Cooler

« Turn the temperature control to “‘OFF", unplug the appliance, and remove the contents.

» Unplug the wine cooler and remove the botties,

» Wash the inside with a warm water and baking sada solution. The solution should be about 2
tablespoons of baking soda to a quart of water,

o The outside of the wine cooler should be cleaned with mild detergent and warm water.

« [t may also be necessary to periodically wipe the bottom part of the storage area, as the wine
cooler is designed to retain humidity, and condensation may coillect there.

- Maintenance of Your Wine Cooler
« Power Failure
Most power failures are comected within a few hours and should not affect the
temperature of your wine cooler i you minimize the number of times the door is apened.
if the power is geing to be off for a fonger period of time, you need to take the proper
steps to protect your contents.

> Water Collection Tray
When the compressor is not operating, water drops collect and drain through the outiet in the inner
back wall into the drain pan located near the compressor.

> Vacation Time
During fong absences. remove all the bottles: unglug your wine cooler, clean your wine cooler, and
leave the door open slightly to avoid possible formation of condensation, mold, or odors,




~ Moving Your Wine Cooler
» Remove all the hottles.

s Securely tape down all loose items inside your wine cooler,
« Turn the leveling screws up to the base to avoid damage.

« Tape the doors shut.

» Be sure the wine cooler stays in the uprignt pasition during transportation.

PROBLEMS WITH YOUR WINE COOLER?

You can salve many comrmon wine cooler problems easity, saving you the cost of a pessible service
call. Try the suggestions below to see if you can solve the prablem before calling the servicer,

TROUBLESHOOTING GUIDE

Check 1o assure thal the wine cooler is lével,

As each cycle ends, you may hear gurgling
sounds caused by the flow of refrigerant in your
wine coaler,

Contraction and expansion of the inside walls
may cause popping and crackiing noises.

ceriod is 90 days.

LIMITED SECOND THROUGH
FIFTH YEAR WARRANTY

Far the second through the fifth year from date
of original purchase Avant Products will
provide a replacement compressor free of
charge due to a failure. You are responsible
for the service labor and freight charges. In
rental or commercial use, the limited
compressor warranty is one year and nine
months. Cost to move the appliance to the
servicers’ shop and back to the user's home,
as may be required, are the user's
responsibility.

WHAT IS NOT COVERED

+ Content losses of food or other, due to
spoilage.

» Incidental or consequential damages.

« Parts and labor costs for the following will
not be considered as warranty:

« Evaporater doors, door springs, and/or
frames,

« |Inner door panels, door shelves, door rails,
andfor door supports.

« Chest freezer lid liners.

s Vegetable crispers. .

« Light bulbs and/or piastic housing.

« Plastic cabinet liners,

» Punctured evaporator that voids the
warranty on the compiete sealed system.

+ Repairs performed by unauthorized
servicers.

» Service calls that do not involve defects in
materiat or workmanship such as
customer education, door reversal, or
proper installation.

« Service calls that are related to external
problems, such as abuse, misuse,
inadequate electrical power. accidents,
fire, floods, or acts of God.

e Replacement of house fuses or resetting
circuit breakers.,

« Failure of the product if it is used for other
than its intended purpose,
