Remote Buttons

The remote control is capable of controlling your VCR and many
brands of televisions. If you have a GE, RCA, or ProScanTV, you
may be able to control it without programming the remote.

Component Buttons

OFF Turns off VCR when remote is set to control the VCR. Also
turns some compatible TVs on and off.

TV Turns on a compatible GE, RCA, or ProScan TV and sets the
remote to control theTV. Also used with the OFF button to turn
on a different brand of TV (if programmed) and sets the remote
to control the TV.

Numbers (O through 9) Select a channel up to 99 by pressing
two numbers. Select a cable channel over 99 by pressing and
holding 1 until 1 — - appears on the screen. Then press the other
two numbers.

OFF Turns off the VCR when the remote is set to control the
VCR. Turns off other components if remote is programmed.

PAUSE Pauses playback or recording. Press PAUSE again to
return to playback or recording.

PLAY Plays a tape.

RECORD Starts VCR recording. Also used for express
recording.

REVERSE Rewinds the tape when the VCR is stopped.
Searches backward through a tape during playback. Starts slow-
motion playback when tape is paused.

SEARCH Displays Index and Zero Search menus on TV screen
when VCR is stopped. Advances the tape approximately 30
seconds of recorded material during playback.

SPEED Selects a recording speed (SP or SLP).

STOP Stops the current VCR function such as record, playback,
rewind, or fast forward.

TRACKING Up or Down Lets you manually reduce the
streaks that may appear on the picture during play, slow motion,
or pause. Reduces picture “jitter” during stop-action playback.

TV*VCR Switches the picture signal so that it either comes
from the VCR or cable/antenna system.

If you just want to pause the recording for a short time (like
during a commercial), press PAUSE (PLAY+-PAUSE on VCR)
instead of STOPR.

No matter which recording option you use, you need to make
sure there is a tape in the VCR, and that the tape’s safety tab is in
place.You cannot record on a tape with the safety tab removed.

Safety Tab

If the safety tab is removed and you want to record over it,
simply cover the hole with vinyl tape.

Automatic Rewind

During playback, the VCR automatically rewinds the tape if the
tape reaches the end and stops.

During recording, the VCR automatically rewinds the tape if it
reaches the end. While rewinding, you can press POWER (OFF
on the remote) and the VCR will turn off after rewinding.

Tape Speeds

SP (Standard Play)

Gives the best quality recording,
but fewer programs can be
recorded on the tape.

There are four ways to record programs:
 Recording lets you press one button to start recording a
program.

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About Programming the Remote

The remote can be programmed to control other brands of
remote controllable TVs. It is already programmed to operate
most GE, RCA, and ProScan TVs.

Programming the Remote to Controla TV

If the TV does not turn on when you press the TV button, the
remote needs to be programmed.

Follow these steps to program the remote to control your
particular TV:

1. Turn on theTV.

2. Find your TV brand and code number(s) on the code list on
the next page.

Press and hold the TV button on the remote.
4. Enter the two-digit code from the code list.

Release TV, and then press CHAN up or down. If the TV
responds to the remote commands, the remote is
programmed.

6. If the TV does not respond, repeat these steps using the next
code in the list.

Operate the TV

After you set up the remote, see which buttons operate your TV.

1. Point the remote at the TV, and press the TV button.

If the TV does not turn on, press the TV button and then
press the OFF button.

2. You may want to experiment to see which buttons operate
your TV. Try pressing buttons, such as VOL and MUTE. See
“TV Function Buttons” in the VCR Basic section for details.

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Picture Search Options

The most basic way to search during playback is using the
forward and reverse functions. This section contains several
other options available for searching a tape.

Search features work well for tapes recorded at the SP or
SLP speed.

Forward and Reverse Search

You can search a tape during play. Sound is turned off during
picture search. Search works best for tapes recorded at the SP
or SLP speed.

1. During playback, press FORWARD (FWD) to search forward
or REVERSE (REV) to search in reverse.

2. Press FORWARD (FWD) or REVERSE (REV) again or press
PLAY (PLAY<PAUSE) to return to normal playback.

Slow Motion

You can view a tape during play pause using slow motion.

1. Press FORWARD or REVERSE (FWD or REV) to begin slow-
motion playback.

2. Use TRACKING up or down to remove any streaks from
the picture.

3. Press PLAY (PLAY<PAUSE) to return to normal playback.

The VCR switches automatically from slow-motion playback
to stop after a few minutes.

Commercial Scan (Search Button)

This is useful for skipping commercials or short program
segments.

* Press SEARCH on the remote once during playback to
advance the tape approximately 30 seconds of recorded
material.

e Each press of the SEARCH button adds an additional 30
seconds up to five minutes.

Insert Tape

Remember to insert a recorded tape
when using the search features.
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Frame Advance

Frame advance lets you view one stop-action frame after
another.

1. Press PAUSE (PLAY*PAUSE) to freeze the action.

2. Press EADV each time you want to view the next frame of
the scene.

3. Press PAUSE or PLAY (PLAY+PAUSE) to return to normal
playback.

Index Search

The VCR has a “VHS Index Search System” that automatically
records an index mark on the tape every time you start
recording. During playback you can locate the program you
want to play by the number of index marks or by scanning. The
VCR will search forward or reverse from the location you are on
the tape.

To Search:

1. Stop the tape and press SEARCH on the remote to display
the INDEX SEARCH menu on the TV screen.

2. If you want to search through a certain number of index
marks, press two number buttons to enter the number of
marks you want to search. Press CLEAR on the remote to
correct an entry.

3. Press FORWARD (FWD) to search forward or REVERSE (REV)
to search in reverse. The VCR will locate your index mark
and begin playback. If you did not enter a specific index
number, the VCR will locate the next index mark and
begin playback.

