RECOMMENDED GROUNDING METHOD

The refrigerator should always be plugged into its own
individual properly grounded electrical outlet rated for
115 volts, 60Hz, AC only and fused at 15 or 20 amperes.

CONNECTING THE WATER LINE

NOTE: Water line installation is needed when the
Automatic Icemaker and/or Water Dispenser
features are available on your product.

BEFORE YOU BEGIN

This water line installation is not warranted by the
refrigerator or icemaker manufacturer or seller, Follow
these instructions carefully to minimize the risk of
expensive water damage.

Water hammer (water banging in the pipes) in house
plumbing can cause damage to refrigerator parts and
lead to water leakage or flooding. Call a qualified
plumber to correct water hammer before installing the
water supply line to the refrigerator.

To prevent burns and product damage, do not hook up
the water line to the hot water line.

If you use your refrigerator before connecting the water
line, make sure the icemaker power switch is in the OFF
(O) position.

Do not install the icemaker tubing in areas where
temperatures fall below freezing.

When using any electrical device (such as a power
drill) during installation, be sure the device is double-
insulated or grounded in a manner to prevent the hazard
of electric shock, or is battery-powered.
All installations must be in accordance with local

plumbing code requirements.

NOTE: Wear eye protection.

• If a reverse osmosis water filtration system is
connected to your cold water supply, the water line
installation is not warranted by the refrigerator or
icemaker manufacturer or seller. Follow next instruction
carefully to minimize the risk of expensive water
damage.

• If a reverse osmosis water filtration system is
connected to your cold water supply, the water pressure
to the reverse osmosis system needs to be a minimum
of 40 to 60 PSi (2.8 kgof/cm2- 4.2 kgof/cm2,less than
2-3 sec to fill a cup of 7 oz capacity).

If the water pressure from the reverse osmosis system
is less than 21 PSi (1.5 kg.f/cm 2, more than 4 sec to fill a
cup of 7 oz capacity):

• Check to see whether the sediment filter in the reverse
osmosis system is blocked. Replace the filter if
necessary.

• Allow the storage tank on the reverse osmosis system
to refill after heavy usage.

WHAT YOU WILL NEED /9
• Copper Tubing, 1/4"(6.35 mm) outer

diameter to connect the refrigerator JJ
to the water supply. Be sure both JJ
ends of the tubing are cut square.

To determine how much tubing you need, measure
the distance from the water valve on the back of the
refrigerator to the water supply pipe. Then add 8 feet
(2.4 m). Be sure there is sufficient extra tubing (about 8
feet [2.4 m] coiled into 3 turns of about 10" [25 cm]
diameter) to allow the refrigerator to move out from the
wall after installation.

Be sure that the kit you select allows at least 8 feet
(2.4 m) as described above.

• A cold water supply. The water pressure must be
between 20 and 120 PSI (1.4 bar and 8.2 bar) on
models without a water filter and between
40 and 120 PSI (2.8 bar and 8.2 bar) on models with
a water filter.

• Power drill.

• Flat head and Phillips
screwdrivers.

• Two 1/4" (6.35 mm) outer diameter
compression nuts and 2
ferrules (sleeves) to
connect the copper tubing to
the shutoff valve and the
refrigerator water valve.

• If your existing copper water
line has a flared fitting at the
end, you will need an
adapter (available at
plumbing supply stores) to
connect the water line to the refrigerator OR you can
cut off the flared fitting with a tube cutter and then use
a compression fitting.

ENSURING PROPER AiR CiRCULATiON PRIOR TO USE

In order to ensure proper temperatures, air must flow
between the refrigerator and freezer sections.

o Cool air enters the freezer through the vents located at
the top of the compartment and exits through the vents
located behind the freezer drawers.

o Cool air from the freezer section enters the fresh food
section through vents located at the top of the
compartment. The air moves down throughout the
compartment and exits through the vents located behind
the crisper drawers.

" Do not block any of these vents with food packages.
If the vents are blocked, airflow will be interrupted and
temperature and moisture problems may occur.

iMPORTANT:
Because air circulates between both sections, any odors
formed in one section will transfer to the other. You must
thoroughly clean both sections to eliminate odors.
To prevent odor transfer and dried out food, wrap or cover
foods tightly. (See the Food Storage Guide section for
details.)

3. Let your refrigerator run for at least 2 or 3 hours
before putting food in it. Check the flow of cold air in
the freezer compartment to ensure proper cooling.

