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2.3.6 Parental Lock

You can revise system Password, you can via menu(MENU—Digita TV—Configuration—

Parental Lock) to enter Parental Lock menu.

1.Press the 0-9 number key on remote controller to input Old Password, the system
defaults Password as “0000”.
