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INSTALLATION OF THE WATER LINE

Before You Install the water line

e The water line installation is not warranted by the refrigerator manufacturer.

So before you install the water line, read the whole steps for installing and follow these instructions
carefully to minimize the risk of expensive water damage.

e Banging pipes (water banging in the pipes) in house plumbing can cause damage to fridge parts and
lead to water leakage or flooding. Call a qualified plumber to correct the problem before installing the
water supply line to the fridge.

e To prevent burns and product damage, do not hook up the water line to the hot water line.

e Do not install the water line in areas where temperatures fall below freezing.

¢ \When using any electrical device (such as a power drill) during installation, be sure the device is
insulated or wired in a manner to prevent electric shock.

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SETTING UP THE REFRIGERATOR

Now that you have your new Refrigerator installed in place, you are ready to set up and enjoy the features and
functions of the appliance. By completing the following steps, your Refrigerator should be fully operational.

1. Place the Refrigerator in an appropriate location with reasonable clearance between the wall and the
Refrigerator. Refer to installation instructions in this manual. (P8. Selecting the best location for the
Refrigerator)

2. Once the Refrigerator is plugged in, make sure the interior light comes on when you open the doors.

3. Set the Temperature control to the coldest temperature and wait for an hour. The Freezer will get slightly
chilled and the motor will run smoothly.

4. After powering the Refrigerator, it will take a few hours to reach the appropriate temperature. You can
store food and drinks in the Refrigerator after the temperature is sufficiently cool.

LEVELING THE REFRIGERATOR

After putting the doors back on the Refrigerator, make sure the Refrigerator is level so that you can make final
adjustments.

If the Refrigerator is not level, it will not be possible to get the doors perfectly even.

Also it is possible to sweat in the refrigerator and ask more energy bills.

For example, when the left side is lower than the right side, insert a flat-blade screwdriver into a notch on the left
control lever, and turn it clockwise or counter clockwise to level the door.

Turning it clockwise to raise the refrigerator and counterclockwise to lower it.

For the left side is higher, do it with right lever.

Both control levers must be surely touching the floor to avoid the possible personal injury or property damage

Setting the freezer temperature

If you want to control the freezer temperature, follow as below.

Press the Freezer Button (Refer the picture)
- The temperature can be set in 2°F interval between -14°F and 8°F.

- Each time the Freezer Button is pressed, the temperature setting will change as follows;
(-2°F — -4°F — -6°F — -8°F — -10°F — -12°F — -14°F — 8°F — 6°F — 4°F — 2°F — O°F — -2°F)
