and pressing the handle so that the vehicle stops.

Throttle (9)

This handle is used to control the speed.

You speed up by pushing the handle forward.
When you release the handle, you reduce speed.

Speed regulation bolt

This bolt controls the engine’s revolutions/speed depending on how
much the bolt has been screwed inwards or outwards. This bolt can
be adjusted in accordance with the rider's need/abilities.

a: Screw the bolt clockwise and the power of the engine will be
reduced.

b: Screw the bolt anti-clockwise and the power of the engine will be
increased.

Ignition

This switch has three positions: OFF - ON and e (light).
OFF: The vehicle cannot start.

ON: The vehicle can start.

e . The head light is turned on.
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Steering lock
The steering lock is placed below the front cover.

7. Other components and their functions

Fuel tap

The fuel tap is placed between the fuel tank and the carburetor. The
tap has two positions: ON — OFF.

ON (the arrow on the petrol tap points vertically downwards): The
fuel can flow freely into the carburetor.

OFF (the arrow on the petrol tap points horizontally): The fuel cannot
flow into the carburetor.

Choke

When the choke is placed in vertical position, it is activated, so that it
can start the engine in cold condition. When the choke is placed in
middle position, the choke is half activated.

The choke is deactivated when it is turned downwards.
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Idle - adjustment bolt

This bolt is used to adjust the engine when idling.

1: Start the engine and let it warm up in ten minutes.

2: Screw the adjustment bolt in accordance with drawing no. 10 and
adjust the revolution number until the engine runs evenly and calmly.

* Note !

The idle speed has been adjusted from the side of the
dealer. Mostly you don't have to make this adjustment
yourself.

Gear pedal

This pedal is used to change gear.

When you have started the engine, pull the clutchhandle and you push
the pedal down once with your left foot, thereby 1t gear is engaged.

If you want to change to a higher gear you pull the clutch and push

the pedal down again, whereby you enter 2nd gear and so on. If you
want to change to a lower gear, you lift the pedal with your foot. In

this way you change from e.g. 4t to 3rd gear.

To get into reverse the Street-Rider must come to a complete stop and
the idle speed lamp must be on. The engine must idle.

Activate the reverse switch on the left handle to make the red reverse
lamp light. Activate the clutch and lift the gear pedal once with your foot
The light in the green idle speed lamp is off. Now you may run in
reverse.

To go forward again, you should activate the clutch, push the gear pedal down once
so that the green idle speed lamp lights. Press the reverse button so that

the light in the reverse lamp is off. Now you may change to 1st gear.

Foot lever brake (rear brake)
To activate the rear brake press down the brake pedal on the right sid
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8. Inspection before start

Before using your Texas King Street-Rider, please check the below schedule in order to ensure that the
vehicle is in a good and safe condition and in order to avoid accidents.

9. Start and operation

9.1 Before start you must turn the petrol tap to ON. Turn the ignition switch to ON. Thereby the
neutral gear light is turned on.
Always start the vehicle in neutral gear.

If the engine is cold

a: Turn the choke to position A ( see page 8)

b: Press the start button with your left hand. At the same time you press the throttle control
carefully. Thereby the engine is started.

* Note

1: In order to avoid draining on the battery, the start button must only be pressed in 5
seconds and you must only try three times in a row. If the engine will not start after the third
time, wait in app. 2 minutes and try again.
2: The start button must not be touched when the machine is started.

3: When the engine is started, turn the choke to the middle position for app. 30 seconds.

4. After the 30 seconds, turn the choke to the downward position, continue the warming up
until the engine idles.

Precaution

1: Do not start the engine indoors.

2. Release the throttle control the moment the engine is started

Operation

After the engine has been running for 30-40 seconds, you set the vehicle in gear with your
left foot. Activate the clutch and press gradually the throttle control thereby the vehicle starts
moving

* Precaution

1: Don't press the throttle control too hard after activating the clutch.
2: Make sure to keep your feet on the foot plate during operation.

To turn
Avoid turning at too high speed

To brake
If it is absolutely necessary to break on uneven road, brake as slowly as possible so that the
vehicle does not tip.

Note
1: Front- and rear brake is to be used at the same time.

To park
Activate the parking brake.

Precaution
Do not touch the engine and the exhaust pipe when they are warm.

Parking brake

If you want to park the vehicle on a slope, you need
the parking brake.

Press the brake handle (2) and tip down the lock pin
(1), so that it blocks the free movement of the brake
handle (2), and thereafter release the brake handle
(2).

When you want to set off again, you shall grab the
front break handle (2), and the parking brake handle
will be released immediately.
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10. Maintenance

10.1. Maintenance schedule
When maintaining your Texas King Street-Rider, you must contact your dealer. If you possess the relevant
technical skills and tools you can carry out the maintenance in accordance with the below schedule.

* Note

The schedule below is based on normal operation. If you often run with high speed in areas
that are dusted it may be necessary to carry out the maintenance more often than listed in

the schedule.

The condition of the tyres.
The tyre shall be replaced if the depth of the pattern on the tyre is 4 mm or less.

Precaution
If you use worn tyres when you ride your Texas King Street-Rider, the resistance will be low
and this can result in you sliding or the vehicle becoming difficult to control.

Tyre pressure

Measure the tyre pressure when the tyre is cold, otherwise you will not gain the correct
result. If you ride with incorrect tyre pressure it will affect your operation, mobility, breaking
and life of the tyre. You must ensure that the tyre pressure is 15 Psi when riding on a soft
surface and 25 Psi when riding on a hard surface.

Precaution

The tyre pressure must not be too high or too low. If it is too high it may blow up and injure
persons. It will also affect your control over the machine.

If the tyre pressure is too low it will lead to incorrect operation. The tyre will wear on the rim
and this can lead to accident or damage the tyre and the rim.

The pressure on all wheels must be the same so that it does not affect the operation.

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10.5.Fuel
Use unleaded gasoline octane 95
It is important to check the amount of fuel regularly and fill with fuel if necessary.

* Precaution

Make sure to always fasten the lid for the fuel tank after filling.

Don't fill with so much fuel that it reaches the top of the fuel filling pipe.
Do not smoke while filling with fuel

Try to avoid filling when the engine is warm.

10.6.Brakes

Adjustment is carried out by the mean of the front brake adjustment bolt. After adjusting you
shall grab the handle with your hand until the handle is tightened.

Front brake
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The adjustment shall be carried out by the means of the adjustment bolt on the rear brake.

After adjusting you shall push down the foot pedal until you feel resistance. Thereafter check
that the pedal goes back correctly.

Rear brake

Precaution
After adjusting always check the effectiveness of the brakes.
The hand break and foot brake shall be adjusted the same way.

10.7. Filling with oil

10.7.1. Check oil level.
Always check oil level before start.
Unscrew the screw that indicates the oil level, clean the oil

stick and rescrew, thereafter you can check the level.

The oil level shall be between the top and bottom line of the
scale. If it is below this level you shall refill with oil until it
reaches the top line, you must not fill over the top line.
Replace the screw after filling and clean up.

* Note

Too much or too little oil will affect the power of the engine. It is therefore important that you
keep the oil level between the two lines.

10.7.2. Oil recommendation

We recommend engine oil in the viscosity 15W/40. However, always consider the areas and
climates in which your Texas King Street-Rider is used.
