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Introduction

MotoWare is a Windows program for controlling your Motor Controller. Y ou can
create, edit and save controller programs. It is possible to open and edit several pro-
grams at atime. Each program is saved in a document (file) together with the con-
troller type, address and checksum selection. Thus you can simply select the send
button and the required program is transferred to the specified controller in the cor-
rect format.

MotoWare also gives you the opportunity for on-line communication with the Motor
Controller. Select the on-line button and the on-line editor appears. Simply key-in
your command string and press <Enter> and the program will send the information
in the right format. The editor collects al information sent back viathe serial inter-
face.

If you haveaDMC10 DC-servo or aAMC1x AC-servo Controller, MotoWare helps
you to set-up the controller. Y ou can make a collection of parameter sets, and send
the selected set to the Controller. It isaso easy to retrieve the current set-up of the
controller; simply select acommand button.

Through out this Manual the word “Motor Controller” is used as common word for
the different types of Controllers, by which you can communicate with using Moto-
Ware. Following types of controllers can be sel ected:

« Step Motor Controllers like SMC1x and SMC2x series
* DMC10 DC-Servo Controller

* AMC1xx AC-Servo Controllers serie

» Trimatic Controllers CSDU2100 and CSDU200 series
* SMI30 Servo/step Motor Indexer.

If you have a AMC1x AC-servo Controller it is possible to obtain aVelocity profile
and display it graphically. Together with the Velocity profile you can select to dis-
play position error, Torque or Power consumption.

The Document field on the left of the Main Frame Window will at
al timedisplay the set-up for the active document. Changesinthe
set-up can be done by selecting the [SETUP] button and at set-up
dialog appears.

The [KILL/HALL] button is used to stop an ongoing motion and
arunning program. Works for AMC12 and Step Motor Control-
lers only. For the Step Motor Controllers the caret will be placed
at the program line where the program was stopped.

The[SEND] button is used when you want to send the Program to
the controller. Remember to select the right controller type, ad-
dress and checksum status.

The [GET PROG] button will read the program saved in the con-
troller. Remember to open a new empty document first. Will for
al controllers execpt AMC10, AMC11 and DMC10.

Creating Controller Programs

3.1.1 Program Editor
The Main Frame contains the program editor. Y ou can make your own programs for
the motor controllers. Each program is saved in a separate document file. To edit a
program you must open a document view, either by selecting new or open from the
file menu. Text in adocument view can be edited just like in an ordinary text editor.
It is possible to have more than one document open at atime. Each document is dis-
playedin aseparate view. Text can easily be copied from one view to another viathe
clipboard (copy, cut, paste).
To send a program from an active document view to the Motor Controller, proceed
asfollows:
Select the Set-up button and a set-up dialog appears. Select the required Controller
type, address and checksum.
Choose the Send button.
The program will now be sent.
3.1.2 Step Motor Controller Programs
If the selected controller is a Step Motor controller, the command PO (program) is
inserted automatically at the beginning of the program and the command E appended
totheend of the command stream. Instead of line numbersin jump commands, labels
can be used. MotoWare converts labels into line numbers when the program is sent
to the controller.

AMC10/11 AC-servo Controller Programs

AMC10x and AMC11x are not programmable. If you try to send a program to one of
these controllers you will get an E4: Instruction does not exist error.

AMC12 AC-servo Controller Programs

If the selected controller isa Step Motor controller, the command PROGRAM isin-
serted automatically at the beginning of the program and the command EXIT appen-
ded to the end of the command stream. Instead of line numbersin jump commands,

labels can be used. MotoWare convertslabelsinto line numbers when the program is
sent to the controller.

Trimatic Controller Programs

If the selected controller isacontroller of the Trimatic type, the command E! (Erase
program and set to default) isinserted automatically at the beginning of the command
stream. After the program have been sent, open the on-line editor to execute the pro-
gram in the controller.

Comments

It is possible to insert comments in your program. Insert // and the rest of the lineis
regarded asacomment and will therefore not be sent to the controller. For Step Motor
controllersit is also possible to use asemi-colon ; as aseparator for comments. This
enables programs written in EDITOR2 to be imported directly viathe Open Text Fi-
le... Menu item in the File Menu.

to collect and display Velacity, position error, Torgue or Power consumption profiles

graphically. Y ou must select two and only two parameters to be displayed. Y ou can
set-up limits for the data to be displayed or simply check the Auto Scale check box.

When you select the [ Start] button motor is set to move to a absolute or arelative po-

sition depending on the status of the Relative Pos. check box.

Note that the profile can only be obtained when the Controller isin Position Mode

(Mode 2), addressis 0 and checksum check is not used.

Select the Setup menu and the Serial COM port menu item, and the COM Port Set-
up dialog will appear. The Motor Controller can be connected to one of the serial
communication (COM) ports of the computer. This dialog enablesa COM port to be
selected for serial communication with the controller. When a selection has been
made and the[OK] button is clicked, the connection will be made. The selection will
be saved in the init file on the harddisk and will be used everytime you run Moto-
Ware.

If the selection is not possible, e.g. ancther deviceis using the port, an error message
will be displayed. Select None and then switch to the Program Manager to find out
which program is occupying the port. Deselect the port within the other program.

Notethat the Baudrate etc. cannot be changed; thisisdisplayed for information only.
