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1. INTRODUCTION 
 
 
The KD Archive  program                         is dedicated to review  
and evaluate archived data stored in the binary format with  
digital signature from the KD-Series recorders on a PC. 
Archive data stored in the CSV text format should be analysed 
in spreadsheet applications (e.g. MS Excel or OpenOffice.org). 
 
The KD Archive  program has the following functionality: 
  ▪ automatic verification of stored data correctness (digital signature), 
  ▪ review of archived data in the graphical and grid shape, 
  ▪ text data and charts printing, 
▪ reports creation 

  ▪ exporting charts to image files: bmp, jpg and png. 
▪ files conversion from KD Archive version 1.0 to 1.1   

 
Notice: the KD Archive program does not guarantee the correct work with modified or corrupted 
data. Particularly, when the structure or the integrity of a file has been modified or damaged.  
 
2. PROGRAM INSTALLATION  
 
Program requirements: 

���� Operating system: MS Windows 2000 or newer, 
���� 25MB free disk space and 512MB of  RAM memory, 
���� Minimal screen resolution: 1024x768, recommended 1280x 800 or 1280x1024 
���� Remaining requirements as required by the operating system. 

The program installation is typical for other MS Windows applications. The setup application is on 
the accompanied CD to a KD-recorder, in the directory “KD Archive”. In order to start the 
installation process, please run the KDArchive_install.exe in the indicated folder. Next, proceed 
according to messages appearing on the screen.

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3.2 Opening measuring data. Digital signature verification. 
 
 

1. When the  Open session  option        
has been chosen 

 
The default mode of the KD Archive application is to work with data sessions. A session is a set 
of archived data for a given measuring group – including (if exist): measuring data and event 
logs (regardless of the number of files composing the given session). 
Audit log is common for all measuring groups and is always opened as a whole. It is highly 
recommended to evaluate data as sessions, and not as separated files.

        After choosing the File sign verification-results window, information about measuring data, 
and about the file (among others, about the data verification result – checking of the digital 
signature), the recorder and selected measuring groups are displayed. 
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4.   DATA PRESENTATION  
 
 
In the left-sided menu of the KD Archive program, options  
of the selection presentation shape of measuring data  
(Grid , Chart , Report) and event logs (Audit Log , Alarm Log ,  
Stat.

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One can display data from the table, for all or only for the selected measuring channel acc. to one of 
the criteria: 
• Without filtration, 
• Highlighting type filter, (e.g. below, above or in the range of given data values), 
• Hiding type filter (e.g. below, above or in the range of given data values),  
• Show incorrectly signed records only, 
• Show range exceeding values, 
• Show incorrect values only (e.g. lack of data). 
     In the View window, there is a possibility to select measuring channels from which data will be 
displayed in the table.

    - measuring data:  CSV (text format) or  XLS (format of MS Excel application, the export is  
      only possible for the first 65 thousand records) or HTML ( data in the shape of tables) 
    - reports: only HTML

Notice:  
            1. The upper-left red corner of logs and alarms icons marks the occurrence place of an 
                event in the time and value scale,  
            2. Alarm and totalizer icons have a channel background colour which they occur for,           
            3. Audit log icons, since they are not related to measuring channel values, are placed at the 
                bottom of the chart window,  
            4. An audit log is always opened entirely. When an audit icon description area is grey that  
                means, that data does not belong to the current session, hence it is not displayed on the 
                chart.

4.4.3     Context menu of the chart 
 
Context menu is available to a user after right-click in the area of chart. The following options are 
available: 
 
Option Description 

Add marker  Adds a vertical time marker in at the mouse click position. 

Reset markers Removes all time markers from a chart. 

Stretch to markers Stretches a chart to the closest time markers in a time scale. 

Add note Adds custom user’s note at the mouse click position (max. 255 
chars). 

Reset notes Deletes all notes. 

Delete note Deletes the selected note. 
 
Attention: 
Time markers and user’s notes disappear when data is closed.

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4.4.4     Switching between grid presentation and the chart view  
 
Notice: Log icons are drawn on the chart  
after setting the visibility properties in the  
chart options (see section 4.4).
