NOTE: PLEASE NOTE THAT YOUR COOKER HOOD CAN BE USED EITHER IN
RECIRCULATION MODE OR IN EXTRACTION MODE. TO USE THE HOOD IN RE-
CIRCULATION MODE, YOU WILL NEED TO FIT THE CARBON FILTER.

IF YOU WANT TO USE YOUR COOKER HOOD IN EXTRACTOR MODE, YOU WILL
NEED TO FIT DUCTING (DIAMETER OF 125MM) TO THE SPIGOT (SEE
INSTALLATION DIAGRAM) AND WORK IT THROUGH A HOLE OF 130MM SO THAT IT
IS EXPELLING FUMES THROUGH A DEDICATED FLUE SYSTEM THAT ISN'T
COMBINED WITH OTHER EXHAUSTS.

The hood must be installed in
accordance with the installation
instructions and all measurements
followed.

If the cooker hood is installed for use
above a gas appliance then the provision for
ventilation must be in accordance with the
Australian Standard AS 5601.

It is dangerous to alter the

specifications or to modify this
product in any way. Do not tamper
with it or attempt to alter it in the
attempt to customise it further.

When installing the hood,
ensure that the following
recommended distances are being
observed between the cooker top
and the bottom of the cooker hood:

v Electric cookers:

700 mm
v Gas cookers:
700 mm
v Coal/ oil cookers:
800 mm
* NOTE - DO NOT SET YOUR
COOKER HOOD LESS THAN
600 mm ABOVE YOUR
COOKER!
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adjoining wall cabinets,
the cabinets must not
overhang the hob and
their undersides must be
at least 50 mm off from
the hob edges.

The edges of the cooker
hood are sharp — be
mindful of this as you
handle your appliance,
especially during
installation and cleaning.
DO NOT CLEAN IN
BEHIND THE GREASE
FILTERS!

If the room where the
cooker hood is to be used
contains a fuel burning
appliance such as a
central heating boiler
then its flue must be of
the sealed or balanced
flue type.

If other types of flue or
appliances are fitted,
ensure that there is an
adequate supply of air in
the room.

When the hood is being
used in its extractor



function, ensure that the
ducting is fire retardant
and that there are no
bends sharper than 90
degrees as this will
reduce the efficiency of
the hood.

Using your Cooker Hood:

To use your cooker hood:

1) Make sure it has been properly installed.

2) Find the CONTROL PANEL. It is located centrally on the hood’s front
surface, on the front of the unit.

3) The CONTROL PANEL contains buttons as shown in the Figure below.
These perform separate functions. You will need to understand

what these buttons do before you attempt to use your cooker
hood.

* Note: The hood should be switched on at least as soon as you start
cooking. Itis a good idea to have had it running for 5 minutes prior to
cooking and at least 15 minutes after you have finished cooking.

‘W’ - Motor operation:
o = low speed, = = mid speed, = = high speed.




‘U’ — Light ‘on/off’ button-This button controls the light

Cleaning your Cooker Hood:

Anti-Grease Grille

2 Your cooker hood includes an anti-grease grille
which helps absorb vapour-suspended grease
particles to protect your kitchen & furniture from
greasy residues.

2 The metal grille may become inflammable if it
becomes saturated with greasy residue.

v To prevent this fire hazard, the grille should be
cleaned regularly (depending on use) every 10-15




days and at least once a month in hot water with
normal washing-up detergent. DO NOT USE A
DISHWASHER TO ACHIEVE THIS.

Maintenance - Cleaning the Anti-grease Filters

First remove the grille by pulling down on it. Undo the
side catches.

You can now clean the anti-grease filter grilles.

v' Soak them for about one hour in hot water with a
grease-loosening detergent then rinse off thoroughly
with hot water.

v Repeat the process if needed. Refit the grease grille
once it has dried.

v Refit the grease grilles when dry.




Let the filter grilles dry thoroughly before refitting
them.

Maintenance - Changing the Light Bulb and Carbon Filter

a) Changing the LIGHT BULB
v" Disconnect the hood from the power supply.

v'  Access the lamp area. Please note that you will have to take off the
grease grille at the back to access the lamp area.

v" Always replace burnt-out bulbs with olive-shaped 40 Watt bulbs.
v' After replacing the bulb, put the grease grille back.

b) Changing the CARBON FILTER

You will find that one filter will attach over the front of the fan motor (please
see figure at bottom of page).

The active carbon filter must be replaced regularly, at least once every four
months, to allow normal operation when in recirculation mode.
Before starting to fit the carbon filter, turn the omni-polar switch OFF

Changing the Carbon Filter — Note: carbon filters cannot be cleaned!

