Safety precautions

When using the grass trimmer, the safety instructions must be closely followed. Read this
manual carefully before starting the machine. Make sure that you know how to stop and
switch off the engine in case of accident. All instructions regarding safety and
maintenance of the machine are for yours own safety.

e A grass trimmer must not be used for other work than as described in this manual.
e Only use original spare parts. Mounting of non-approved parts may lead to increased
risk and are therefore not legal. Any liability is renounced for accidents or other

damage that has happened due to the use of unauthorised parts.

e Before using the machine the dealer or other qualified person should instruct you in
the use of the machine.

e The person that uses the machine is responsible to other persons in the work area.
Never use the machine when others, especially children or animals are near.

e Minors may not work the machine.

e The machine may only be lent to people who know how to work the machine. This
manual should follow the machine under all circumstances.

e The grass trimmer may only be used by persons who are rested, well and fit. If the
work is tiring, frequent brakes should be made. Do not use the machine under
influence of alcohol.

e Always check before start, that all bolts and nuts are tigthened.

e This grass trimmer is an electric product. It is therefore important, that it is never in
contact with water or is used in wet surroundings.

e Always wear eye protection when using the machine.
e Keep children and other persons at a distance of at least 5 metres from the work area.
e The battery should always be removed when:

(1) maintenance is made.
(2) the machine is left unattended.

”Watch out for rotating nylon line”
Using the machine on steep slopes is dangerous!

Assembly

Shaft

Assemble the protection guard on the bottom of the
trimmer head as shown on the picture.

Fix it with the included screws.

Support wheels
The support wheels should only be used, when the trimmer
is used as edge cutter (see later section).

Fit the wheels on the lower part of the black shaft.
The square on the shaft should face against the
support wheel bracket. Tighten the bolt.

Protection guard

Fit the protection guard onto the trimmer head as shown
in picture. Using this will prevent the nylon line from hitting
trees, plants and flowers.

Handle
The handle can be adjusted in different positions.
Choose the angle most comfortable for you.

Shaft

The upper part of the shaft can be turned 90 degreed.
This is necessary when the trimmer is used as edge cutter.
Release the adjustment collar and turn the handle 90
degrees. And tighten it again.

Inserting the battery pack

Hold the battery pack with one hand and insert it

in the chute under the handle. See the arrow in picture.
Slide it in until you hear a "click”.

Make sure it is locked to handle before use.

Removing the battery pack
Release the battery pack by pressing the lock/release
button (back of battery) down and pull it out.

Notice! Always remove the battery pack when any
maintenance is performed.

Adjustment and use

Telescopic shaft
The telescopi shaft can be adjusted in lenght.
Follow this procedure:
1) Loosen the adjusting collar clockwise
2) Pull the tube to make it longer or push it
to make it shorter.
3) Re-tighten the adjusting collar (counterclockwise).

Cutting head angle

The angle of the trimmer head can be adjusted 90
degrees, so that the trimmer can be used ad edgecutter
or to make it easier to get in under bushes etc.

It can be adjusted this way:
1) Pres in the black bottom
2) Move the trimmer head into desired position

Start
To start the trimmer, you must press in and hold the
safety switch and activate the on/off switch.

The trimmer should be used in a 100 degree cirkel in front
of you, swinging the trimmer from side to side.

Always hold both handles, when using
the grass trimmer!

Nylon head

The nylon head is a “auto feed” head.

It means it will release the nylon line automatically
during use.

It is recommended to lift up the nylon head a bit from
the ground and activate the rpm until the line comes out.

If the line is not released, please check that the spool is
fitted properly and that it is not empty.

If too much line is released, the blade on the guard will
cut off the additional line.

Edge cutting function

The trimmer can be used as an edge cutter.
It can be done in the following way:

1) Turn the upper handle 90 degrees

2) Change the angle of the trimmer head

3) Mount the support wheels on the trimmer

The machine should now look like the picture to the right.

Battery

Safety precautions for the battery:

Never open the battery.

Never expose the battery to open fire.

Use only an original battery. An unoriginal battery can damage the grass trimmer.

Connect the charger to 230V only.

Use only the original charger, an unoriginal charger can damage the battery.

After long time use of the grass trimmer, the battery can become warm.

Allow it to cool off before it is charged again.

Keep both charger and battery away from children.

Never keep the battery stored below 10° or above 40° C.

Never short-circuit the poles of the battery.

0. Do not use the charger in an environment, where toxic fumes and easy flammable
fluids exist.

11. Only use the charger indoors.

12. Never charge the battery for more than 24 hours in a row.

SRS e
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Start charging the battery for minimum 5 hours before
using the machine the first time. Hereafter the normal
charging time is approx. 3-5 hours.

The battery time is Lithium-lon and must only be charged
with the included charger.

The battery can be charged in the grass trimmer
or it can be done separately. It is recommended
to charge the battery outside the grass trimmer.

The battery will stop charging when it is full. But
it is recommend not to let it stay in charger for
more than 24 hours. The battery can be charged
at all time, no matter if it is empty or half full.

There is no indicator on the charger, which gives a status. So keep an eye on the charging
time.

When charged, the surface of the battery will be warm. This is perfectly normal.
During storage, the battery should first be fully charged and then kept in a warm place.

Important

To protect the battery against deep discharging, when the battery is flat, the grass
trimmer will automatically switch off via a protective circuit and the nylon head will stop
moving.

Do not continue press the on/off witch after an automatic shut-off of the grass trimmer.
The battery can become damaged. Battery needs to be re-charged before further use.

Clothing

When using the machine wear tight-fitting work clothes,
strong working gloves and boots with non-skid soles.

Maintenance

Before any repair or maintenance are made, make sure the power is disconnected
by removing the battery pack.

Change of nylon line

Change of nylon line can be done by
changing the full nylon spool inside,

or by buying loose nylon line and rewind
the line around the old spool yourself.

Release the spool by pressing the 2
holders on the spool cover and pull it off.
Remove the old spool.

Fit a new complete nylon spool

1) Fit the new spool into the nylon. The end of the
nylon line must go out through the small metal hole.

2) Press the cover back onto the nylon spool until your
hear a “click”.

Rewind new nylon line

1) Cut 5 m of nylon line (Diameter 1,0-1,3 mm)

2) Insert the line into the hole in the old spool.

Make sure around 5 mm line goes into the hole.

3) Rewind the line in direction of the arrow on the spool
(and opposite direction as inserted into the hole)
Line must be rewind next to each in different layers.
Crossing the line too much can cause line feeding problems.

4) Fit the rewinded spool into the nylon head again. The end of
the nylon line must go out through the small metal hole.

5) Press the cover back onto the nylon spool until you hear
a “click”.

After change of spool/line, then test the grass trimmer without
load (not in grass) for around half minute to make sure
everything works properly.

Storage

Store the grass trimmer in dry conditions and unreachable for children.

Separate battery from machine and store it at normal room temperature inside the house.
Fully charge battery before long time storage and charge it every 2 months.

Do not let the machine rest on the trimmer head. It is better to hang it in the handle or
let it lay down.

Protect the blade on the guard during storage.
