SWITCHING ON

1. Insert the plug into the wall socket.

2. Turn the Temperature regulator
clockwise to a medium setting.

3. The Pilot light will light up and a
sound is on only for 2 sec. indicating
that the appliance is powered.

4. The Alarm light will blink and the
sound signal alarm will get on, indi-
cating that the temperature inside the
appliance is too high.

TEMPERATURE REGULATION

The temperature within the appliance is
controlled by the Temperature regulator
situated at the bottom of the cabinet.

To operate the appliance, proceed as fol-
lows:

e turn the Temperature regulator toward
lower settings to obtain the minimum
coldness.

e turn the Temperature regulator toward
higher settings to obtain the maximum
coldness.

A medium setting is generally the
most suitable.

However, the exact setting should be
chosen keeping in mind that the tempera-
ture inside the appliance depends on:

® room temperature

¢ how often the door is opened
¢ the quantity of food stored

e the location of the appliance.

FROSTMATIC FUNCTION

The FROSTMATIC function accelerates
the freezing of fresh food and, at the
same time, protects foodstuffs already
stored from undesirable warming.

You can activate the FROSTMATIC func-
tion by pressing the FROSTMATIC switch.
The FROSTMATIC light will light up.

It is possible to deactivate the function at
any time by pressing FROSTMATIC
switch.

The FROSTMATIC light will switch off.

EXCESSIVE TEMPERATURE
ALARM

If the temperature inside the freezer has
risen to a point where the safe storage of
frozen food is no longer ensured (for ex-
ample due to an power failure) the Alarm
light will blink and an acoustic alarm will
sound.

1. Switch off the warning tone by press-
ing the FROSTMATIC switch.

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DAILY USE
FREEZING FRESH FOOD

The freezer compartment is suitable for
freezing fresh food and storing frozen and
deep-frozen food for a long time.

To freeze small amount of fresh foods it is
not necessary to change the present set-
ting.

To freeze fresh food activate the FROST-
MATIC function at least 24 hours before
placing the food to be frozen in the freez-
er compartment.

Place the fresh food to be frozen in the
two top compartments.

The maximum amount of food that can be
frozen in 24 hours is specified on the rat-
ing plate, a label located on the inside of
the appliance.

The freezing process lasts 24 hours: dur-
ing this period do not add other food to
be frozen.

STORAGE OF FROZEN FOOD

When first starting-up or after a period
out of use, before putting the products in
the compartment let the appliance run at
least 2 hours on the higher settings.

& In the event of accidental defrost-
ing, for example due to a power
failure, if the power has been off
for longer than the value shown in
the technical characteristics chart
under "rising time", the defrosted
food must be consumed quickly
or cooked immediately and then
re-frozen (after cooling).

THAWING

Deep-frozen or frozen food, prior to be-
ing used, can be thawed at room temper-
ature.

Small pieces may even be cooked still fro-
zen, directly from the freezer: in this case,
cooking will take longer.

COLD ACCUMULATORS

One or more cold accumulators are sup-
plied in the freezer; these increase the
length of time for which food will keep in
the event of a power failure or break-
down.
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HELPFUL HINTS AND TIPS
HINTS FOR FREEZING

To help you make the most of the freez-
ing process, here are some important
hints:

e the maximum quantity of food which
can be frozen in 24 hrs. is shown on the
rating plate;

the freezing process takes 24 hours. No
further food to be frozen should be
added during this period;

only freeze top quality, fresh and thor-
oughly cleaned, foodstuffs;

prepare food in small portions to ena-

ble it to be rapidly and completely fro-

zen and to make it possible subse-
quently to thaw only the quantity re-
quired;

* wrap up the food in aluminium foil or
polythene and make sure that the pack-
ages are airtight;

® do not allow fresh, unfrozen food to

touch food which is already frozen, thus

avoiding a rise in temperature of the
latter;

* lean foods store better and longer than
fatty ones; salt reduces the storage life
of food;

* water ices, if consumed immediately af-
ter removal from the freezer compart-
ment, can possibly cause the skin to be
freeze burnt;

e it is advisable to show the freezing in
date on each individual pack to enable
you to keep tab of the storage time.

HINTS FOR STORAGE OF
FROZEN FOOD

To obtain the best performance from this
appliance, you should:

* make sure that the commercially frozen
foodstuffs were adequately stored by
the retailer;

® be sure that frozen foodstuffs are trans-
ferred from the foodstore to the freezer
in the shortest possible time;

* not open the door frequently or leave it
open longer than absolutely necessary;

¢ once defrosted, food deteriorates rap-
idly and cannot be refrozen;

¢ do not exceed the storage period indi-
cated by the food manufacturer.

DEFROSTING OF THE
FREEZER

The freezer compartment of this model,
on the other hand, is a "no frost" type.
This means that there is no buildup of
frost when it is in operation, neither on
the internal walls nor on the foods.

The absence of frost is due to the contin-
uous circulation of cold air inside the
compartment, driven by an automatically
controlled fan.
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CLEANING THE AIR CHANNELS

1. Remove the plinth (A), then the venti-
lation grid (B).

2. Clean the ventilation grid.

3. Carefully pull the air deflector out (C),
checking that there is no water left
from the defrosting.

A 4. Clean the lower part of the appliance

with a vacuum cleaner.

PERIODS OF NON-
OPERATION

When the appliance is not in use for long

periods, take the following precautions:

1. disconnect the appliance from elec-
tricity supply

2. remove all food

3. clean the appliance and all accesso-
ries

4. |eave the door/doors open to prevent
unpleasant smells.

& If the cabinet will be kept on, ask
somebody to check it once in a
while to prevent the food inside
from spoiling in case of a power
failure.
