* Please remember this Is a high power unit which generates high elsctrical energy
and heat. Therefore be sure to install the unit in a place with sufficient airflow, a
minimum of dust and no moisture. Allow enough space around the ceoling fins to
permit reasonable airflow and cooling. It is important lo ensure that the coaling fins
of the heat sink are not against a panel or a surface preventing air circulation.

* Never mount the amplifier in a location that Is subject to direct sunlight or exposed
to moisture.

Leave yourself enough room on either side of the amplifier to make all the
wire connections and adjust the controls. if you have a subwoofer box in your vehicle,
you can mount the amplifier on the outside of the box.
