+ Before connecting the appliance to the power source, let it stand upright for
approximately 2 hours. This will reduce the possibility of a maifunction in the cooling
system from handling during transportation.

s Clean the interior surface with lukewarm water using a soft cloth.

» mjaﬂamn_at Your Wine Cooler
Place your appliance on a floor that is strong enough to support the appliance when it
is fully loaded. To level your appliance, adjust the legs at the front of the appliance.

+ For recessed installation allow % inch of space between the sides of the appliance as
well as the back and top. This will allow proper air circulation.

» Locate the appliance away from direct sunlight and sources of heat (stove, heater,
radiator, etc.). Direct sunlight may affect the acrylic coating and heat sources may
increase electrical consumption. Extreme cold ambient temperatures may also cause
the appliance not to perform properly.

» Avoid locating the appliance in moist areas. Too much moisture in the air will cause
frost to form quickly on the evaporator.

» Plug the appliance into an exclusive properly installed-grounded wall outlet. Do not
under any circumstances cut or remove the third (ground} prong from the power cord.
Any questions conceming power and or grounding should be directed toward a
certified electrician or an authorized Avanti Products service center,

» Reversing the Door Swing of Your Wine Cooler
This wine cooler has the capability of either opening the door from the left or right side. The unit is
delivered to you with the door opening from the left side. Should you desire to reverse the
opening direction, please follow these instructions.
NOTE:
All parts removed must be saved to do the reinstallation of the door.
Remove the two back plugs (11) and two front plugs (12) located in the top cover.
Remove the four screws (10) holding the top cover{9).Place the top cover(9) on a padded
surface to prevent scratching it.
Remove the upper right hinge (7), holding the door in place.
Lift the door and place it on a padded surface to prevent scratehing it.
Lay the unit on its back against a solid surface at an angle of no less than 45 degrees.
Remove the upper hinge pin (8) from the hinge (7).
Replace the right upper hinge (7) to its original location.
Remove the two bolts {2) that hold the lower right hinge (5).
Remove the front leg (3) and the lower hinge pin (4) from the lower hinge (5).
Save the lower hinge assembly for later use.
Remove the lower left hinge (1) and transfer it to the opposite side, reversing the direction
180 degrees, where the lower right hinge (5) was previously located.
Transfer the lower hinge previously removed to opposite side, where the left lower hinge (1)
was located, reversing the direction 180 degrees. Then insert the front leg (3}, the two
bolts and the pin{4).
While holding the door in the closed position, secure the lower hinge on the left side of the
frame, by screwing the boits (2) in. Do not tighten until door is level.
Remove the upper left hinge (6) and insert the upper hinge pin (8).
Replace the upper left hinge (6) with pin (8) to secure the door.
Place the top cover by ingerting all four screws previously removed in step 2.
Insert all the plugs previously removed in step 1.

OPERATING YOUR WINE COOLER

» Temperature Control

« The first time you turn the unit on, set the temperature control to “MAX” position.

» The settings of the temperature control are “OFF”, “MIN", “NORMAL" and "MAX". After 20
minutes, adjust the temperature control setting to “NORMAL". The sefting of “NORMAL"
should be correct for home or office wine cooler use.

s To turn the wine cooler off, turn the temperature control to “OFF”.

NOTE:
»  Turning the temperature control to “OFF” position stops the cooling cycle, but does not
shut off the power to the wine cooler.
= |f the unit is unplugged, power lost, or turned off, you must wait 3 to 5 minutes before
restarting the unit. If you atternpt to restart before this time delay, the wine cooler will not
start.
» The range between “MAX” and “MIN" is from 45° F to 65° F, which is ideal for the storage
of wines.
It is recommended you install the wine cooler in a place where the ambient temperature is between
72-78 degrees Fahrenheit. If the ambient temperature is above or below recommended temperatures,
the performance of the unit may be affected. For example, placing you unit in extreme cold or hot
conditions may cause interior temperatures to fluctuate. The range of 45-65 degrees Fahrenheit may
not be reached.

If the interior light is left on, the temperature inside the wine cooler will be higher.

> CHANGING THE LIGHT BULB

NOTE:

All parts removed must be saved to do the replacement of the light buib.

Before removing the light bulb, either unplug the refrigerator or disconnect the electricity
leading into the refrigerator at the main power supply. Failure to do so could resuit in
electrical shock or personal injury.

= Move the light switch {4} to the “OFF position.
» Remove the light bulb cover (1) by pulling the bottom end of the light bulb cover gentiy.
= Unscrew the bulb (2).




= Replace with a 10 watt-refrigerator bulb that is the same shape and size.
= Replace the light bulb cover and tighten screw (1).

Note: Light bulb should not exceed 15 watts.

