BLUETOOTH® CONNECTION: IT'S A SETUP

HOOKING UP OLD SCHObL AUDIO, JACK

1. Plug one end of the cord into the speaker and the other into the
headphone jack on your device.

2. Turn on the speaker.
3. Hit PLAY on your device and crank it up—or down if you're lame.
