A Place your E-Z UP® frame in the center
of the area to be sheltered.

B With partner on the opposite side of
the frame, grasp two outer legs, lift the
frame slightly off the ground, and step
backwards while pulling the frame to open.

C Stop when the frame is approximately
3/4 of its fully-opened size.

D Set the frame back on the ground.

"OPEN HERE" sticker.
B Attach the fabric top to the E-Z UP® frame by

C Repeat on remaining legs.

TAKE DOWN

2 RELEASE AUTO SLIDER® PULL PIN

A With one hand, slighty push up on the truss
near the Auto Slider® Pull Pin to relieve pressure.

B With the other hand, release the Auto Slider®
Pull Pin by pulling the ring and push down
to ensure that it is disengaged.

C Repeat on remaining legs.

wiped with silicone spray, especially before and
after use in damp conditions. Remove excess
silicone residue before applying top.

e Use a seam sealer if top leaks or drips water.

e Slightly tighten bolts if frame becomes loose.
