Getting Started 
Assembling the device 
1. Gently hold the back cover and slide in 
upward direction to open the back cover. 

 

2. If the battery is in the compartment, 
lift and pull it out in the direction of the 
arrow (shown below).

o Delete- Allows you to delete the 
attached item. 
o Save As Draft- Use it to keep the 
message in Drafts folder. It stores the 
partial or complete multimedia message 
that you can send later. 
o Set Slide Time- Allows you to set the 

slide time of the MMS. 
o Text Layout – With this option, you 
can choose the settings of text on the 
message, it can be above or below the 
attachment used. 

Inbox 
 Use to view received messages. 

Outbox 
If the device is unable to transmit a text 
message, it is stored temporarily in the 
Outbox folder.  

Drafts  
While writing a text message, press 
OptionsSave and while writing a 
multimedia message, press Options  
Save as draft to keep it in Drafts folder. 
It stores the partial or complete text 
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
