Loosen the wing nut and slide the fixing plate @ to the outside, mount the pivot unit to the
standbase’s pivot shaft.

2. With the pivotunit parallel to the floor, tighten the wing nut @ so that the unit does not revolve.

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Lock the casters before placing the bass drum on the stand.

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1. With the bass drum's lug parallel to the floor, mount the base drum on the stand base's pivot unit. (See Fig. A)
Make sure that the line between both lugs runs through the center of the bass drum as shown in the diagram.

2. Slide bath fixing plates toward the bass drum body, and firmly tighten the wing nut on the pivot unit.(See Fig. 2)

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@ After locking the casters, loosen the wing nut on the lock side, and gently rotate the bass drum.
Once acomfortable playing position has been achieved, hold the bass drumin place and tighten
the wing nut firmly.

# When adjusting the angle of the bass drum, make sure that both fixing plates are in place and firmly
tightened. The bass drum may drop and cause injury if the fixing plates are not properly secured.
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Asserﬁbly should be performed by at least 2 persons 6n a flat surface.

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1. Loosen the wing nut on the lock side. Gently return the bass drum to an upright position.
2. Loosen the wing nut on the free side, slide both fixing plates to the outside.

3. Tighten the wing nut on the lock side so that the unit does not rotate.

4. Simultaneously lift both sides of the bass drum to remove it from the stand.
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CAUTION

@ Do not place the stand on uneven surfaces. The stand
may become unstable and/or overturn, and result in
possible injury.

@ Do not lean on, or ride upon the instrument stand. The
stand may move and cause a fall resulting in injury.

® Do not rough play, etc. in the vicinity of the stand.
Bodily harm may result by falling onto the stand.
Rough play may also result in the instrument being
overturned. Also, keep children from playing in the vi-
cinity of the stand.

@ Strong earthquakes may cause the stand to move
about or overturn. Stay away from the stands during
earthquakes.

@ Use the stand’s casters to move the instrument on
flat, even surfaces only. (Lock the casters when
the instrument is not to be moved.)
1.0n inclined, rough, or gravel surfaces the instru-
ment may overturn andfor become uncontrollable.

2. Do not run while moving the instrument. The stand
may become uncontrollable and crash into other
objects resulting in injury.

@ Two or more persons are necessary in the assembly
of the stand.
When adjusting the angle make sure that both fixing
plates are firmly tightened and the casters are locked.
If the agle is adjusted without the fixing plates firmly
tightened, the instrument may drop on your foot caus-
ing injury.

@ Do not use the stand in the rain. If the stand becomes
wet, use a soft dry cloth to wipe the stand as soon as
possible.

@ Always use a soft, dry cloth to clean the stand as a
part of periodic maintenance. Never use thinner, ben-
zene, or other similar solvents to clean the stand.

@ If the instrument is frequently moved, the bolts will be-
come loose over time. Check bolts regularly and firmly
tighten any loose bolts found.
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
