GENERAL CONDITIONS
*This type of exiractor is designed to work inserted into any
stretch of air exiraction conduit, whether positioned verically or
horizontally.
«This tubular extractor is designed to be installed in 2 flexible or
. rigid conduit of 100M25/150/200 mm. diameter for the
© XIM100+/XIM125/XIM150/XIM200. The extractor (C) is placed
between points A and B (intake and exhaust) (Fig. 1),
*Do not install the exhaust pipe {A, B) of the extractor unit to a
chimney, ventilation pipe or hot air conduit (fig. 1).
=Before connecting the unit to pipelines, consult the local munici-
pal regulations regarding exhaus! air and ask the psmission of
the persen in charge of the bullding.

the room from the open flue of gas or other open-fire

*Make sure that the venlilation is appropriate, especially when the
extractor is used in conjunction with an appliance with 2 com-
bustion chamber.

- The fan moves freely on being umed by hand,
1-Loosen the 2 screws (D} and lift the flanges (E). Take the

casing assembly {F) out of its housing (fig. 2).
2- Install the supporting assembly + nozzles (G) in ihe chosen”
position {fig. 2). To do this it is necessary.
- Locate the assembly in the installafion place {wall or ceiling)
and mark the 4 holes (H). -
- Make the 4 holes using a 6 mm. bil.
- Use the plugs and screws supplied with the appliance fo fix:
the assembly. K
It is advisable to locate the appliance at a distance of 1 metre .
or more from the closest bend and also from the nearest of
suction and expulsion nozzles. g

3- Join the suction (A) and expulsion {B) conduits to the nozzles
{1} by flanges or resistant adhesive tape (fig. 2).
it is important that the tubing is of the same diameter as the
nozzles to allow efficient operation of the extractor.
4- Replace the casing (F) in its housing in such a way that the air
circulation direction indicated by the arrows {J} and the cable
outlet direction are as desired. Close the flanges {E} and tigh-
ten the screws (D) (fig. 2).

N.B.
Make sure that once the appliance is installed there is no acci- -
dental access to the moving parts.

ELECTRICAL CONNECTION :
=The appliance must be connected to a single-phase mains
power supply nefwork, at the voltage and frequency indicated on
the exiractor rating plate.
*The installation must have a double pole isolating switch witha
dislance between contacts equal to or over 3 mm.

*Earthing is not required as this is an appliance with double insu-
ation. {Class Ii).

*The appliance must be connected permanently to a fixed chan-
nelling by a fixed installation cable. (Flex of two conduclor wires
of minimum section 1 mm? and maximum 1.5 mm?),

To make the electrical connection:

1- Loosen the 4 screws (K) and take off the connection cover (M)

{fig. 2).

2- Perforate the flex holder (O} to allow the power supply wires to

pass through (fig. 2 and 3). )

3- Make the connecfions as indicated below:

Model XIM100+/XM125/XIM150 :

- If you wish 1o install a commutator to allow a choice between
high speed (HV) and low speed {LV), see the connection skefch
infigs. 3and 4.

- It you wish ihe appliance to work only af low speed (LV), see the
connection sketch in fig. 5.

- It you wish the appliance to work only at high speed (HV), see
the connection sketch in fig, 6.

- If you wish to install & commutator to allow a choice between
high speed (HV) and low speed (LY}, see the connection skelch
infigs. 3 and 4.

- If you wish the appliance io work only ai jow speed (LV), seat-
he connection skeich in fig. 5.

- If you wish the appliance %o work only at intermediale speed
(MV), seethe connection skeich in fig. €.

- If you wish the appliance fo work only at high speed {HV), seel-
he connection sketch in fig. 10.

The timer is factory set only for high speed (HV).

Timer for low speed

It you wish, you can set the timer for low speed (LV) leaving the

high speed {HV) without a timer. To make ihis change (fig. 7):

- Disconnect wires 6M, 8 and 6T.

- Connect wire 810 S.

- Connect wire 6M fo N2.

- Connect wire 6T to N1.

Figs. 8 and 9 show the connections for this case.

Adjust the timer by furning the knab (U} in a clockwise direclion

to increase the operating time (3' - 15).

4- Loosen the 2 screws (P) and compress the power supply flex
with the piece (R). Then tighten the 2 screws (P} again (fig. 3).

5- Replace the connection cover (M) and tighten the 4 screws {K)
{fig. 2).

MAINTENANCE AND SERVICE

*Before carrying out any type of maintenance, disconnect the
appliance from the mains supply.

«For any maintenance operation which is not simply cleaning the
exterior of the appliance, the casing assembly must be taken oul
of ils housing as indicated in point 1 of the section Installation
Instructions.

Then the two reducer iubes (V) musi be removed foliowing the

steps set out below (see fig. 10):
1-Loosen the screw (X}.

2-Turn the reducer tube (V) about 92 anticlockwise {arrow 1).

3-Pull the reducer tube (V) out (arrow 2).

+The motor, fan and all the components must be regularly ins-
pected to ensure that they are not dirty nor have suffered any
damage. The frequency of inspection will depend on the opera-
ting conditions of the appliance.

«During the maintenance sessions remove any dirt collected on

the fan blades and the internal paris of the frame 1o avoid any
imbalance in operation, which would lead to a reduction of the
aerodynamic qualities and possible damage lo the motor.
Cleaning the parts should be done with a damp cloth and mild
detergent. Never submerge the appliance in waler or in any
other fiquid. Do not use solvenis fo clean the appliance.

+The motor bearings need no maintenance.

*Having carried ouf the maintenance operalions, reassemble the
reducer tubes (V) in reverse order of sieps 1. 2 and 3 of this sec-
tion. Replace the casing assembly in its housing as indicaied in
point 4 of the section Instaliation Instructions.
