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I. INSTALLATION ON THE OSBORNE COMPUTER 

A. Orientation 

dBCITATIONS is provided. with adequate files so that versions are 
possible for single and double density, 52 and 80 columns. The program 
diskettes supplied are single density so that they may be read by any 
properly functioning Osborne Computer. You must, however, make selections 
from the files available. The 52 and 80 column versions are mutually 
exclusive. Never attempt to mix these files. Some of the files are for 
single density applications, some for double, and still others for the 
Osborne Executive. Some of the files go on Program Disk A and some on 
DataBase Disk B. All of the feasible combinations are laid out for you in 
this installation document. You need only select the one that best fits 
your conditions and carefully do it. You may disregard all others. 

This installation on the Osborne 01 will require the use of your CP/M 
program and utilities diskettes containing the files COPY, PIP, SETUP, 
STAT, and SYSGEN. On the Osborne Executive you will need to use the CP/M 
Plus and Osborne utilities files COPY, COPYSYS, PIP, and SHOW. Some disk­
ette swapping is necessary during installation, but is not necessary during 
the actual running of the program. 

Your version of dBase II must also be properly installed. Be certain 
that you select the full screen editing features when you are making your 
dBase II installation. The very core of the way dBCITATIONS operates is 
built on these absolutely marvelous full screen editing feature~. Your 
Osborne, dBase II and dBCITATIONS are all properly made for each other. 
But it is your responsibility to make certain that they mesh correctly. 

Remember, the combinations are spelled out for you in this document. 
You need select only the one that fits your conditions and do it. Ypu need 
not be concerned about the others. 

What combinations should you select? 

Single or double density. If you have double density available to you, by 
all means take .that option. We have discovered no disadvantages to 
double density and no reasons to prefer single. So, if you have the 
option, choose double. Of course, choose single if that is the way 
your Osborne is configured: 

dBase II Versions 2.3 or 2.4. Either will work fine with dBCITATIONS, but 
if you have both, choose 2.3 as it takes up less diskette space. 
Version 2.4 is not very practical in a single density Osborne environ­
ment and we have not provided installation instructions for this 
combination. Write us for free special instructions if this is the 
only way you can use dBCITATIONS. 

52 or 80 column. If you do not have the 80 column option on your Osborne, 
then choose 52. If you have the Osborne Executive, use the 80 column 
version as you can't get the larger characters anyway and the 52 
column display sits radically to the left of the screen. If you have 
the Osborne 01 and have both displays available to you, the choice is 
not automatically 80. The 52 column version uses less diskette space 
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and the display characters are 1.6X larger than on the 80 column 
version. Determine your choice after carefully considering your needs 
in relation to the following data.

dBCITATIONS first displays a primary screen containing areas for key­
words and author•s last name. These are used like an index so you may 
search your database for terms and names and these will in turn, refer you 
to citations which you may then display in full. The primary screen also 
contains areas for the footnote, and the citation itself. If the citation 
is too long for the space available on the primary screen, then a secondary 
screen appears containing a single area to complete the citation. In 
choosing between 52 and 80 columns you may want to consider the sizes of 
the entries you are most likely to make, the number of entries you'd like 
to get on a diskette and the size of the display characters. (If you have 
an occasional very· long footnote, it may be extended into the citations 
area, and a very long citation may be spread over two or more entries). If 
you like and your equipment is capable of doing so, you may set up both 52 
and 80 column versions and compare them. The files are provided for you to 
do this.

Most of these files follow a standard identifier code. You may inter­
pret the eight character filenames as follows. 

The CIT stands for the dBCITATIONS program. 

The 52 or 80 identify the file as of the 52 or 80 column set. 

The last two numbers of the eight character filenames is simply the 
file number. There is no file 006. 

The extensions are either the standard CP/M file extension of COM or 
else they are the dBase II file extensions CMD (for command file), DBF (for 
database file), FMT (for format file) and MEM (for memory file). 

3. Special File Fo:rm 

52AUTOST.COM AND 80AUTOST.COM. These are public d9main autostart files and 
are provided to you as a convenience at no charge. Each has been 
customized · to start dBCITATIONS in the 80 column version when on the 
same diskette as CIT.CMD and the 52 column version when on the same 
diskette as CT.CMD. To function properly, the 52 and 80 prefixes will 
have to be removed by renaming to simply AUTOST.COM. They carry these 
names now, so that a person could PIP them to the same double density 
diskette when creating a back up diskette. These will not work on the 
Osborne Executive. 

