Intended use This device is intended to be used to produce artificial fog by vaporising fog fluid. Use the
device only as described in this user manual. Any other use or use under other operating con-
ditions is considered to be improper and may result in personal injury or property damage. No
liability will be assumed for damages resulting from improper use.

This device may be used only by persons with sufficient physical, sensorial, and intellectual
abilities and having corresponding knowledge and experience. Other persons may use this
device only if they are supervised or instructed by a person who is responsible for their safety.

DANGER!
Danger for children

Ensure that plastic bags, packaging, etc. are disposed of properly and are not
within reach of babies and young children. Choking hazard!

Safety

Ensure that children do not detach any small parts (e.g. knobs or the like) from
the unit. They could swallow the pieces and choke!

fluid drops may escape from the nozzle.

The distance of persons and objects to the fog nozzle must be at least fifty centi-
metre (1.6 feet).

Do not touch the fog nozzle during and shortly after operation. It becomes very
hot and may cause burns even several hours after switching off the device.

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WARNING!
Risk of slipping caused by condensation

Fog machines can produce condensation. Do not direct the fog to floors. Floors
and surfaces can become slippery by condensed fog.

Check at regular intervals whether it is possible to walk on the floors without a
slipping hazard, and, if necessary, remove the condensation.

WARNING!
Health hazard caused by fog fluid handling

Fog fluid does contain glycols complying with the regulations for foodstuffs.
However, it may be harmful if swallowed.

Do not induce vomiting. Seek medical advice immediately. Keep fog fluid in a safe
place. If the fog fluid comes into contact with eyes rinse thoroughly with water.

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Unpack and carefully check that there is no transportation damage before using the unit. Keep
the equipment packaging. To fully protect the device against vibration, dust and moisture
during transportation or storage use the original packaging or your own packaging material
suitable for transport or storage, respectively.

The device requires 20 cm clearance at the sides and above. Place the unit on a flat, stable sur-
face. Mount the unit in a horizontal position. Maximum inclination shall not exceed 15°.

Insert the fog fluid container into the unit and then mount the supplied safety bracket on the
device. To do so, unscrew the two bolts on the left and right of the opening for the fog fluid
container from the housing. Put on the safety bracket and secure it with the two bolts on the
housing (& ‘Side view, device is lying’ on page 21).

Establish all connections as long as the unit is switched off. Use the shortest possible high-
quality cables for all connections.

NOTICE!
Possible data transmission errors

For error-free operation make use of dedicated DMX cables and do not use ordi-
nary microphone cables.

Never connect the DMX input or output to audio devices such as mixers or ampli-
fiers.
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Starting up

Connections in DMX mode Connect the DMX input of the device to the DMX output of a DMX controller or another DMX
device. Connect the output of the first DMX device to the input of the second one, and so on

to form a daisy chain. Always ensure that the output of the last DMX device in the daisy chain
is terminated with a resistor (110 Q, ¥4 W).

Possible damages caused by unsuitable fog fluid

Fog liquids not approved by the manufacturer may permanently damage the
unit.

Only use the fog fluids listed on www.thomann.de and follow their instructions for
use.

First, make sure the unit is disconnected from the mains.

Open the screw-cap of the liquid container and fill in the fog fluid. Make sure that no fluid is
spilled or gets into the device. The easiest way is using a funnel. The container capacity is
2.5 litre.

Fire hazard

o Do not operate the machine unattended.

Connect the device to the mains and switch it on with the main switch. During the warm-up
time of about 3 minutes (+ 30 s) the display shows ‘UP’. Once the device is operational, the
display will change to rEAD’.

When the machine receives a DMX signal, the display shows the set DMX address, even during
start-up and warm-up time. Then the unit does not respond to manual control commands, you
only have the option to adjust the DMX address via the device menu.

When operating, always ensure that there is sufficient fog fluid in the liquid container to avoid
no-load running.

In all modes, the maximum duration of a fog burst is about 6 seconds, the charging time
between two fog bursts is also about 6 seconds.

Operating mode ‘Manual con-
trol’
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This mode can only be selected when no DMX controller is connected and turned on.

In this mode, the fog output can be triggered and deactivated using the [MANUAL SWITCH] or
via the remote control.

Use the button [MANUAL SWITCH] on the device and the manual fog trigger button on the
remote control (% ‘Manual control via remote control’ on page 32) to control the duration of the
fog burst.

The colour effect can be adjusted via the menu of the device.

Press [FUNC]to open the device menu.

Press again [FUNC] or press the arrow keys Y and Auntil ‘CoLo’ appears in the display.
Confirm with [ENTER].

= The last set value ‘Co7’... ‘Auto’ is flashing on display.

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If the device is not controlled by DMX you can trigger and regulate the fog output with the red
push button on the remote control. When you release the button, or after about 6 seconds the
device stops the fog output. After the charging time of about 6 seconds you can trigger
another fog burst.

Connect the remote control to the connector socket [WIRE CONTROLLER] on the operating
panel of the device. Make sure that the two indicator LEDs on the remote control light up.

Set the DMX address of the device using the menu control.
1. ) Press [FUNC]to open the device menu.
2. ), Pressagain [FUNC] or press the arrow keys Y and Auntil ‘Addr’ appears in the display.
3. ) Confirm with [ENTER].

Introduction

DMX connections
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This chapter will help you select the right cables and plugs to connect your valuable equip-
ment so that a perfect light experience is guaranteed.

Please take our tips, because especially in ‘Sound & Light’ caution is indicated: Even if a plug
fits into a socket, the result of an incorrect connection may be a destroyed DMX controller, a
short circuit or ‘just’ a not working light show!

The unit offers a 3-pin XLR socket for DMX output and a 3-pin XLR plug for DMX input. Please
refer to the drawing and table below for the pin assignment of a suitable XLR plug.

Pin Configuration

1 Ground, shielding

2 Signal inverted (DMX-, ‘cold signal’)
3 Signal (DMX+, ‘hot signal’)

10 Troubleshooting

In the following we list a few common problems that may occur during operation. We give you
some suggestions for easy troubleshooting:

Symptom Remedy

The unit does not work Check the mains connection and the main fuse.

No haze output 1. Check the fluid level in the fog container.
2. Switch the device off and check the hose that leads into the fluid container
for flow.

No response to the DMX controller 1. Check the address settings and the DMX polarity.

2. Try using another DMX controller.

3. Check to see if the DMX cables run near or alongside to high voltage cables
that may cause damage or interference to DMX interface circuits.

11 Cleaning

NOTICE!
Possible damages caused by unsuitable cleaning agents
Cleaners not approved by the manufacturer may permanently damage the unit.

Only use the fog machine cleaners listed on www.thomann.de and follow their
instructions for use.

Clean the appliance after every 30 operating hours, or if it was not in use for a longer period of
time
Procedure 1. ) Make sure that the device is turned off, disconnected from the mains and completely

cooled down.

Position the unit in a well ventilated place.

2. )
3. ) Insert the suction hose of the fog machine into the bottle with the fog machine cleaner.
4. ) Connect the device to the mains and switch it on with the main switch.

5. )

Wait until the unit has reached the required operating temperature.

Fan grids
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6. ) Change to continuous operation and let the device produce fog for about 20 seconds.

7. ) Insert the suction hose of the fog machine back into the fog fluid container and let the
device again produce fog for about 20 seconds. This will rinse the lines.

= The cleaning is completed.

The fan grids of the device must be cleaned on a regular basis to remove dust and dirt. Before
cleaning, switch off the device and disconnect AC-powered devices from the mains. Use a lint-
free damp cloth for cleaning. Never use solvents or alcohol for cleaning.
