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SmaRT Boost/EQ User Manual

Thank you for purchasing the [ Eleclfanix SmaRT Boost/EQ. May it bring you

many years of tone and joy! Incase you were wondering: here’s what all these
knobs, jacks and switches are for!

Input Jack: Plug guitar in here Output Jack: Plug amp in here

®—C—0O: Plug 9-18V DC power supply in here  Footswitch: True Bypass On/Off

Gain: Boost level Output: Output volume
Lo: Boost and cut of low frequencies Mid: Boost and cut of middle frequencies
Hi: : Boost and cut of high frequencies LED: Lights up when pedal is on!

Operational Tips and Tricks

* FYI, the Lo, Mid, and Hi controls feature a center detent that allows you to
set the EQ flat.

* To achieve a dirtier sound, crank up the gain knob to overdrive the pedal
internally, then back the output down to the desired volume.

* Beware the Mid control! This knob has 2X as much gain as the other knobs
allowing for excessive mid-boosting... You've been warned.

* Tryusing SmaRT as an alternate tone. For instance, when using as a solo
boost, use the EQ to shape your lead tone independent of your rhythm sound.
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Power Info

For optimal performance, fj[ E/ec[Hanix recommends that you
power your pedal with a Center Negative 9V DC Power Supply
(Boss Barrel-Style Connector). Recommended power supplies
include the Visual Sound 1 Spot and Voodoo Lab’s Pedal Power
systems. For increased headroom, you can safely run your
pedal on up to 18V DC!

You can also power your pedal with a 9V battery. To change the
battery, remove the four screws on the back of the pedal and flip
the lid up towards the top (as pictured). Wires will be attached,
so be careful not to pull on them. Remove the 9V battery clip ¥
from below the footswitch, insert a new 9V battery, and slide the
battery between the footswitch and the bottom of the case.
NOTE: BATTERY NOT INCLUDED.

o Ifyou are powering your pedal with a battery, replace the old battery with a new
one.
