Caution about Radio Wave
The remote control operates in 2.4 GHz band, the same frequency band used for industrial, scientific, and medical
equipment (such as pacemaker), as well as amateur radio stations.
Before operating the remote control, make sure no electromagnetic interference occurs and pay attention to the
following cautions.
