In addition to common functions of the Car DVR, this device has three mair

features:

(1) Therearetwo lenses built in and can take videos for both the front and the back
Nays;

(2) GPS Moduleis added to this product and can record the complete driving tracks
Through special software, you can use the Internet to connect to Google map while
alaying videos on the computer and display driving paths on the map, so to track the

vehicles' driving routes.

(3) The built-in gravity sensor G-Sensor can record the gravity sensitive informatior
and make judgments according to the motion offsets. If the offsets achieve a certair
value, the sensor would consider the driving as unusua and lock the current videc
automatically for security purpose. Through special software, you can aso see the
Jravity sensitive data changes while playing videos on the computer, so to track the

Jravity status during the driving.

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Getting started with the Car DVR
Charging the Battery
There are two ways to charge the battery:

1. Connect the device to the computer using the USB cableto charge;

2. Usetheenclosed vehicular power to charge.
The red indicator will light on during the charging process and will automatically turr
off once the process completed.
The whole charging process will last for about 120 minutes.
Preparing the Memory Card (TF)
Requirement for TF card: The TF card for this product is required to be 4GB or above
n capacity and CLASS6 or above in speed.
This product uses a separate and private file system. When you use amemory card ir
‘his product for the first time, you are prompted the format the card in order to builc
‘he private file system. If you perform the formatting action, all data in the card will
e deleted permanently (including locked files) and can't be restored. So before you
format the memory card, please ensure to backup al important data.

\ote: After formatting the TF card, this product will generate the AP software E
n the card for the customer to use. The GPS positioning function and time service ir
‘his product require the time zone to Once you open AP on the PC the time zone will
Je set automatically. If you haven't done this action, the display screen will show

[BE and the GPS positioning can't provide time service. Other features will functior
normally.

Adjusting the L ens Position
The front lens of this project can rotate 270 degrees from the front to the back and get
oetter video effect even the position of the Car DVR isfixed.

Powering On and Off

1. Manually powering on and off: Press the power button for a few seconds and the
-ed indicator lights on. The product will power on after the tick and take videos. Prese
:he power button continuously again and the product will power off.



2. Automatically powering on and off during the driving: Firstly plug in the vehicular
Jower and when the engine starts, the product will power on and take videos
automatically after the delay. When the engine stops and the key is plugged out, the
aroduct will save the current video and power off in 15 seconds.

Note: If the Car DVR is using the built-in power and in low power state, it will
arovide awarning message and then power off automatically.

Resetting
If unusual situation occurs due to improper operations, please press the reset key anc
Jower on the product again, the recorder will resume normal function.

Basic Operations for the Car DVR

Switching the Operating M ode

Two operating modes are available for this project: video and replay. You can switck
Jetween these modes by pressing the MODE key.

Under the video mode, you can press the OK key to start or stop taking videos.

Under the replay mode, the videos files are ordered by the time sequence. You car
aress the left and the right keys to view them and press the OK key to play the
selected video.

Setting the Menu

Press the MENU under the "Preview" mode, and you will enter the “System Setting
Menu” page. The background of the “Menu Setting” field is blue now. You can pres:
:he up and down keys to select necessary setting options, then press "OK" to confirr
‘he setting. If you press the MENU key again, you will exit the menu.

Video Mode: Both lenses/the front lens/the back lens;

Time Setting: Press the left and right keys to adjust the hours and then press the OK
<ey to confirm and exit;

Formatting: Press the OK key to enter and select Yes/No;

TV Format: Set NTSC/PAL;

Prompt Tone: On/Off;

Recording: On/Off;

Language: English/Simplified Chinese/ Traditional Chinese/Japanese/K orean/Russian
Screen Presetting: On/Off;

Automatic Video Protection Sensitivity: Low/Medium/High/Turn off the automatic
video protection function;

Default Setting: Yes/No (Selecting Yes will restore to the factory default parametel
settings)

Taking Videos
Begin/Stop to take videos: The product will begin to take videos automatically after it
starts up or you insert the TF card. Press the OK key can stop the process and pressiif



again the resume the video process.

Shortcut Applications during the Video Process

The Up key: Turn off/on the audio recording

The Left key: Switch the full screen display between front lens and back lens (only
function if you select both lenses mode).

MENU key: Manually lock the current video in case of emergency.

MVIODE key: Save the current video, stop the process and switch to the replay mode
Press this key again can exit the replay mode and resume the video process.

Instructions for Reading Videos and Using the AP Software

This product doesn't support reading directly through USB. TF card supportec
Jevices (for example the card reader) are needed to read videos recorded by this
oroduct.

After you insert the TF card into this product and the formatting completed, this

aroduct will automatically generate the special software ﬂ . You must use this too
‘0 access files in this product from the computer.

You can select the lens channels to play videos by clicking WSSl hott
enses/the front lens/the back lens. (Limited to files recorded by double lenses)

While playing the video, you can click E to save the current frame as ar
mage.

Archiving the complete video file: you only need to check the files the

Archiving video sections: Except the complete video file, this product also produce:
sections in three minutes. You can archive these sections to decrease the file size.

GPS Positioning and Applications
There are two requirements for this application: the GPS has aready positioned
successfully when taking videos and the current PC has network connection. If the
GPS has aready positioned successfully when taking videos, information about
longitude and latitude as well as speed will display on the top of the AP screen:

Now you can click E to turn the map on or off.
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Under this mode, you can switch between different maps by clicking the options or
:he upper right corner: map/Satellite map/3D map.

You can also check the real time street views by dragging ai to the map. (This
function needs GOOGLE support. For specific support information of different
counties, please contact GOOGLE).
GOOGLE Earth KML Application:

By clicking H you can download the GPS positioning data and save as * KML
file.

Then you can use Google Earth (http://www.google.com/earth/index.html) to restore
