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Troubleshooting

Problems and remedies

If you have any problem using this system, use
the following check list.

First, check that the power cord is connected
firmly and the speakers are connected correctly
and firmly.

Should any problem persist, consult your
nearest Sony dedler.

General

The display or button remains lighted or flashes
even after the system was turned off.
* PressDISPLAY on the remote repeatedly until
the clock display appears.

The clock indication does not show the correct
time.
* A power interruption occurred. Set the clock and
timer settings again.

The clock setting/radio presetting/timer is
canceled.
* The power cord is disconnected or a power
failure occurs longer than half a day.

There is severe hum or noise.

Precautions

On operating voltage

Before operating the system, check that the operating
voltage of your system isidentical with the voltage of
your local power supply.

On safety

* The system is not disconnected from the AC power
source (mains) as long asit is connected to the wall
outlet, even if the system itself has been turned off.

* Unplug the system from the wall outlet (mains) if it
isnot to be used for an extended period of time. To
disconnect the cord (mains lead), pull it out by the
plug. Never pull the cord itself.

 Should any solid object or liquid fall into the
component, unplug the stereo system and have the
component checked by qualified personnel before
operating it any further.

On placement

On heat buildup

rises considerably. To avoid burning yourself, do not
touch the cabinet.

On operation

« If the system is brought directly from acold to a
warm location, or is placed in avery damp room,
moisture may condense on the lens inside the CD
player. Should this occur, the system will not
operate properly. Remove the CD and leave the
system turned on for about an hour until the
moisture evaporates.

« When you move the system, take out any discs.

Notes on CDs

Make sure to clean the tape heads before you start an
important recording or after playing an old tape. Use
separately sold dry-type or wet-type cleaning cassette.
