On a daily basis Above The Line (ATL) data should be exported from ELMS and imported into
EasyCount Senate and Below The Line (BTL) data should be exported from EasyCount Senate
and imported into ELMS.

5.1 Importing ATL data from ELMS into EasyCount Senate

On a daily basis ATL data should be exported from ELMS and imported into EasyCount Senate.

It is best
practice to do one final export before you run the count (just to make sure you pick up any
changes).