4. Press STOP to stop index searching.
Some index marks may be missed by the VCR:
e« A mark too close to your location on the tape.

» The mark at the beginning of a recorded segment of five
minutes or less.

e The first index mark on the tape when you start at the
beginning of the tape.

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Zero Search

The zero search feature enables the VCR to quickly return to a
counter reading of 0:00:00 anywhere on the tape. This is
especially convenient when you want to repeat a segment of the
tape several times.

1. Go to the beginning of the program you wish to return to.

2. Press INFO twice to display the time counter on the TV
screen.

Press CLEAR to reset the counter to 0:00:00.
Continue playing the tape.

Press STOP when you are ready to return to 0:00:00.

Press SEARCH on the remote twice to display the ZERO
SEARCH menu.

7. Press REVERSE (REV) to return to 0:00:00 on the tape.

Time Counter

The time counter shows the actual time it takes to record a program
or play back a segment of a recorded tape. It helps locate the
beginning or end of programs you taped. The time counter resets to
0:00:00 whenever the tape is ejected from the VCR.

For example, if you record a 30-minute program at the beginning of
the tape and you want to go to the end of that program to begin
another recording, you would:

1. Press INFO twice to display the time counter.
2. Press CLEAR to reset the time counter to 0:00:00.

3. Press FORWARD (FWD) to forward the tape until the time
counter reads 0:30:00.

4. Press STOPR This is the approximate end of the program. (You
may want to press PLAY to verify.) Now, you can begin
recording at this spot.

5. Press INFO to remove the time counter from the screen and
return to the normal display mode.

On-Screen Displays

The INFO button shows the status of the VCR (STOP, PLAY,
RECORD, etc.), channel number, time counter, date, time, and
tape speed on the TV screen. The date and time must be set
before they can be displayed.

1. Press INFO to see the on-screen displays.

2. Press INFO again to have only the time counter remain on
the screen.

3. Press INFO again to return to the normal display.
No displays appear on the screen.

Turning off the VCR also resets the displays.

Tracking

Your VCR has automatic tracking which removes the streaks or
snow from the picture. Automatic tracking is activated when you
insert a tape or turn on the VCR. Occasionally you may need to
manually adjust tracking, especially if the tape was recorded on
a different VCR. Just use the TRACKING buttons to remove the
streaks or snow. You can also use tracking when you pause a
tape to reduce jittering of the picture.

When you manually adjust the picture, automatic tracking is
turned off. To turn automatic tracking back on, press both
TRACKING buttons on the front of the VCR at the same time, or
eject the tape and re-insert it.

Tracking has no effect during recording--only playback.

Things to Know Before Connecting
Components

Protect Your Components from Power Surges

e Connect all components before plugging any
power cords into the wall outlet.

* Always turn off the TV and other components before
you connect or disconnect any cables.

Position Cables Correctly to Avoid Audio Hum
or Interference

» Insert all cable plugs firmly into their jacks.

* Place the audio/video cables to the sides of theTV’s
back panel instead of straight down the middle
after you connect your components.

e Try not to coil any twin-lead cables and keep them
away from the audio/video cables as much as
possible.

* Make sure all antennas and cables are properly
grounded. Refer to the Safety Tips sheet packed with
your unit.

Protect Your Components from Overheating

* Do not block ventilation holes in any of the
components. Arrange the components so that air
can circulate freely.

« Do not stack components.

* Allow adequate ventilation when placing your
components in a stand.

» Place an amplifier or satellite receiver on the top
shelf of the stand so heated air rising from it will not
flow around other components.

Jacks and Cables

RF Jacks and Coaxial Cables (F-type)

The RF jacks provide good picture and mono sound, and
must be used if audio/video connections are not available for @

your TV.
RF Jack

These jacks are required for antenna or cable-TV connections.
The RF jacks on the VCR are labeled ANT.IN and RF OUT. The
coaxial cable supplied with your VCR is used to connect the
VCR’s RF OUT jack and your TV’s antenna input.

Audio/Video Jacks and Cables (RCA-type)

The AUDIO/VIDEO jacks provide very good picture and sound @

and can be used if your TV has audio/video input jacks.
Audio/Video Jack

These jacks are used for most audio/video connections. The
VCR AUDIO/VIDEO jacks are color coded (yellow for video and
white for audio). If your TV has two inputs for audio (stereo),
connect the one labeled mono. If one is not labeled mono, you
may need a Y-adapter.
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Choosing a VCR Connection

There are several different ways to hook up your VCR, depending
on whether or not you have cable, and if you have cable,
whether you have a cable box, and if some of the channels are
scrambled and...well, you get the picture.

Three connections are described in this section and one of them
should provide you with a VCR hookup that works.

e TV with RF jack only
e TV with audio/video jacks

e TV with audio/video jacks and cable box to unscramble pay
channels only

If you need to hook up additional components not shown in the
diagrams here (and are unsure of how to connect them), refer to
the instruction manual that came with that particular component.

Advantages of Audio/Video Cable
Connections

Using a simple coaxial cable connection gives you good picture
quality. If your television has audio/video jacks, | highly
recommend using them to get better picture and sound quality
when recording and playing back videotapes. These connections
give you more convenient operation by not having to share the
TV’s antenna signal.

Don’t Forget About the Auto TV/VCR
Feature

The TV/VCR switch controls whether the picture signal is coming
from the VCR or the TV.

Set the Auto TV/VCR feature to ON when using only ANT.IN and
RF OUT jacks and OFF when using the AUDIO and VIDEO OUT
jacks--so your TV signal is not interrupted when the VCR is
turned on.