CONTROL PANEL FEATURES

REFRIGERATOR AND FREEZER CONTROLS

It is recommended to maintain the temperature of 37°F
(3°C) in the refrigerator compartment and 0°F (-18°C)in
the freezer compartment. To adjust temperatures, press
Fddge Temp graphic and Freezer Temp graphic.
The lower the number, the colder the compartment will be.

NOTE: The refrigerator temperature can be modified from
33°F to 46°F (0°C to 8°C). The freezer

Freezing

Your freezer will not quick-freeze any large quantity of
food. Do not put more unfrozen food into the freezer than
will freeze within 24 hours [no more than 2 to 3 Ibs of food
per cubic foot (0.9 to 1.35 kg per cubic meter) of freezer
space]. Leave enough space in the freezer for air to
circulate around packages. Be careful to leave enough
room at the front so the door can close tightly.

Food storage times will vary according to the quality and
type of food, the type of packaging or wrap used (airtight
and moisture-proof) and the storage temperature. Ice
crystals inside a sealed package are normal. This simply
means that moisture in the food and air inside the package
have condensed, creating ice crystals.

NORMAL SOUNDS YOU MAY HEAR

• The icemaker water valve will buzz as the icemaker

fills with water. If the power switch is in the ON (I)
position, it will buzz even if it has not yet been hooked
up to water. To stop the buzzing, move the power
switch to OFF (O) position.

NOTE: Keeping the power switch in the ON (I) position
before the water line is connected can damage
the icemaker.

• You will hear the sound of cubes dropping into the bin
and water running in the pipes as the icemaker refills.

WHEN YOU MOVE

When you are moving your refrigerator to a new home,
follow these steps to prepare it for the move.
1. Remove all food from the refrigerator and pack all

frozen food in dry ice.
2. Unplug refrigerator.
3. Clean refrigerator, wipe, and dry well.
4. Empty water from the defrost pan.
5. Clean, wipe and dry thoroughly.
6. Take out all removable parts, wrap them well and

tape together so they do not shift and rattle during the
move. Refer to sections in Using your Refrigerator for
removal instructions.

7. Depending on the model, raise the front of the
refrigerator so it rolls more easily OR screw in the
leveling legs all the way so they don not scrape the
floor. See the DOOR ALIGNMENT section.

8. Tape the doors shut and tape the power cord to the
refrigerator cabinet.

9. If the ambient temperature will drop below freezing,
have a qualified service technician drain the water
supply system (on some models) to prevent serious
property damage due to possible flooding from ruptured
water lines or connections.

When you get to your new home, put everything back
and refer to the REFRIGERATION INSTALLATION
section for setup instructions.
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UNDERSTANDING SOUNDS YOU MAY
HEAR

Your new refrigerator may make sounds that your old
one did not make. Because the sounds are new to you,
you might be concerned about them. Most of the new
sounds are normal. Hard surfaces, like the floor, walls and
cabinets, can make the sounds seem louder than they
actually are. The following list describes the kinds of
sounds and what may be making them.

The defrost timer will click when the automatic defrost
cycle begins and ends. The thermostat control (or
refrigerator control, depending on the model) will also
click when cycling on and off.

Rattling noises may come from the flow of refrigerant,
the water line, or items stored on top of the refrigerator

Your refrigerator is designed to run more efficiently to
keep your food items at the desired temperature.
The high efficiency compressor may cause your new
refrigerator to run longer than your old one, but it is still
more energy efficient than previous models. While
running you may hear a pulsating or high-pitched sound.
You may hear the evaporator fan motor circulating the air
through the refrigerator and freezer compartments.

each cycle ends, you may hear a gurgling sound due
to the refrigerant flowing in your refrigerator.

Contraction and expansion of the inside walls may cause
a popping noise.

Water dripping on the defrost heater during a defrost
cycle may cause a sizzling sound.

You may hear air being forced over the condenser by the
condenser fan.

You may hear water running into the drain pan during the
defrost cycle.

REFRIGERATOR DOES NOT OPERATE
Check if... Then...

The power supply cord is unplugged. Firmly plug the cord into a live outlet with proper voltage.

A household fuse has blown or circuit breaker tripped. Replace the fuse or reset the circuit breaker.
Check that the house circuit is not overloaded.

Refrigerator is in the defrost cycle. Wait about 30 minutes for defrost cycle to end.

Display shows the word OFF. The refrigerator control has been put into the store Demo
(Demonstration) Mode.
The Demo Mode disables the cooling system, but the
compartment lights continue to turn on and the control
panel also displays normally.
To disable Demo Mode open refrigerator door, then press
Ultra Ice and Fddge Temp buttons at the same time
for 5 seconds. When Demo Mode is deactivated, your
temperature settings will be displayed.