2) Remove the old carbon filter by
twisting it anticlockwise
until it unlatches from the
side of the fan motor.

3) Place the new carbon filter (which
has two fixing tongues), turning
clockwise so that the tongues
latch onto the motor’s sides. (Fig.
3 - left).

4) Replace the anti-grease
metallic filter grilles.

If your filter is different (i.e.

Before installation and usage, read all the instructions and make sure that the
voltage (V) and the frequency (Hz) indicated on the identification plate (found
inside your Cooker Hood) and all the data inside the appliance are exactly the

same as the voltage and frequency in your home.

ELECTRICAL CONNECTION

Your cooker hood is intended for fitted with power cord & pulg for
connection to power outlet .

NOTE: (UK only) WARNING — THIS APPLIANCE MUST NOT BE EARTHED. It should only be
connected by a competent person using fixed wiring via a DOUBLE POLE SWITCHED FUSED
SPUR OUTLET.

We recommend that the appliance is connected by a qualified electrician who is a member
of the N.I.C.E.I.C. and who will comply with the I.E.E. and local regulations. The wires in
the mains lead are coloured in accordance with the following U.K. code:

Blue= Neutral, Brown = Live, Green/Yellow = Ground

If you can only find two wires in the cable (blue and brown), neither must be
connected to the Earth terminal!

¢ As the colours of the wires in the appliance’s mains lead may not
correspond with the coloured markings identifying the terminals in
your spur box, please proceed as follows:

1) The BLUE WIRE marked ‘N’
must be connected (Neutral), or
to the terminal coloured Black.

There are two ways of installation of cooker hood:on the wall and

under a wall unit
Way one:Mounting on the wall:

1 The cooker hoods should be placed at a distance of 65-75cm from
the cooking surface for best effect.

2 To install onto the wall drill 4 holes of @8mm on a suitable place
according with the centre distance of hole in the back of the
cooker hood.

3 Insert the nut into the holes.

4 Insert the screws into the nuts and tight.

5 Put up the cooker hood onto the fixed screws.

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Way two:Mounting under a wall unit

1. Drill 6 holes of 4mm diameter at the bottom of the hanging
cupboard

2. Put the one way valve on the cooker hood, then install the cooker
hood on the bottom of the cupboard, tighten the hood with
enclosed 6 screws.

3. Install the adjusted board on the bottom of the hood in order to
keep out the gap between hood back and cupboard.
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Troubleshooting

If something has gone wrong with your Cooker Hood, checking
against this chart might keep you from having to call for service.

Symptom

Solution

The cooker hood will not start!

Check that the hood is connected
to the electricity supply.

Check that the fan speed control is
set properly.

The cooker hood is not working

effectively!

The fan speed is not set high enough.
The grease filter is dirty.

The kitchen is not ventilated well
enough.

If the hood is set for recirculation,
check that the carbon filters have not
expired.
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o If the hood is set for extraction, check
that the ducting and outlets are not
blocked.

e The safety cut-out device has been
tripped.

e Turn off the hob and then wait for the
device to reset.
¢ Note that if you have installed your
cooker hood too low, this will happen.
If it happens frequently, it will be
damaged.

The cooker hood has switched off
during operation!

CONDITIONS OF GUARANTEE
Dear Customer,

The conditions of guarantee which apply to your appliance are as
follows: This product is guaranteed for 3 years from the date of
original purchase.Think Appliances will repair any defect that arises
due to faulty manufacturing or workmanship free of charge during
this period.

Think Appliances will provide free of charge the parts required to
repair the appliance during the warranty period,only if they are fitted
by a qualified technician(for this phone Think appliances),for any
defect that arises due to faulty materials,manufacturing or
workmanship within a period of 3 years from the original purchase
date.

An additional and annually renewable insurance scheme for labour is
available should you wish to extend the warranty period.

Should any person other than a qualified techician interfere with the
appliance,the policy is negated and Think Appliance will be no further
liability.
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The guarantee covers the appliance for normal domestic use
only,unless otherwise stated.

Any claims made under the terms of the guarantee must be
supported by the original invoice/bill of sale issued at the time of
purchase.

This guarantee is transferable only with the written consent of Think
Appliances.

If the appliance fails and is considered either not repairable or
uneconomical to repair between twelve months and five years from
purchase date,a free of charge replacement will not be offered.

The guarantee for any replacement will only be for the remainder of
the guarantee on the original product purchased.