» Cleaning Your Wine Cooler
« Turn the temperature control to “OFF, unplug the wine cooler, and remove the botties.
e Wash the inside with a warm water and baking soda solution. The solution should be about 2
tablespoons of baking soda to a quart of water.

» Wash the shelves and trays with a mild detergent solution.

« The outside of the wine cooler should be cleaned with mild detergent and warm water.

« It may also be necessary to periodically wipe the bottomn part of the storage area, as the wine

cooler is designed to retain humidity, and condensation may collect there.

» Maintenance of Your Wine Cooler
+ Power Failure

Most power failures are corrected within a few hours and should not affect the
temperature of your wine cooler if you minimize the number of times the door is opened.
if the power is going to be off for a longer period of time, you need to take the proper
steps to protect your contents.
» Vacation Time
During long absences, remove ail the bottles; unplug your wine cooler, clean your wine cooler,
and leave the door open slightly to avoid possible formation of condensation, mold, or odors.
> Moving Your Wine Cooler
+ Remove all the bottles.
« Securely tape down all loose items inside your wine cooler.
« Turn the leveling screws up to the base to avoid damage.
s Tape the doors shut.
« Be sure the wine cooler stays in the upright position during transportation.
» Lock On Door

Your unit is provided with a lock and key combination.

The key is located inside the plastic bag that contains Users Guide. Insert the key into the lock
and turn it counterclockwise to unlock the door. To tock the door do the reverse operation making
sure metal pin is engaged completely. Remove the key and place it in a secure place for
safekeeping.

PROBLEMS WITH YOUR WINE COOLER?
You can solve many common wine cooler problems easily, saving you the cost of a possible
service call. Try the suggestions below to see if you can solve the problem before calling the
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servicer.

Check to assure that the wine cooler is level.

The wine cooler seems to make too much noise.

The rattling noise may come from the flow of the
| refrigerant, which is normal.

As each cycle ends, you may hear gurgling
sounds caused by the flow of refrigerant in your
wine cooler.

Contraction and expansion of the inside walls
may cause popping and crackling noises.

The wine coaler is not level.

The door will not close properiy.

Luz interior

La luz interior se controla manualmente y no funciona al abrir ni cerrar la puerta. Para prender la luz, presione
el interruptor manual de la luz, ubicado en la parte superior del espacio interior de Ia vinera.

Su refrigerador para vinos ha sido disefiado con un sistema de descongelacién de “ciclo automético™.

Las superficies refrigeradas del compartimiento para vinos se descongela automédticamente, durante el ciclo
“apagado” del control de enfriamiento (termostato). El agua descongelada del compartimiento es eliminada
autométicamente, encauzdndola hacia una bandeja de goteo ubicado en el compresor. La transferencia de
calor del compresor evapora el agua.

Limpieza

Para limpiar el interior, use un pafio suave con una solucién de una cucharada de bicarbonato de sosa por cada
cuarto de agua, o una solucién de espuma de jabén suave, o un detergente suave, Para lavar las rejillas,
saquelas desliz4ndolas con cuidado, y use una solucién de detergente suave; luego séquelas con un pafio suave.
Limpie el exterior con un pafic hiimedo suave y un poco de detergente suave o productos de limpieza para
electrodomésticos.

Para perfodos cortos de vacaciones, deje los controles en la posicién normal. Durante ausencias mds largas;

(a} saque todas las botellas,

{b) desconecte la vinera del tomacorriente,

Corte de corriente

La mayoria de los cortes de corriente se corrigen en una o dos horas y no afectardn las temperaturas de su vinera
para vinos. Sin embargo, Ud. deberd reducir la cantidad de veces que abra la puerta cuando la corriente esté
apagada. Durante los cortes de corriente de larga duracidn, tome medidas para proteger sus alimentos.

Si Ud. se muda

Sague o asegure todos los articulos dentro de su vinera. Para evitar que los tornillos nivelantes se averien,
girelos completamente hacia la base.

> Cambio de la bombill

Para cambiar la bombilla del compartimiento interior; Saque el tornillo que sujeta el protector de la bombilla;
saque el protector. Reemplace la bombilla.

NOTA: La bombilla no debe exceder de 15 vatios.

Vuelva a colocar el protector de la bombilla.

Coloque nuevamente el tornillo que sujeta la cubierta.

Algunas reglas importantes para el uso correcto de la vinera.

- Las bebidas se deben guardar en botellas cerradas.

- No sobrecargue el compartimiento interior.

- No abra la puerta a menos que sea necesario.

- Si la vinera se guardara sin uso por periodos largos, se sugiere que, luego de una limpieza cuidadosa, se deje
Ia puerta entreabierta para permitir que el aire circule dentro de la caja y evitar una posible formacién de
condensacién, moho u olores.

- Nuica cubra los estantes del compartimiento para vinos con papel de aluminio o cualquier otro material para
cubrir estantes que puedan obstruir la circulacién del aire. '