3C.MEM and 4C.MEM. These files contain basic housekeeping information for 
the (DBF) database files. 3C.MEM is used with dBASE II version 2.3 
and 4C.MEM is used with version 2.4. Only one or the other of them 
is actually installed, depending upon your version of dBASE II. They 
are found on the 80 column distribution diskette only, but one or the 
other of them is required for both the 52 and 80 column versions of 
dBCITATIONS. 

CIT.CMD or CT.CMD. These are the main command files for the 80 column and 
52 column versions respectively. 
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XCT.CMD. This is an alternate main command file in 52 column format to use 
when installing the program in a single density version. 

XCIT.CMD. This is an alternate main command file in 80 column format to 
use when installing the program on the Osborne Executive. 

HELP FILES. Files numbered 020, 021 and 022 contain Help screens. They 
may be installed on either drive or eliminated completely with no harm 
to the system. If .you do not install them or remove them after 
installation to save diskette space, but then select the H)elp options 
from within the program, they simply won •t be there to offer help. No 
other harm is done. The instructional tutorial that follows assumes 
that they are installed. We suggest that you do install and use them 
while learning dBCITATIONS. You may then eliminate them later if you 
want to. 

B. Getting Ready 

Note: These procedures are written at two levels. If you are experi­
enced with the Osborne and with CP/M, you may simply follow the arrows for 
a quick overview of the install process. For those who need them, more 
detailed instructions appear in the indented sections. Osborne diskettes 
may be read by machines otl)er than Osborne. If you are installing dBCITA­
TIONS on a non-Osborne computer, these detailed instructions may not apply 
to your situation. 

1. Prepare diskettes 

To get started, you will need from three to seven empty diskettes 
depending on various choices you make. Label these diskettes, 

dBCITATIONS MASTER - Back up 
dBCITATIONS - Program Disk A 
dBCITATIONS - DataBase Disk B 

This is the minimum set up. You may also want to label these disk­
ettes single or double density, 52 or. 80 column, depending on your choices. 
If you want to see both 52 and 80, then you will need additional diskettes 
A and B, and if your system is single density, another back up diskette. 
If you haven't already backed up your dBase II, you should do that too, 
requiring still another diskette and label. If you haven't backed up your 
CP/M SYSTEM diskette(s) then you should do that as well. Figure out just 
what you will need before you get into the details of installation. Every­
thing will flow together more easily if you are prepared. 

2. FORMAT al.l· of the empty diskettes you intend to use. 

There are several different ways to do this on Osborne computers, so 
refer to your own documentation for specific instructions. Select the 
double density CP/M version.if you have it. The general procedure follows. 

Format procedure for Osborne 01. Turn your computer on. Insert 
the CP/M SYSTEM disk in drive A and the first diskette you want 
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3. 

to format in drive B. Press RETURN. Wait. If your Osborne has 
the "Help" feature, press ESCAPE to get to CP/M. When you get to 
the A > prompt, type COPY, followed by a carriage return. When 
the menu appears select F to indicate that you want to format, 
and if your machine is capable of double density, select the D 
option when asked. Then select B since the diskette you want to 
format is in drive B. When the screen asks you to place the 
diskette in B, if you haven't already done so do it now, or just 
press RETURN if it is already there. When formatting is com­
plete, remove the diskette in B, replace it with another and 
repeat this process until all the new diskettes you are going to 
use are formatted. 

The format procedure on the Osborne Executive is virtually the 
same, except you use the arrows keys to select the formatting 
option and you don't have to select double density. 

Make Back Up Copies 

Using the CP/M COPY utility or PIP, make back up copies of the two 
dBCITATIONS distribution diskettes. Place these on the diskette(s) you 
have already formatted and labeled dBCITATIONS MASTER - Backup. If you 
have the Executive or a double density version of the 01, you may use PIP 
to place both of the single density diskettes onto a single double density 
diskette. Back up your dBaseII and CP/M SYSTEM diskettes if you haven't 
already done so. Correctly label all of these diskettes. Place original 
distribution diskettes in a safe place. Use only the back-ups from now on. 

Note: Do yourself a favor. !f you are not deeply experienced with CP/M 
utilities, then place a write protect tab on any diskettes you wish to copy 
from. Obviously, do not place them on diskettes to which you want to copy. 