VIBRATION OR RATTLING NOISE
Check if...

The refrigerator is not resting solidly onthe floor.

Then,,,

Floor is weak or uneven or leveling legs need adjusting.
See DOOR ALIGNMENT Section.

LIGHTS DO NOT WORK
Check if... Then...

The power supply cord is unplugged. Firmly plug the cord into a live outlet with proper voltage.

LED light failure. Do not remove the LED light, it is only to be removed by a
qualified technician.
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COMPRESSOR MOTOR SEEMS TO RUN TOO MUCH

Check if...

The refrigerator that was replaced was an older model.

The room temperature is hotter than normal.

The door is opened often or a large amount of food has
just been added.

Then...

Modern refrigerators with more storage space require
more operating time. Even though this refrigerator may
run more than your older one, it will still use less energy.

The motor will run longer under warm conditions. At
normal room temperatures, expect your motor to run
about 40% to 80% of the time. This model is still more
energy efficient than previous models.

Adding food and opening the door warms the refrigerator.
It is normal for the refrigerator to run longer in order to
cool the refrigerator back down. In order to conserve
energy, try to get everything you need out of the
refrigerator at once, keep food organized so it is easy to
find and close the door as soon as the food is removed.
See the FOOD STORAGE GUmDEsection for suggested
storage tips.

The refrigerator was recently plugged in and the The refrigerator will take up to 24 hours to cool
refrigerator control was set correctly completely.

The refrigerator control was not set correctly for the See the ADJUSTING CONTROL SETTINGS section.

The doors are not closed completely. Push the doors firmly shut. If they will not shut all the
way, see Doors Will Not Close Completely below.

The condenser coils are dirty. This prevents air transfer and makes the motor work
harder. Clean the condenser coils. Refer to the CARE
AND CLEANING section.

DOORS WILL NOT CLOSE COMPLETELY

Check if... Then...

The refrigerator is not level, wobbles or seem unstable. See DOOR ALIGNMENT in the REFRIGERATION
INSTALLATION section to level refrigerator.

Food packages are blocking the door open. Rearrange food containers to clear door and door
shelves.

The ice bin, crisper cover, pans, shelves, door bins Push bins all the way in and put crisper cover, pans,
or baskets are out of position, shelves and baskets into their correct positions. See the

The gaskets are sticking. Clean gaskets and the surfaces that they touch. Rub a
thin coat of paraffin wax on the gaskets after cleaning.

CUBES PRODUCED BY ICEMAKER ARE TOO SMALL

Check if... Then...

Water shutoff valve connecting refrigerator to water line Call a plumber to check the valve and water supply.
may be clogged or the water pressure may be too low.

Smaller cube size is selected. Select larger cube size using Ice Cube Size selector
button.
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THE DOORS ARE DiFFiCULT TO OPEN

Check if...

The gaskets are dirty or sticky.

The door is reopened within a short time after having
been opened.

Then...

Clean gaskets and the surfaces that they touch. Rub a
thin coat of appliance polish or paraffin wax on the
gaskets after cleaning

When you open the door, warmer air enters the
refrigerator. As the warm air cools, it can create a vacuum.
If the door is hard to open, wait 5 minutes to allow the air
pressure to equalize, then see if it opens more easily.

TEMPERATURE IS TOO WARM OR THERE IS INTERIOR MOISTURE BUILDUP
Check if... Then...

The air vents are blocked. Cold air circulates from the
freezer to the fresh food section and back again through
air vents in the wall dividing the two sections.

The doors are opened often.

The control is not set correctly for the surrounding
conditions.

Locate air vents by using your hand to sense airflow and
move all packages that block vents and restrict airflow.
Refer to ENSURING PROPER AIR CIRCULATION
section for the location of air vents.

When the door is opened, warm humid air is allowed into
the refrigerator. The more the door is opened, the faster
the humidity builds up, and the more warm air the
refrigerator must cool. In order to keep the refrigerator
cool, try to get everything you need out of the
refrigerator at once, keep food organized so it is easy to
find and close the door as soon as the food is removed.

Refer to the CONTROL PANEL FEATURES section.
Wait 24 hours for temperatures to stabilize or even out.
If the temperature is too cold or too warm, adjust the
temperature one setting at a time.

A large amount of food has just been added to the Adding food warms the refrigerator. It can take a few
refrigerator or freezer, hours for the refrigerator to return to normal temperature.