On the Osborne 01, to simply copy dBCITATIONS, turn on the compu­
ter, place the CP/M SYSTEM Disk in drive A, press RETURN and if 
you have the "Help" screen, press ESCAPE to get to the A> 
prompt. Theri type COPY followed by RETURN. When asked, choose 
the C option. Select A as the source drive. Place the dis­
tribution diskette you want to copy in drive A and the diskette 
to become the back up in drive B, then press RETURN. When the 
copy is completed successfully, replace diskette A with the next 
material you want to copy, put the diskette to receive it in B 
and then repeat the above procedure until you have copied all the 
disks you want to. 

If yours is a single density system, or you are simply making 
copies of both versions, and you intend to adopt the 52 column 
format, then it is a good idea to add the C.MEM file to the 52 
column back-up diskette. You do this using PIP. The 3C.MEM file 
is only found on the diskette containing the 80 column version, 
but is required by the 52 column version as well. Put 3C.MEM on 
your 52 column back-up by placing the CP/M SYSTEM Disk in drive A 
and getting to the A> prompt as before. Insert the 52 column 
back-up diskette into drive B. Type CTRL-C to tell CP/M that you 
have a new diskette in B. Then type PIP followed by RETURN. 
When the asterisk "*" prompt appears, remove the CP/M SYSTEM disk 
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and replace it with the 80 column diskette. 
lowing command and a carriage return. 

B:=A:3C.MEM 

Then type the fol-

When PIP finishes its work, you will have added 3C.MEM to the 52 
column back-up diskette. 

On the Executive and double density 01 •s you may use one less 
diskette if you use PIP to combine the distribution diskettes 
onto a single one. PIP is found on the CP/M SYSTEM disk, so 
using that disk, get to the A> prompt as before. Put the 
diskette you want to receive files (dBCITATIONS MASTER - Back up) 
in drive B. Now you will need to tell CP/M to look for a new 
diskette in drive B. You do this by typing CTRL-C (hold down 
the Control key and press C). Now type PIP and press RETURN. 
When the asterisk "*" appears, remove the CP/M disk from drive 
A and put in the first diskette you want to copy (say the 52 
column version distribution diskette). Then type in the fol­
lowing command, followed by a carriage return. 

B:=A:*.* 

When PIP has completed its functions remove the distribution 
diskette and replace it with the other one. Type the same com­
mand over again, followed by a carriage return. 

B:=A:*.* 

When PIP finishes, both the 52 and 80 column versions of dBCITA­
TIONS will be backed up onto the single diskette dBCITATIONS 
MASTER - Back up. 

Now with the CP/M SYSTEM disk in drive A , check your backup(s) by 
placing -it (them) in drive B and at the A> prompt, type CTRL-C (hold 
down the CONTROL key and press C), then when the A> prompt reappears type 

DIR B: 

followed by a carriage return. Compare the screen listing with the printed 
listing of what should be there (appears under I.A.1., above), just to make 
sure that all the necessary files have been correctly backed up. 
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c. Install Procedure 

Note: The following 4 aspects of the install procedure are :mutually 
exclusive. Select only one 1 (or at least one at a time) and disregard all 
others.

1. 52 Column.1 Single Density., dBASE II-2.3 

Using the dBCITATIONS - Master Back Up diskette and your CP/M SYSTEM 
diskette, make up the dBCITATIONS - Program Disk A and the dBCITATIONS 
DataBase Disk B according the the following plari. 

a. dBCITATIONS Program Disk A 

You will need to place the CP/M systems tracks on the diskette you 
have labeled dBCITATIONS - Program Disk A. You will also need to perform 
certain SETUP operations. If you have a 52 column version of Wordstar and 
it and your printer function properly with each other, this will be fairly 
easy. Using the CP/M COPY Utility, just copy your WordStar diskette onto 
dBCITATIONS - Program Disk A. Then erase all the files. The system tracks 
will be left on the diskette, properly configured to run dBCITATIONS. (The 
dBCITATIONS print and screen display· functions mimic WordStar). Then using 
SETUP, just change the arrow keys to CP/M, program function key 1 to DO CT 
[CR], and turn off the auto horizontal scroll. 