The food is not packaged correctly. Wrap food tightly and wipe off damp containers prior to
storing in the refrigerator to avoid moisture accumulation.
If necessary, repackage food according to the guidelines
in the FOOD STORAGE GUmDE section.

The doors are not closing completely See Doors Will Not Close Completely.

The weather is humid. In humid weather, air carries moisture into refrigerator
when doors are opened.

A self-defrost cycle was completed. It is normal for droplets to form on the back wall after the
refrigerator self-defrosts.
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FROST OR ICE CRYSTALS ON FROZEN FOOD

Check if...

The door is not closing properly

The door is opened often.

Then...

When the door is opened, warm, humid air is allowed in
the freezer resulting in frost.

FROZEN FOOD IN REFRIGERATOR COMPARTMENT
Check if... Then...

The temperature control in the refrigerator compartment Press the Fridge Temp button to set the refrigerator
is set too cold. compartment to a warmer temperature.

Refrigerator is installed in a cold location. When room temperature is below 41°F (5°C), food can
become frozen. The refrigerator should not be operated

in temperatures below 55°F (13°C).

Food with a high water content was placed too close to Place food with a high water content toward the front of
the air vents, the refrigerator.

iCE HAS BAD TASTE OR ODOR
Check if... Then...

The icemaker was recently installed, Discard first few batches of ice to avoid discolored or
off-flavored ice.

The ice has been stored for too long, Throw away old ice and make new supply,

The food has not been wrapped tightly in either Rewrap foods since odors may migrate to the ice if food
compartment, is not wrapped properly,

The water supply contains minerals such as sulfur, A new filter may need to be installed to eliminate taste
and odor problems,

The interior of refrigerator needs cleaning, See CARE AND CLEANING section,

Ice storage bin needs cleaning, Empty and wash bin. Discard old cubes,

THERE iS WATER iN THE DEFROST DRAIN PAN
Check if... Then...

The refrigerator is defrosting.

It is more humid than normal.

The water will evaporate. It is normal for water to drip
into the defrost pan.

Expect that the water in the defrost pan will take longer
to evaporate, This is normal when it is hot or humid,

THE REFRIGERATOR SEEMS TO MAKE TOO MUCH NOISE
Check if... Then...

I he sounds may be normal for your refrigerator, Refer to the UNDERSTANDING SOUNDS YOU MAYHEAR section,
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NOT DISPENSING iCE
Check if... Then...

All the doors are not closed completely. Ice will not dispense if any of the refrigerator doors are left
open, Check if something is holding the door open,

The dispenser display is locked. Press and hold the Door Alarm button for 3 seconds to
unlock the control panel and dispenser,

Ice is not selected on the dispenser. The dispenser can be set for ice or water. Make certain
that the control panel is set for the proper operation.
Press the dispenser Ice & Water button on the control
panel to cycle through the ice and water options.

The ice dispenser is not used often. Check the ice bin for ice cubes clumping/sticking together.
If they are, break up the ice cubes to allow for proper
operation.

Ice bin is not installed correctly. Be sure to install the ice bin firmly into position.

New installation. Wait 24 hours after icemaker installation for ice

production to begin. Wait 72 hours for full ice production.

Ice cubes are stuck in the delivery chute. Use a plastic utensil to clear the delivery chute.

The ice dispenser is stalling while dispensing Change the ice button from crushed to cubed.
crushed ice. If cubed ice dispenses correctly, depress the button for

crushed ice and begin dispensing again.

Icemaker power switch in the OFF (0) position. Move the switch to the ON (I) position.

Water supply turned off or not connected. See the CONNECTING THE WATER LINE section.

NOT DISPENSING WATER

Check if... Then...

The dispener display is locked, Press and hold the Door Alarm button for 3 seconds to
unlock the control panel and dispenser,

New installation, Flush and fill the water system,

Refrigerator or freezer doors are not closed Water will not dispense if any of the refrigerator doors are
properly, left open,

Water supply turned off or not connected, See the CONNECTING THE WATER LINE section,

The water pressure is less than 40 psi. The water pressure to the home affects the flow from the
dispenser,

Home filter or reverse osmosis system is used, This can decrease water pressure. It is recommended
not to connect the supply line to a reverse osmosis
system for optimal operation,

The dispenser is not set for water dispensing, The dispenser can be set for ice or water. Make certain
that the control panel is set for the proper operation.
Press the dispenser button on the control panel to cycle
through the ice and water options,

Water filter needs to be changed, The filter should be changed every 6 months or
more often depending on usage. The filter can
become blocked over time with foreign
particles and reduce the water pressure,