If your WordStar is 52 column and functions correctly with your 
printer, copy the system tracks as follows. Turn the computer 
on. Insert the CP/M SYSTEM diskette into drive A. Press RE­
TURN. If you have the "Help" screen, press ESCAPE to get to the 
A> prompt. Then type COPY followed by RETURN. When asked, 
choose the C option. Select A as the source drive. Remove 
the CP/M SYSTEM diskette from drive A and replace it with your 
WordStar diskette. Put the dBCITATIONS - Program Disk A into 
drive B, then press RETURN. When the copy is completed success­
fully, press RETURN twice to exit from the copy program. Remove 
the WordStar diskette from drive A and replace it with the CP/M 
SYSTEM diskette. At the A> prompt, type SETUP, followed by 
RETURN. When asked, select B as the diskette you want to 
configure - that is, dBCITATIONS - Program Disk A. It is located 
in drive B. When the screen clears, you will have a whole.menu 
of things you can change. Do not change the settings for A, B 
and c. These are the ones that are successful in getting Word-

. Star to work correctly with your printer. Tap "D" to toggle the 
AUTO HORIZONTAL SCROLL. It should be turned off. Tap "E" to get 
to the function key menu. Once there, select 1 to program func-
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tion key 1 to read 

1: DO CT[CR] 

where [CR] means enter a carriage return. ·Press the ESCAPE key 
twice to exit. Check to see that 1 says the correct thing~ Then 
select 11X11 to go back to the main menu. Now toggle "F" to set 
the arrow keys · to CP/M. Check the whole screen for correct 
settings, and when satisfied, press 11X11 to exit. Select B as 
the destination. When the drives stop running remove your CP/M 
SYSTEM diskette from drive A and move the dBCITATIONS - Program 
Disk A into drive A. Press the RESET button.

To check, see if the diskette 
will produce a cold boot. Hit the RESET button. When the logo 
appears, tap RETURN.

Note: Put the · system tracks of d.BCITATIONS - Program. Disk A by the 
foregoing method ~ the following method. Do not try to do both. 

If, on the other hand, your WordStar/printer interface is not reli­
able, you will still need to add the system tracks to dBCITATIONS-:-Program 
Disk A. Additionally, you will need to perform the SETUP operations of 
selecting a printer protocol and the baud rate at which your printer is to 
receive output from the computer. These are hardware considerations and if 
you don't know these for your printer1 you will need to find them out and 
enter them correctly for the print functions of dBCITATIONS to operate cor­
rectly. The systems tracks are essential to dBCITATIONS. If you don't 
want to print from within dBCITATIONS, then you may consider the SETUP 
operations that deal with printing to be optional. You will, however, need 

· to do some minimal SETUP operations to change the arrow keys to CP/M, turn 
off the auto horizontal scroll and program function key 1 to DO CT [CR]. 

To add the system tracks, you need to use the CP/M program called 
SYSGEN. To SYSGEN dBCITATIONS - Program Disk A turn on the 
computer. Place the CP/M SYSTEM disk in drive A and press 
RETURN. If necessary, press ESCAPE to get past the Help feature. 
When you get to the A > prompt type SYSGEN followed by a car­
riage return. When asked for the source drive, type A and then 
press RETURN. You will be asked to put the source diskette in 
drive A. You are going to use your CP/M SYSTEM diskette as the

Toggle D 
to turn OFF the AUTO HORIZONTAL SCROLL. Tap E to get to the 
function key menu. Select 1 to program function key 1 to 

1: DO CT[CR] 

where [CR] means enter a carriage return. Press the ESCAPE key 
twice to exit. Check to see that function key 1 is correct. 
Then press "X" to return to the main menu. Tap F to toggle the 
arrow keys to CP/M. Select B as the destination drive. When the 
drives stop, remove the CP/M diskette from drive A. Place the 
dBCITATIONS - Program Disk into drive A-. Press the RESET but­
ton.. When the Osborne logo appears, press the RETURN key. You 
should be able to make a cold boot with this diskette and get the 
A> prompt of CP/M. If so, all is well with the system tracks.

When the 
baud rate selection.screen appears, use the arrow keys to select 
the correct one (you.need to determine this by reference to the 
manual that goes with your printer). Press ESCAPE to move to the 
"Select Protocol" screen. Make the protocol option conform to 
the one that matches your printer. Similarly, make the device 
selection conform to the needs of your printer. When you have 
made the necessary changes, return to the main selections menu, 
place the cursor on "EXIT TO SAVE MENU" and press RETURN. When 
the destination menu appears, move the cursor to "TO DRIVE B" 
(this is where dBCITATIONS - Program Disk A resides) and press 
RETURN. When you get the message that the configuration has been 
saved, press ESCAPE to exit from SETUP. 
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By placing the CP/M utilities SHOW and PIP on the dBCITATIONS 
Program Disk A, you can make this into' a very powerful disk aiding you to 
transfer citations from your database onto diskettes you are editing with 
WordStar. You can also check from within the program whether or not you 
have space available on your diskettes to perform these transfers. Use PIP 
to transfer SHOW and PIP to dBCITATIONS - Program Disk A. 

With the computer turned on, insert the CP/M Plus System Disk 
into drive A and put the dBCITATIONS - Program Disk A into drive 
B. Press RETURN. Press CTRL-C to tell CP/M to look for a new 
diskette in drive B. At the A> prompt, type PIP and press 
RETURN. When the asterisk appears, type

and press RETURN. When the asterisk appears again, type

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dBCITATIONS TOroRIAL 

A. OVERVIEW 

This tutorial takes you through every aspect of the dBCITATIONS pro­
gram. Later, you may skip around through the tutorial if you want to, but 
to begin with, we suggest that you just follow it step-by-step. 

You may get a visual overview of the program by studying the Functions 
Skeleton on the facing page. What the tutorial does is simply start the 
program from CP/M or DOS, take you to· the Options Menu and then in and out 
of that menu to the various sub-parts of dBCITATIONS. The tutorial termi­
~ates with a return to CP/M or DOS. 

It is assumed that the program is properly installed and that your 
computer and peripherals are properly interfaced. The screen displays that 
follow are from the 80 column, CP/M version of dBCITATIONS. What you see 
on the screens will be slightly different for other versions. 

If your particular computer uses the ENTER key or ..--J instead of 
the RETURN key, then press that key when you are asked to press RETURN in 
the following instructions. 

B. The Tutorial 

Make the normal start up for your computer using dBCITATIONS - Program 
Disk A in drive A and dBCITATIONS - DataBase Disk B in drive B. There are 
three different ways to get the program started, but they all amount to the 
same thing. At the A> prompt you have to issue the command DO CT or DO 
CIT, depending upon your particular version of dBCITATIONS. This may be 
done automatically with an AUTOST, BAT or SUB file. It may be done with a 
function key. Or you may have to type this command in by hand. During the 
installation, you will learn which of these is suitable to your system. 
Once the program has this command, there will be some disk activity and you 
will see a sign-on screen describing the program and showing the Task Think 
Workshops, Inc. copyright.· Read the screen and press any key to go on. 

Since this is the first time you have used the particular data 
diskette (B), you will need to identify it as to whose disk it is and what 
general topic you are assigning to it. When asked, just type your name. 
When asked for the topic, give this some thought. You may have any number 
of databases - one per diskette. Enter the name of a topic that is broad 
enough to cover many entries. But remember, it does not have to be so 
broad as to cover everything you might want to enter as you may have any 
number of 9ther databases. When finished, dBCITATIONS presents a data 
screen,· showing a profile of this database. Press any key to proceed and 
the main options menu appears. This is Figure 1 on the following page. 
Study this screen a moment. You may think of it as the trunk of a tree 
with different branches going off here and there. To get from one branch 
to another, you must first return to the trunk. 

Note:· Every time .you start a new dBCITATIONS - DataBase Diskette B, 
you will need to go through this little initialization routine.

This displays the layout of the dBCITATIONS primary entry screen. 
Each database entry carrys its own unique number. This appears at the 
number sign (#) in the upper left corner. The program goes into several 
different modes - such as display, edit, etc. These modes always appear at 
the upper right corner. If you ever get confused, just look in the upper 
right corner to find out where you are.. Just below are the data entry 
areas. On the first line are places for three key words. Think of these 
as ways you may index your entry. The next line has a space for an au­
thor's last name. This gives four ways you can retrieve your citation. 
(It's like looking in the back of a book for a topic or name, finding a 
page and turning immediately to that page). With dBCITATIONS you search 
for the keyword or name, find the citation number, and then display that 
citation. Each of these areas is called a field. It's a good idea to not 
enter anything else in these fields except topical terms and last names.~-

Notice that you are in the A)dding mode and that this is citation 
number 2. There is already a number 1 in the database. (The dots are of 
course, not on the screen). The cursor is positioned at the first charac­
ter position after K1.

Use the cursor con­
trols to move around inside the screen area. Ref er to Figure 5 since the 
help screen showing the cursor movements is not available to you right now.

(even if you don't) so if you just press RETURN once, the cursor will just 
advance one line.

Select the A option to retrieve the footnote from the entry you just 
made. When the screen appears, the key word and citations areas will be 
blank, but the footnote will already be filled in. Use this feature when 
you take several citations from the same source. Note that this is cita­
tion # 3 and that you are in the A)dding mode.

When the next screen appears, both the primary and secondary entries 
will have been appended to the database and you will have the option to 
append, get, help or stop. If you are not quite sure what you have been 
doing, select the H option and look at the help screens again.

When asked which footnote you want, choose B. When the screen clears, you 
will be asked the number of the citation from which you wish to obtain a 
footnote.

Now with CTRL-E or CTRL-A move the cursor back to key word field K1. 
With CTRL-Y delete the contents of that field. Now hold down the RETURN 
key until the drives start. What is going to happen to number 4? 

When the adding menu reappears, choose the S)top option to leave the 
adding mode and return to the main options menu. Now you are back at the 
main trunk of the tree {See Figure 1). Choose A to go out to the A)dding 
branch and once there, choose S)top to come right back again. See, it 
really is easy to 90 out to a branch of the program and come right back 
again. Take a moment to go back to the Functions Skeleton to ponder what 
you have been doing. 

Now from the Options Menu, select M to go out to the M)aintain branch. 
Look at the Functions Skeleton again to see the wide range of things that 
happen on this branch. The menu that apprears is shown as Figure 10 on the 
following page. Take a moment to study the various options that appear in 
this part of the program.

#4 that you entered? Reme..inber, you deleted the contents of of K1 • There 
simply is no citation #4 in the database. What about "fF1? We'll get to 
that later. Note the."WAITING 11 message. This puts dBCITATIONS into a 
"holding pattern." When you have many entries in your database, the 
keyword directory choice will allow you to· "page 11 ·through these fifteen at 
a time. Waiting allows you to study the screen until you press any key to 
go on. When ypu come to the end of t-lie entries, you just return to the 
M)aintain menu. Do that now. Press any key. 

What if you would like a printed "hard" copy of all the citation 
numbers, keywords and author's last names? Let's do that now so you will 
know how it works. When you are at the M)aintain menu - that's where you 
are now isn't it - just do the following. Turn on your printer and make 
any preparations necessary and position the paper as needed. Hold down 
the CONTROL key and also press P.. [On the IBM, hold down the CTRL key and 
press Prtsc]. Then press K. Now whatever goes to the screen also goes to 
the printer. If your printer installation was done properly, you'll have a 
hard copy of the keyword directory. To stop this function, hold down the 
CONTROL key and press P again, [PrtSc on the IEM]. Now turn off your 
printer. Is WAITING still on the screen? Get yourself back to the M)ain­
tain menu. 

Now back at the :M)aintain menu (See Figure 10), what else is on this 
branch? This whole section of the program is involved with searching your 
database for ~ntries, then displaying them and then performing certain 
operations on them - such as editing. Type H so that we may look at the 
various help screens t.~at deal with maintenance. The first sucn screen 
appears as Figure 11 on the following page.

Now you know why the citation number is so important. Check all the 
functions for which you need to know that number. Don't panic though. The 
numbers are.easy to find. Remember, they were listed when you did the 
keyword directory operation. You may also use the search function to find 
them. This doesn't require that you page through the whole database. Note 
what the screen says about zeros. Then type 2 to see this screen on the 
details of the search function.

Use the broad search when you want to find out what your database 
contains on a single topic or by a single author. Use the narrow search 
when you want to find a particular topic by a given author. Press 2 to get 
the next help screen that appears here as Figure 13 on the following page. 
It will explain how to copy a citation to a separate file that you may then 
merge into your wordprocessor text. You may place this file on any drive 
that has space available and you may name it anything you want so long as 
your name is within the name conventions of your operating system. Once 
you have a citation typed into your database, you don't have to retype it 
when you want to insert it into some document on which you are working. 
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Just use this feature to get it out of your database and use 
feature of your wordprocessor to get it into your document.

Now let•s try the search feature. Press RETURN to leave the H)elp 
screen and return to the M)aintain menu (See Figure 10). Imagine that you 
have· 156 entries in your database, not just the two "junk" ones you just 
made. Let's see if you have anything on the topic "ggggg. 11 Type S to 
select the search feature. Now you will see this screen.

Type B to indicate that you want a broad search. When asked for the 
term, type "GgGgGg" as your search term. Pre.ss RETURN. When the screen 
clears you will see

Citation #3 contains that term as a keyword. Notice that dBCITATIONS 
is not sensitive to the upper and lower case distinction. You don't have 
to enter your keywords in any particular way, and you don't have to 
remember how you did it either. dBCITATIONS will find them. Notice too 
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that you don't have to enter the full term. You do however, have to spell 
it correctly as far as you go. 11 GgGgGx 11 would not have produced a match. 
Press any key to return. to the M)aintain menu. (Figure 10). 

Now let's try the narrow search. Press S to get to the search option 
(Figure 14) • Now choose N for the narrow search. Suppose you had 22 
entries for author ddddddddddddddd, but you want only those entries for 
topic bbbbbbbbbbbbbbbb by this author. When asked.for the search term, 
type BbBbBbbB and press RETURN. When asked for the author's name 1 type 
DdDdDDDddd and press RETURN. When the screen clears you will see

This is the one citation in your database that meets the combined 
conditions. You may be very selective in your searching. Press any key to 
return to the M)aintain menu. (Figure 10). 

What would happen if you selected E right now? Try it if you don't 
know and then find you way back to the M)aintain menu. 

Are you there? When you are, select D to explore the display fea­
tures. This opens up a wide range of actions you may take on your entries. 
When you are asked to enter the citation number, enter number 3 and press 
RETURN. dBCITATIONS will now go to the database, retrieve the primary 
screen portion of entry #3 and display it exactly as you typed in in. This 
simple display feature allows you to survey any particular citation, long 
after you have forgotten what is actually contained there. It may be that 
someone else actually types these in for you. The display allows you to 
view the actual entry at any time.

B)ack one #, D)elete, E)dit, Forward one #,

These are not part of your citation. They are just different actions you 
can take from this display mode. Press B. Citation #3 was being dis­
playedJ so what happens if you go back one number? That's right, entry #2 
will be displayed •. So what happens if you press D?, Try it. You have now 
marked citation #2 for deletion. A screen will come on explaining that 
this is not an irreverible action and that there are ways to "un-delete. 11 

Press amy key and BCITATIONS will then take you back to the M)aintain menu. 

Now let's edit what #3 has to say. What keys would you press to put 
dBCITATIONS into the editing mode for entry #3? That's right. You would 
first display #-3 and then select E for editing. When you make these 
.actions, #3 will be on the screen and the cursor will be at keyword 1. Use 
the cursor control keys (See Figure 5) to move to the Citations area and 
add the following passage.

For right now, let's not actually PACK citation #2. (Remember, that's 
the one marked for deletion). Just press RETURN. dBCITATIONS will shut 
itself down and you will be back to the system prompt A> • Always leave 
the program with the Q option. You may now actually stop the tutorial or 
go on. 

************************** 

O.K., let's resume. How do you get the program started again? 
Remember, at the system prompt A> you have to get the message to the 
program DO CT or DO CIT. Which message- and how this is done depends upon 
which version and how you installed the program. You can of course, type 
this in. Figure out how to do it and get yourself to the Options menu. 
(See Figure 1) So far, we have examined the A)dd, H)elp, M)aintain and 
Q)uit features. Let's try some others. Press c. This sends you out of 
the program and into dBASE II. The dBASE II 11dot 11 prompt will be on the 
screen. This is a powerful and dangerous feature of the program. You can 
do all sorts of beneficial and/or evil things to your database with the 
dBASE II commands available to you from that dot prompt. We considered not 
having this feature in the program at all due to its potential for destruc­
tion. But we knew that experienced dBASE II users would want it. If 
that's not you, don't ever choose this option. 

Well, here you. You've done it. Now what? Here's how to get back on 
track if you should accidentally wind up at the dot prompt. Just type DO 
CT or DO CIT (whichever you installed). Go ahead. Do it. Alright, back 
at the options menu, all is well. Whew!! That was a close one. You could 
have typed QUIT and that would have safely gotten you out of trouble. If 
you don't know what you are doing in the world of dBASE II, then avoid that 
c choice. If you should ever get there by mistake, at least you know a 
couple of ways to get out of trouble. Either QUIT or go back into the 
program. 

Now·select the D option. Watch carefully as the data doesn't stay on 
the screen very long. Why would you want to diagnose the space available 
on drive B? Well, the most important reason is to make sure you have space 
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for the TXT files the program builds. When your database becomes large, 
this may be a problem. Remember the help screen on TXT files? If not, go 
back to Figure 13 and refresh yourself on what these are. They could, of 
course, go on any available drive and your operating system gives you other 
ways to check the space available. But once you are inside dBCITATIONS, 
this is at least one way to check for available space. 

[Note to users of DOS 2.0. If you have used the ASSIGN feature to 
send references to drive B: to some other drive, then it is that drive that 
will be di~gnosed]. 

Now let's check the print feature. This is an easy way to make a 
"hard" copy of your entries. You don't even have to copy them out of the 
database or make TXT files of them. You are at the Options menu arn't you? 
Press P to get to the P)rinting menu.

Think a moment about how your printer works. The N and P options mean 
exactly what they say. Choose the one that best.suits your equipment. 
Also realize that you will need to know the number of the citation you are 
going to print. That 1 s easy now since you only have three. Usually you 
will know the number, but if you should ever get to this point and then 
wonder "what number?" you can take the s option and find it. Turn your 
printer on and prepare it as necessary. Then choose N or P. When asked 
for the number, choose #1 and press RETURN. Now you are going to learn 
what #1 is all about. Suppose- that you have 57 entries in your database, 
but when asked for the number you typed in 75. There isn't any 75, so 
dBCITATIONS gives you this error message on the screen instead. In the 
process of learning about #1 you've also learned how the print function 
works, so find your way back to the Options menu. 

Up to now you have been through the A)dd, C)ancel, D)iagnose, H)elp, 
P)rint and Q)uit functions. Take a moment and go back to the Functions 
Skeleton. Examine the arrows to see all of the program parts you have been 
through. Is the design of the program beginning to make sense to you? 
Those arrows suggest all the ways you can go in, out and around the entire 
program. You have just about done it all at this point. 

There is a little bit more of the maintain function that we need to 
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examine. From the Options menu, select M to go back to the M)aintain menu. 
Select K to look at the keyword directory,again. Notice the asterisk by 
citation #2. That signal indicates #2 as marked for deletion. Press any 
key to get back to the menu. Now display #2. You do know how to do it, 
don't you? When #2 appears check the options at the bottom of the screen 
and press R to R)ecall (i.e., un-delete) this entry. Now from the menu, 
select the keyword directory again and notice the asterisk is gone from #2. 
It is no longer marked for deletion. If at any time you decide you don't 
really want to delete something, that is how you reverse yourself. 

Now test yourself. What would you need to do to mark #3 for deletion? 
Go ahead and do it, then check the directory again to make sure that the 
asterisk is now on #3. 

Pressing any key will get you back to the M)aintain menu. From there, 
let's check out what remains of the options from the display feature. 
Check yourself. What would you do to display #2? Go ahead and do it. Get 
#2 on the screen. We have now tested all of the options shown at the 
bottom of the screen except H)elp and T)xt file. The H choice would just 
produce the help screens that we have already examined by a different 
route. Let's concentrate on the T)xt file process. 

Start by going back and examining Figure 13. That's the help screen 
for the TXT file process. Since you already have #2 displayed, all you 
need do is tap "T. 11 A new screen will appear that asks you to specify the 
drive ·and filename for this file. You will have to insert that colon 
between the letter of the drive and.the filename. Your filename will also 
have to be legal for your particular operating system. When asked to 
insert the drive and filename, place the TXT file on drive B and make up 
some name such as 

B:CITATWO 

then press RETURN. The screen will say that a TXT file is being made and 
when finished will return you back to the M)aintain menu. That•s all there 
is to it. 

You've been through all the functions of the program now, so let's get 
rid of those 11 junk 11 files. You have #3 marked for deletion already 
right? How could you find out? That's right - an asterisk by #3 when you 
display the keyword directory. O.K., so mark #2 for deletion too. Check 
your directory if you want to make sure they both carry an asterisk. Now 
get yourself back to the O)ptions menu and select Q to quit. This time 
when the PACK option appears (see Figure 15), do type PACK. Your typing 
won't show on the screen anyplace, so do it carefully and then press 
RETURN. If you didn't make any typing mistakes, a message will come on the 
-screen telling you what is happening •. Just wait. dBCITATIONS will do some 
internal house keeping and then shut itself down, taking you back to the 
system prompt. Now type 

DIR B: 

and press RETURN. In addition to the files you place on diskette B during 
installation, there will ·now be a file with the TXT extension. It's a 
standard ASCII version of citation #2 - the one you just made with the "T11 

choice under maintain above. You may enter this file directly with your 
word processor or use PIP [COPY with DOS] to move it to some other 
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diskette. Do not try ~o enter you database directly with your wordprocess. 
That produces great evil. Use this TXT file process to copy entries out of 
the database. It only takes a moment. When you tire of checking you file, 
erase it from diskette B. 

There are two little things you need to be concerned about on this TXT 
file process. If you have several of these to do, give them all unique 
names. Otherwise, one or more of them will be overwritten. Also remember 
that dBASE II puts a carriage return· at the end of each line. If you are 
going to change margins, these will have to be removed by your 
wordprocessor. 

That's it. You've been all the way around the program. 
start up the program you'll be entering your own materials 
Enjoy.
